A number of State Govern-
ments have already implemented the Scales in their States, and some have
resolved to implement them soon, evidently under the compulsion of public
opinion in favour of the implementation of the scales. The last State to resolve
to do so is Jammu and Kashmir. In the country, thus, there is now only one
State—Kerala—which flatly refuses to honour the strong public opinion in favour
of implementing the scales and allows frustration and discontentment to spread
among the College and University teachers in the State.
