Implementation of Section 64 of the Kerala and Calicut University
Acts — Request for:

The Association welcomes the initiative taken by the Government of
Kerala to implement the Section 64 of the Kerala and Calicut University
Acts. Because of the non-implementation of the Section, the teachers under
Corporate Managements having colleges in both the Universities have been
experiencing a number of difficulties, The Corporate Managements have

not yet prepared any approved seniority lists though Statue 34 of the First

Statutes relating to conditions of service of Private College Teachers stipulates
that "Every Eucational Agency shall maintain a seniority list of the teachers
in the college or all the colleges in the University area as the case may
be under its Menagement”. As you are awares most of the posts in ptivate

2 colleges have to be filled up by promotion on the basis of seniority (vide

Section 57(4) of the Acts). In the absence of any approved seniority list
determination of the seniority of teachers for the purpose has no legal
basis. And the practice of inter-university transfer renders the teachers
transferred virtually thrown-outs and makes the situation legally worse. It
‘may be noted in this context, that, even very senior approved teachers in
one University area have to obtain fresh approval when transferred to the

other University area.

The Association considered all aspects regarding the implementation of
‘section 64 of the Acts and submit the following for vyour c'onsider_ation

1. The Section 64 of the Acts should be implemented with immediate

effect.
gy Regarding clause 2 of the Section the right of option should be

given to all teachers on the roll
‘of the Section.

3. All teachers who opt to work under the jurisdiction of Kerala/
Calicut University should be allotted to that University-

If the number of teachers allotted is more than the number required in
that University area priority in allottment shall be given on the basis of
seniority and the remaining teachers who could not be accommodated owing

‘to lack of vacancies should be allowed to join the University of their choica

as and when vacancies arise there. These teachers should be allowed to

‘work in the University area not opted by them during the interim period

as a working arrangement-

Necessary amendments to the Acts on the lines suggested above should

' be made before implementing section 64.

Work load and pattern of Teaching Staff in
Arts & Science Colleges

Summary of relevant portions of University Ordinances:

_ 1 Calculation of work load of teachers: Work load is calculated on

the strength of students as on 1st November in the previous academic
year, distributed batchwise for the subjects for the course specified.

2. Work load of various categories of teachers :
(a) Principal :~ Shall not exceed 5 hours and shall not be less than
3 hours per week. ' |
(b) Professor (I Grade) and Head of P. G. Dept.
(i) Arts subjects: Normal hours of lecture per week 11 and
minimum 10. _
(if) Science subjects: Normal hours of lecture and supervision
of practical work per work 12 hours and minimum 11.
(c) Second Grade Professor.
(i) Arts : Normal hours of lecture 14 per week and mmtmum 13.
(ii) Science: Normal hours of lecture and supervision of practical
work shall be 15 and minimum 14. '
For Heads of Departments (Il Grade) a reduction of 2 hours per week
