Reservation of Posts for Scs-,

S.Ts and B. Cs-

The conditions of the Geverment of
India in this regard are that recruitment
of teachers should be strictly on the
basis of merit and that appointments

should not be made on communal or
caste consideration. In this state, as a

matter of policy, reservations for appoint-
ments to posts in Governmet and allied

establishments are made .at 18%, for
S.Cs.S-Ts:, and 31% for Backward

Classes- The University Grants Commi-

ssion has recently announced certain
guidelines to be followed in the matter

of reservation of vacancies for S.Cs:,
and S.Ts. in the category of Lecturers

in Universities, and colleges- The Govern-
ment of India, who were appraised on
the position obtaining in this state, has
replied that they are reviewing the
whole matter and that they have no
objection to this Government proceeding
with the revision of old pay scales
without any change being made in the
existing pattern of reservations. The
committee has, in the circumstances,
recommended that the existing procedure
of reservation for S.-Cs., S Ts-, aswell
as B-Cs-, in the state may continue to
be followed in respect of recruitment
of teaching staff in Government Colleges.

possessing the qualifications as at (B)
above is not available or not considered
suitable, the college, on the recommenda-
tion of the Selection Committee, may
appoint a person possessing a consiste-
ntly good academic record on the condition |
that he will have to obtain an M. Phil. ||
degree or a recognised degree beyond the
Master's level within five years of his |
appointment, failing which he will not
be able to earn future increments till
he obtains that degree or gives evidence

of equivalent published work of high
standard.

As you are aware a Jro Lecturer
should have the same qualification as a
Lecturer and is bound to carryout the
gsame amount of work as a Lecturer does-
The fact that he is made to remain on a
lower scale of pay for two years is itself
a punishment. There are cases where a
teacher was obhliged to remain as Tutor
or Demonstrator for more than half a
dozen years owing to lack of vacancies
for the post of lecturer- It is only just to
demand that their entire service as Tutor/
Demonstrator [ Jr- Lecturer should be
counted for promotion as non - cadre
professor-

The practice of making a fully quali-
fied teacher remain on a lower scale of
pay is unheard of in any other department.
This is also against the principle of equal
pay for equal work. We request you to
abolish the post of Jr. Lecturer with
immediate effect.

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Programmes of education lie at the
base of efforts to forge bonds of common
citizenship, to harness the energies of the

system must measure its vitality by how
well it responds to the educational needs
for the individual and the community.

The objective of an educational system is
to create an intellectual awareness in the

economic and social growth of the cou-
ntry. Educational institutions are centres
where the community seeks guidance for
its own development- The community

expects at least a commensurate return |

from its investment in higher education-
In other words. investment in higher edu-
cation demands higher contribution by
the beneficiaries towards the total cost.

Education being a social investment,
more should be spent on it if it brings
about an increase in the rate of economic
growth- Although even with chronic
unemployment in the country, the social
opportunity cost of education is not zero,
yet we should not allow hlgher education
in fields which are not related to the
stage of our economic deveiopment.
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Higher Education
needs Direction

Wasting our scarce resources on fruitless
explorations in the name of higher edu.
cation is not only callous but also disas-
trous. Therefore more than the allocation
of expenditure on education, it is import-
ant that education justifies itself on its
economic return to the community.

According to a study conducted by
the University Grants Commission for the
period 1965-66 to 1975-76 on the imba-
lances in the development of higher
education, the all-India average of the
number of students going in for higher
education was 20 per 1000 in the age-
group 17-23 at the end of 1965-66. By
the end of 1975-76, this figure went up
to 35. Another fact revealed by the study
is that during the decade, the number of
graduate and postgraduate job-seekers
ircreased at the rate of 27 per cent
although the rate of increase in the
number of graduates and postgraduates
was odly 10.7 per cent during the same
period-  Further in 1975-76 the per
capita budgeted expenditure on higher
education ranged from Rs. 30.5 in the
case of Nagaland to Rs. 1,939.2 in the
case of Kercla. The per capita budgeted _
expenditure of big States like Gujarat,

At the same time, it is also worth noting
that the principal beneficiaries of higher
education are the elite, upper middle and
middle classes while its cost is borne by
the poor taxpayer- The Government has
to incur about Rs. 1,000 a year to educate
a university graduate in general education.
Education accounts for almost a third of
the government’s social services expendi-

ture in India-

Investment that goes to create a
literate and disciplined labour force out
of illiteratess may yield a much larger
productivity than what may be available
from a university degree-holder. By the

same token, it would be a more sensible,
planning, if the present trend for locating .

universities in urban areas is halted and
wral universities, whose pattern has
heen set out in the Report of the Univer-
sity Education Commission, be establi-
shed- They should not only be located in
"ral arcas but their education should

- Centre round rural problems and for

teaching in. them, the  services of top
cadres in rural development should be
availed of. - What is needed in higher
education is not more money for education
but strong action to end all subsidy for
education in urban areas in order to divert
it to the ‘grass-root’ education in rural
areas where the return on educational
expenditure is extremely high-

ghoul emphasise the training of indepen—

“dent and self-contained individuals who

could face the problems of life and of the

. . gociety they live in.  The process of lear-

ning and doing must be effectively com-
birfed as part of the university curriculum.
Every faculty member and. educational
administrator has to dedicate himself to
the cause of higher education with a.

‘sense of commitment for national develop-

ment- It is necessary to link education
with real life and productivity- through
introducing work—experience as an inte-
gral part of education and vocationalising
education after tenth class: It will be
useful if vocational courses in arts,
commerce, agriculture, science, medicine
etc., are introduced so as to be terminal
in character for gainful employment after-
wards. This will divert about 50 per cent
of students to these courses ‘so as to
reduce pressure on colleges-

The disturbing gap between profess—
ional and general education needs to be
bridged. General education and special
skills should be developed in response to
specific and urgent needs of both urban
and rural areas- Special attention needs
to be given to the underprivileged people
who desire to enter the mainstream of our
country’s economic and social life.
