It may be noted that when the remuner-
ation charges in the case of school
teachers for valuations and invigilatioh
work where almost doubled, those of
College teachers have been increased only
by small percentage-

It is really surprising to note that the
University of Kerala has not so far increa-
sed the T.A. rates for teachers conducting

~practical examinations. We  understand
~that.the Universities of Kerala and Calicut
~ have as a principle accepted uniferm rates
- of remuneration for all types of examinat-

ion work. The Calicut University has, for,
long  been giving, fiftyfive paise per
