Two out of every three Indians are
illiterates to-day. Even among the literates
only a small percentage has assimilated
any educational or literacy values so as to
make them a part of their everyday family
and social life. We are a self-denigrating
nation and through centuries we have
doveloped a sense of defeat and apathy
and a tendency to pass the buck to other
éonv_enient hands. This passing the-buck
attitdue is at the root of parental irrespon-
sibility widely prevalent in all parts of the
country at all levels of society: If your
children are not good at school, callous
and selfish in their dealings dirty and
disorderly in behaviour and geﬂefa”}’_ a
Nuisance everywhere the fault lies with

They” are capable of understanding the

importance and utility of good education.

However, they often display a posture of
innocent surprise and concern if told about
the bad performance of their children in
and outside the schools and colleges- It
is this generation of educated, respectable,
‘middle and upper class parents who exert
a refractory pull on any attempt to educate
meaningfully the new generation of
students.

Perpetually involved with their office, fac-
tory and business, during the dav and busy
with clubs. sports. social calls, entertain—
ments, shop talk and  gossip during the
first half or more of the night these

parents find hardly any time to be with
their children or to lend a helping hand in
their learning or character formation. Their
contact with their children’s school |
college and teachers is reduced to the
minimum They do not receive any feed
back information about their children‘s
performance except through the occas-
ional progress reports dotted with ”good/
fair* platitudes sent by the institutions.

For the majority of parents. the only -

occasion they visit the institution is during
the admission time -The enthusiasm with
which every parent accosts everybody
connected with the institution at the time
.of admission evaporates as soon as that

hurdle is over and he vanishes into thin
air until the next admission season-

This lack of responsibility shown in
not following up the child’s progress
through the years and through the insti-
tutions is one of the more important
causes of the muddle to-day. Vigilance on
the part of the “parents would help not
only the childrento be wary in theif
activities but also the teachers to be
meticulous in their work.

Parental responsibility operates at
various levels and spheres. First, it is the
home. The child should have a home
where the relationships of various
members are regulated by the bonds
of love, confidence and cooperation. The
child assimilates the behaviour pattern,
set by the parents imbibes the language
postures and manners the parents
"adept. Home should incul-
cate. values like love, loyalty, self-
lessness, sympathy and truth in addition
to the behavioural norms of cleanliness
aﬁ'd.order. Only by assimilatting those’

o

values and precepts in conformity with
the social culture, a child can develop
into a well balanced personaltiy. Even
for a social rebel an early schooling in
conventional c_ultural values and modes
is a prerequisite.

Every child is @ victim of mass media
and the craze for new styles of behavour,
Weaning the child away from the unwh-
olesome Influence of the mass media
is perhaps the most onerous task before
the urban parents to-day. However iso-
lating a child from the various channels
of mass media would be denying it acc-
ess to the modern world and ideas- So
parents ‘have to create in the children a
sense of judicious discrimination in react-
ing to the impact of the mass media,

- The child develops this sense of discri—

mination primarily from the observation
on parental reaction to mass media imp-
act. If parents find pleasure in yellow®
journalism, violent and obscence films and
bland T V programmes the children
would make such pleasures their creed.
The latest in the series of distracting
influences on urban children is the
competitive sports and games and the
sportsmen and players who become
heroes' overnight. Competitive games and
sports have already killed the sportive
_spirit and substituted it with personal
fivalry, jealousy and political intrigues.

in the presence of their children or sitting
through a five day criket match neglecting

their office and family duties do not
