brought to his notice. Accordingly a few
cases, which | recaived by July 10th, were
brought to his notice and | requested him

to direct the Section concerned to look in

to the cases and let me know ths position.



| very much regret to point out that my
request has not yet met with any rosponse
from persons responsible. I now have with
me innumerable cases of non-payment of
arrears in respect of examinations held
prior 1o March, 1983, and | am convingad
(hat the cont2ntion of ths Controller is
quite baseless and uncenable- It is quite
unfortunate that not even the arrears upto
1982 have baen cleared though you under-
took to elear ali arrears by June end.

You would please note, the teachers are
very much agitated because tha words
given by you on 16-7-1984 have not been
kept. A promise of the type you gave on
16-6-1984 was given by Dr. Gopalan on
22-5-1983 when he was the acting Vice-
Chancellor. H2 would not keep his words
You gave a promise and the teachers
thought you would definitely take step-
for clearing the artears. And the Associat-
ion, counting on your promise, decided
for the time being, not to direct the
teachers to non-co-operate with the Uni-
versity in examination matters. We now
realise that we have been let down by the

authorities.

The Working Committee ol the Associat-
ion at its meeting hald on 28-7-1984 hav-
ing taken stock of the total situation,
decided to organise a ‘Dharna’ by the
elected representatives of the AKPCTA in
University bodies on 3-8-1984 to give-
venttoour strong feelings of protest against
the unhelpful attitude of the University
authorities towards the just-demand of the
teachers. The teachers do not ask any kind
of tavour of the authorities., They demand
only some thing which is due to them, |
donot think, a University can always take
an atitude of indifference towards the just
demand of the teachers. | do not wish to
elaborate. o

I give herewith a statement showing
the arrears due to the teachers for work
dqna by them in connection with the exa-
minations he!d befors March, 1983. It
may please be noted that only very few
teachers have been paid the March, 1983
examination ramuneration,etc. | have with
me papers in support of my contention.

From this it is clear that the ‘Varsity's
procedure or refusal to accord approval to
promotion to Cadre professorships effec-
ted during vacation was davoid of any law
or rule. Soma arrogant and ignorant
clerk in some section had made a noting
and it was swallowed lock, stock and
baral by ths rasi. More ovar, the stand of
the ‘Varsity was not consistent with
commonsense or olfice practice. Recen-
tly the Govt. sanctionad non cadre 1 Gr.
Professorships from 1.4.81 a date during
vacation. So vacation is no bar topromo-

It is interesting to recall Prof. K. C.
Chacko's (former AKPCTA  President)
experience on his prom>stion as Prof. of
Physics Gr ,I, CMS Collage, Kottayam.
