(2) Any teacher of a Government or
private college who contravenes any of
the provisions of the Code of Conduct
shall be liable for disciplinary action
which may involve the imposition of a
major penalty.

ORDER

According to the existing rules Private College Teachers/non-teaching staff
who are governed by provision of Chapter 1l of the pension statutes, have to retire
at the age of 55 like their counterparts in Govarnmant service and they are eligible
for all the retirement beniiits including family pension, However, those who are
Governed by Chapter !l of the pension statutes and who are allowed to continue-
in seivice upto 60 vears of age are not eligible for the benefit of family pension.

2. There are instances of chapter Il apted private college teachers/non-teaching
stalt dying while in service, leaving their families without the bensfit of {amily
pension. The questien of allowing family pension 1o the tamilies of such ceceased
taachers, considering them to have re-opted to chapter Il of pension stalutes, was
therefore engaging the attention of the Government..

3. Government hsve now decided to consider such cases in falaxa_!ion of the
rules for granting family pension in individual cases on merits on the lines of ihﬁ;
order issued. in respect of school teachers who have opted for chapter XIV (B) o
K.E.R. read as 2nd paper above. For ensuring uniformity in this matter Government

Proposals for sanctioning family pension on the above basis in sach
cu89 will be forwarded to Government in the Higher Education
Department after the claims are duly verified by the Accountang
General. The proposals so received will be considersd on merits and
sanctioned by Government with the concurrence of Finance Dspatmaent.

G. 0. (P) 269/64/Fin. dt. 13-5.84.

i memhlers o.f staft. who have bsen away from the College of their choica
for a total period of 5years may b transferred to Collegas of their choice.

When proposals for transfers are considered, members of staff who have put
in the longest psriod of service in the same station may be t,rans'farred out.

NOTE:- The Sree Narayana College, Quilon and Ses Narayana College for
Women, Quilon will be treated as one unit for the purpose of transfars.

Couples employed under the management may, to the extent possible, be
posted to the same College or nearest Colleges.

Membszrs of staff inconveniently posted towards the fag end of their service
may be allowed to retite from the colleges of their choice.

In the case of Post-graduate ODepartments in differsnt Colleges, staffing will
be according to necessity in the concerned department, over-riding any of
all of the norms.

All transfers. as far as possible, may bs ordered bsfore the commencement of
the academic year. .

No transfers shall be mads in thé middié of the academic yéar éxcept in
cases of pramotions. regularisations dnd consequential changes.

Promotions and postings necessitated during the academic year may bs ordersd
against arising vacancies only,

Members of staff reporting for duty after long leave will be posted against
available vacancies if they join duty during the academic year.

For administrative reasons, after a period of centinuous servicd in one collsge
for 3 years, the Principals will be transferred to othar iAstitutiens if thoey are not

retiting within next t(wo years:

Those who relinquish their right to prcm_ot_fon
promotion may be retaired in thair respective S
years, _ :
If anybody relinquishes their right ta promotion asegond» time,
transferred to another iastitution accmding to necessity.
