In @ Memarandum to the State Educa-
tion Minister the AKPCTA urged him to
imedaitely drop the provision In the
existing Government Order for the giving
of clearance by a “Screening Committee*
for nominating college teachers with |oﬁg
‘years of service to Grade I.Non- Cadre
Profsssorship. The AKPCTA pointed out,

though the Order instituting the Grade {

Profossorship had been issued more than a
year back, -following the indefinite strike
threat by college teachers, no teacher hag
yet received the benefits, only becauas of

the -unwarranted 'Scieening’ - the main

hurdle - proposed by the Government.

The AKPCTA made it quite clear that
there was no justification at all for retain-
ing the provision for the ‘screening’; for
what was actually involved in the nomi-
nation to the non-Cadre Profossorship was
simply an up gradation of the post held by

total service. What was relevart in this
upgradatoin which was not treated as Pro-
motion, was the service lerigth of the
teacher concerned. No change of duty was
involved in the nomination and hence no
additional qualification was prescribed for
the nomination. More important, the
AKPCTA painted out, thers had not been
any “Screening” for the promotion of
teachers as non-cadre Grade |l Profossor,
the benefit of which the teachers had
been enjoing since 1973, based on a Govt.
Quder. Thers had been no screening even

The Committee considered tha varigus
letters received in the university from the
Government seeking clarification from the
University in regard to the eligibility of
privatie college teachers for leave for ser-

. vice priorto.4-3-1867 alse.

The Committee noted the provisions
in the Kerala University Ordinances issued
under Section 26 of Act 14 of 1957
(Chapter LVI1 - “Conditions of Service of
teachers in Private Colleges’’) as also the
provisicns in the amended O:dinances
notified in 1967.The Provisions in bath are
practically the same. Section 23, Chapter
LVil-"Conditions of Service of Teachers
in Private Colleges’ as amended (in 1967)
reads thus:

“Half Pay Leave will be admissible
tc a teacher at the rate of 20 days for
each completed year of service and
will be avsilable for private affairs
or on medical certificate.””

The abeve provision is sufficiently

clear and according to the provision, a

teacher of private college is eligible for
leave for thg entire service put in by him

~from the date of first entry . of the teacher

in service.

A clarification to the above effect may
be given to the govarnment. the Director
of Collegiate Education and the Daputy
Directors of Collegiate Education.




Note:- The differant Deputy Diroctors of
Collegiato Education have been hol.
ding that the teachors ot private
colleges are eligible to get leave only
for their service from 4-3-1967,
the date of  the  amendment
made under Saction 26 of Kerala
University Act of 1957, (Act 14 of
1957), It seems, they have taken the
above position because of objections
raised by the Accountant General to
the calculation of leave taking into
account the service of the teachers
prior .to 4-3-67 alsa. The objection
of the Accountant Generol was on
the basis of a circular No GD 1/
841/65 dated 10-5-1967 said to
have bzen issued by the University of
Kerala, soma 18 ysears back. The A.G
hzs bsen maintaining that, as per the
University circular the service put in
by private collage tearchers prior-to
4-3-'67 cannot be taken into account

_ for calculating leave. ‘
Actually, the stand taken by the

Accountant General and the Depu'ty

Directors of Collcgiate Education is not

consistent with the provisions of law.

They ware in fact, objecting to the

counting of service prior to 4-3-1967 for -

the purpose of calculating lzave without
even knowing the content of the
university circular.

The Director of Collegiate Educa-
tion and Deputy Directors of Collegiats
Education have. however, sought the
clarification of the University of Kerala
In the matter.

In fact greatsr delay is caused
in. the offices now, than before in
processing bills and claims and passing
them for payment. Even supplemzntary
bills. which as per the assurances given by

1. Unusual delay in passing bills-parti-
cularly supplementary bills and  bills
climing promotion, fixation and D. A.
arrears - for payment,

There is now unjustifiable delay in
passing even the monthly salary bills,
with the result in most casesthe salary for
a month is not disbursed at least before
the close of the first week of the succeed-
ing month. Also, delay is caused in passing
the monthly bills because the Dy. D,C. E,
often goes on leave or on other duty at a
time when the bills are to be countersigned
and passed by him for payment, without
making necessary alternative arrangements,
The supplementary bills and biils claiming
different types of arrears of salary are kept
in the offices unattended for moenths toge-
ther even for years in thse case of arrear
bills. What is more distressing is, the zonal

affices often turn vindictive to the colleges

which complain of real delay.

2. Denial of vacation salary to the tearches .

appointed against substantive vacancies.

It has baen brought to our attention
that the zonal office at Quilon has arbitra-
rily withheld/denied the vacation salary.
In full-in many cases even the second
vacatian salary- of Jr. Lecturers appointed
sgainst substantive vacancies. | would say

First Statutues, 1979. The Quilon office
was disallowing for some time, the fiisy
vacation salary of the teachers appointed
against temporary vacancies the duration
of which exceeded 8 months.

tion in question relates to the eligibility
t"}f teachers appointed against temporary
vacancies for vacation salary. There is no
valid reason for denying vacation salary
to Jr Lecturers appointed to permanent
posts It is important to note that the other

offices are not doing this:

It is a matter of concern that the Quilon
Office is doing this inspite of the fact
that there are elear provisions in the First
Statutes, 1979. entitling the teachers for
vacation salary.

3. Special problems faced by teachers
working in colleges under corporate
Managements '

You are aware, problems aris=2. invari
ably when teachers ‘working in collzges
under Corporate Managements are transfe-
rred fiom a college in one University area
to a college in another University area.
The teachers transferred have been getiing
the salary for the first month and for a
few months after that on the strength of
the L. P. C. issued by the Principal of the
College from where the teachers were
transferred. Now the Depu'y Directors of
Collegiate Education are insisting on the
production of the L. P.C countarsigned
by the Deputy Director of Collegiate
Education of the zone to which the
college from where the teachers were
transferred belongs.

Lecturer was not necessary, as there was
no “appointment” as Lecturer.
