And the interim relief paid for the period
prior to the date of payment of salary
in the revised scales will not be recov-
ered. Since the payment of interim
relief continues till the date of change
over to the revised Scales, the ““loss”
that will have to be suffered because of
postponement  of the change over will
not be considerable.

(4) Rule 3 of the Fixation Rules:-

The Option once exercised will be final.
If the option in writing is not exercised
with in the time limit specified in Rule

(5) Rule 9 of the Fixation Rules:-

As already mentioned briefly, teachers
can exercise Option to remain in the exis-
ting scale until such time as they deem
necessary. They can remain in the existing
scale for years. It is to be noted, so
long as they continue in the existing
scale interim relief will be paid to them.
And interim relief paid will not be
recoverec,

It is important while exercising Option,
both the Basic Pay in the existing scale
and the completed vears of service as on
the date of change over to the revised scale
of service as on the date of change over to
the revised scale have to be kept in mind. In
some cases it will be beneficial to wait tj||
a particular increment date and in some
others, to wait till the date of completion

A mass Dharna is being staged now
by the AKPCTA councillers before the
Secretariat as part of the agitation laun-
ched by the AKPCTA to press the teachers’
jong-standing demand for the immediate

We are sorry, in spite of the
repeated assurances given by the Gove-
rnment to the Association, the amendme-
nts proposed by us were not accepted
even by the Subjects Committee,

We would submit, it is high time. the
Government took steps to amend the
Sections in question. The Hon'ble Edu-
cation Minister while objecting to leave
being granted to a member of the Assem-
bly for moving a Bill (Bill No, 177) said
in the Assembly that the Government
viewed with sympathy the plight of college
teachers who had been thrown out of
service after setving for long in temporary
vacancies and declared that the govt.
would soon introduce a Bill to achieve
the objective of the Private Bill

We would reiterate, the objective of
amending the Act should be that of making
it obligatory on the part of the Educational
Agencies to shift persons recruited to
temporary vacancies to permanent vacan-
cies that may arise subsequently and to
offer the vacancy that may arise subse-
quently to the teacher who was relieved
from service, without a fresh selection.

We would also request the Gévernment
to take urgent steps for amending the
University Acts in such a way as to
empower the Appellate Tribunal with a
view to enabling it to hear and decide
on matters relating to service conditions
in respect of the staff in institutions
started and maintained by Minority Com-
munities enjoying protection under Article
30(1) of the Constitution.

But while calculating the *“Total
period of service”, the service put in by
the teacher prior to a break in service
which exceeds 2 Years at a time will
not be reckoned.

In the circulars read above as first pape,
the University of Kerala had clarified that
leave earned by non-teaching staff prior
to 1-6-1966 and by the teaching staff
prior to 4-3-1967 cannot be cartied for-
ward. The date referred to above are
the dates on which common leave rules
adopted by the University for the two
categories of Private College staff came
into effect. Consequently the Accountant
General and the Dy. Directors of Collegi-
ate Education took the position that leave
should be reckoned as above and ordered

the recovery of excess leave salary wher-
ever paid.

2 The teachers who had availed of
Half Pay Leave with refernece to their
full length of service and hence affected
b/ the above order and the Teachers’ Assg
ciations and Management’s Associations
have represented that the Private College
Staff may be declared eligible for Hals
Pay -Leave at the rate of 20 days for 8very
completed year of service right from the

date of their entry in service. It has been
contended that the entire qualifying service
of a college Teacher in a College affiliated
to the Universities in-the State was recko-
ned for purpose of weightage in all the
Past Pay Revision orders and is being
reckoned for purpose of non-cadre pro-
