NOTIFICATION

IN exercise of the powers conferred by
Clause (f) of sub-section (1) of Section
26 of the University Grants Commission
makes the following regulations namely:

1. Short title, application and
commencement

(i) These regulations may be called
the University Grants Commission (the
minimum standards of instructions for the
grant of the first degree through formal
education in the faculties of arts,
humanities, fine arts, music, social sciences,

commerce and sciences) Regulations
Act, 1985,
(i) They shall apply to every university

sstablished or incorporated by or under a

Central Act, Provincial Act or a State Act,
and all institutions recognised -under

Clause (f) of section 2 of the University
Grante Commission Act 1956 and every

Institution deemed to ba University under
Section 3 of the said Act.

(ili) They shall come into force on
June 1, 1985,

2. Admission/students

(i) No students shall be. eligible for

admission to the Ist Degree Course in these
faculties unless he has successfully
completed 12 years schooling through an
examination conducted by a Board/Univer-
sity. The admission shall be made on merit
on -the basis of criteria notified by the
Institutions after taking into account the

reservation order issued by the government
from time to time.

(i) Students enrolment shall be in
accordance with the number of teachers
and physical facilities available.

(iti) No student shall bs eligible for the
award of the first degree unless he has
successfully completed athree year course ;
this degree may be called the BA/BSc/

BCom (Honours) degree as the case
may be:

Provided that no student shall be eligible
to seek admission to the Master‘s course
in the faculties, who has not successfully

pursued the first degree course of three
years duration,

Provided further that where the univer-
sitles are unable to change over to a three
vear course, thoy may, as a transitory
measure, award a BA/BSc/BCom (Pass)
degree on succesful completion of a two

5 s



Year course, but that no student of this
Stream shall be eligible for admission to
the Master’s course unless he has under-
gone a further one year bridge course and
passed the same.

3. Working days

(v Every university enrolling students
for the Ist degree course shall ensure that
the number of actual teaching days does
not go below 180 in an academic year.

Explanation: The working days shall
exclude holidays and vacations, the time
set apart for completing normal admission,
time required for the preparation and
conduct of examinations but shall include
the days on which classes such as lectures,
tutorials, seminars. practicals etc are
held or conducted,

(i) The total periods provided in the
time-table shall not be less than 40 clock
hours 2 week. The time-table on working
days shall be so drawn up that physical
facilities are adequately utilised, and not
used only for a few hours.

(i} The University shall not only lay
down th= syllabus for each course but also
the manne- of its implementation, namely,
through  number of lectures, tutorials,
labaratory sessions, seminars, field worlk,
projects etc. Students shall be encouraged
t2 study some part of the syllabus them-
selves and shall be given assignments so

as to make them use the library or laborg-
tcry etc.

iv)  When a student offers

a) It shall be ensured that ti

shall also be adequate so as to keep hir,

c) lectures shall be supplemented by
tutorials and/or problem solving sessions
(which shall be around 252, of the lecture
workload), term papers etc, so that a stud-
ent derives maximum benefit from his pro-
gramme of study.

4. Examination

1) The Unniversity shall adopt the gui-
deline issued by the University Grants
Commission from time to time in regard to
the conduct of examination,

ii) There shall be both continunous sessi-
onal evaluation, in addition to semester/
year-end examination. The marks or grade
cbtained in continuous sessional evaluation
shall be shown separatelyin the grade-card
alongwith percentile ranking. Each grade-
card shall indicate the name of the college
from which the candidate appeared In the
examination. Furthermore, the University
shall develop dependable system of checks

Explanation: Percentile rank refers to the
percentage: of all the examinees in the
course who had the same or higher per-

centage of marks or grade in the
eXamination, '

(iv) No semester/year-end examination
shall be held unless the University is
satisfied that atleast 759% of the course
work indicated under sub regulation 3(3y
has been actually conducted.

