ANSWER

As far as our kuowledge goes, th te are
now no sug:h Law or Rule applicable
to the Staff of Private Colleges.
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Preparing and sending confidential Re-

ports actually involves questions relating

to (and regulating) the conditions of
service. aof the Statf. Naturally when the

‘Head of an institution or Head of a Dopt.

prepares and sends a confidential Report

in respect of a member on the staff, he is
under obligation to tell him/her under

which relevant’ University Law or Rule
that is applicable to the Staff, of private

Colleges-the Report is prepared and sent
and tne precise proceedure that is adopted’
while preparing the Report The authorities
can regulate the conditions of service of
the staft in the college/colleges under them
only subject to the relevant University Law '
or Rule in force from time to time.

Tha indefinite strike of sixteen thousand
collega and university teachers of Bihar
under the leadership of joint action com-
mittee consisting FUTAB & FUSTAB
which began on 5tih August, 1986 ended
in a grand victory on 14th August after an
agreement was reached with the state
Gowvt.

Teachaers have been appointed against non-
existing posts. Temporary and ad-hoc
tenchers have been dismissad in violotion
of the resolution of the Executive Council:
Lakhs of rupees have been spent without’
inviting tender and in violation of financial’
regulations. Norms of admission have been
amended unilaterally by the Vice-Chancellor
at his own discretion. Senior teachers have
been insulted and humiliated and removed
from various positions of authority.

The situation worsens so much that all
the four Deans of faculties, the majority of.
the members of the Executive Council and
the Allahabad University Teachers’ Associ-
ation separately expressed their noc-confi-
dence against the Vice-Chancellor.

AUTA met the Chancellor Rajyapal of
UP in adeputation and submitted a petition
which included serious allegations of mis-
deed against the Vice-Chancellor. AUTA
also met the Chief Minister at the instance
of Rajyapal-cum-Chancellor and submitted
the same memorandum also to the stats
govt. For reasons best known to himsslf,
the Chancellor refused to take any measure
against Dr. R. P. Mishra even when reque-

sted to do so by the govt. The govt. of
U. P. has however instituted an enquiry

committee to examine charges among
others submitted by the AUTA,

The state govt has however no right to
suspend the Vice-Chancellor. .

But in the campus the atmosphere went
ron bad to worse, Sima vary senior
feachers including Dr, Banwarilal Sharma
and Dr. Naidu began an indefinite hunger
strike. But they were soon arrested by the |
