abstained from work would b2 considared
by the meeting of the Associastion of

Principals of various Colleges in Bombay.
~ The Association of Principals left the
question to bz decided by the Stste
Govarnment and on M3y 4th, 1982 the
teachers ware told that their applications
for C. L, Stood rejected and their absence
on 19-4-32 was trzated as absence with-
out permission. This was ‘challenged in
the petition.

The court held thatit was not permissiblq
for the Administration to treat the absence
of the teachers as absence without pey.
mission. The teachers had not remajngq
absent without informing the Administra.
tion, but on the other hand, they haqg
applied for C L. [f the teachers were
entitled to take the C L. it wasdifticult t0
appreciate how the Administration could
refuse the applications and hold that thejr
ahsence would be treated as one without
piy. The Administration. the court held
could not ignore that the College teachers
were paid their wages for the work which
they carried out in the whoie month and
it was not permissible to withhold the
wages because of absence on one day,
The decrision of the Administration was
therefore, not sustainable.

The Petlition. therefore, Succeeds and
the Rule is made absolute but on the
condition that the teachers who had -
aoplied for C. L. had, on that day, such
ieave available to them. O