Teachers

(i) No teacher shall be appointed who
does not fulfil the minimum qualifications
prescribed for recruitment as per Univer-
sity Grants Commission (Qualifications
required of a person to be appointed to
the teaching staff of a University or other
institutions affiliated to it, Regulation
1982) notified under Section 26 (i)
(e) of the University Grants Commission

Act, 1956. _
(i) Every teacher shall be available in

the institution on a working day during the
period prescribed and shall in addition to
participation in teaching as indicated ‘in
sub-regulation 3(3), undertake examina-
tions/test/evaluation/invigilation work,
general assistance to students in removing
their academic difficulties, and participate
in extra-cutricular and institutional support
- activities, as required.

(i) The workload of a teacher shall
take into account teaching. research and
extension activities, preparatian of lessons,
evaluation of assignments, term papérs etc
and shall be in accordance . with the
guidelincs issued by t” e University Grants
‘Commission from time to time.

Provided that the time spent on extension
work where it forrns an integral pait of the
course prescribed shall count towards
the teaching load:

Provided further that no teaching shall be
expected to lecture for more than three
clock hours per day. o

admitted to its privileges shall

(iv) The number of full-time and/or
part-time  teachors shall  be provided,
keeping in view the total institutional
workload as providad in sub-regulation
3(5), teachers workload in sub-regulation
5(3) and class size in sub-regulations 6(1)

and 6(2).
(v) The group for tutorials shall not

normally be more than 15 or 20 students.

(vi) A teacher shall not be expected
to supervise more than 20-25 students
in a laboratory class.

6. Physical facilities:

(i) Every university shall lay down
norms in respect of classrooms, labora- .
tories, library, canteens/cafeteria, hostel
accomodation etc and all institutions
adhere
to the same. The University, whiie pre-
scribing these facilities as a condition
of affiliation, shall keep in view the guide-
lines of the University Grants commission
in -this regard.

(ii) The lecture- classes shall normally
not excecd'80 students, unless, in special
cases, the University has accomdation
for larger classes and makes suitable audio-
visual arrangements for effective lecturing
accompanied by tutorial classes.

Information _
Every University shall furnish to the

University Grants commission information

relating to the observance of these Regu-
lations in the form prescribed for the
purppose. The information shall be supplied
to the University Grants Commission within
60 days of the close of the acedemic vear.

' munity, the government may offer UGC
' gcales of pay to those who may be left
 atthe Sr. College level after seperation.
' Here the scales were implemented in 1978
' with retrospective effect from 1973, of
course. Conditions of qualifications and
work-load attached to the UGC scales
created a great sense of insecurity.

a) UGC scale requires high second Class
(B'+4 or 559%, at all levels) plus M. Phil. or
Ph. D. of course, teachers in service as on
4th October 1975-this was the date on
which the UGC scale was first announced,
government order was subsequently revised
due to opposition from teachers to some of
the conditions, and finally new order was
issued on 25-10-1977-teachers appointed
after 1975 who do not possess these quali-
fications are still temporary. Originally
they were liable not only to cease 1o draw
increments it they did not improve their
qualifications within 5 years but also liable
to be replaged by fully qaulified pérsons,
Now in January 1983 the government
issued orders that these teachers will cease
to draw increments; only those appointed
v}rith lower quaiifications after Jan: ‘83 are
liable to be replaced also.

The uniform qualification requirements is:
unrealistic in as much as teachersin subjects

of social sciences and humanities. cannot
score high marks as in the subjects of
mathematics and physical sciences.

b) UGC conditions. required increased
work-load. Earlier, toachers had 15 lecturs,
With UGC scales it went up to 20 rendering
Many teachers surpjus. Temporary teachers,
Whatever the number of years of service

put in, have no legal protection against
retrenchment..

c) Any pay revision includes merger of
D. A. Earlier we had 3 scales- 300-600,
400-800, 700-1100; and Principal had
800-1200. Those who were at the lower
side of 300-600 got a benefit of around
Rs. 140 p. m. others around Rs. 60/- only.
Merging all these three scales, one cernmon
scale 700-1600 was given to teachers,
while Principals were given the scale of
Rs.1500-2500 (note the difference between
the scale of Principals and . seniormost
lecturers scale befora and after revision)
Principals were also given another scale
1200-1900. based on the enrolment of
students, not on any other criteria,

These are some of our expariences
which may act as a guide and enable you
to avoid the pitfalls which may arise later.
We ourselves could not foresee many of
the problems which came to the fore in the
couise of the last several years.
