It is not unoften that one comes across:

people reminiscing about the ‘good old
days’ when things were supposed to be
green and pleasantin’ almost every walk
of life. This is possibly a greater indication
of the discomfiture experienced today than
5 satisfaction about things of an earlier
period.  For .it is ‘a truism to say that
things were not all rosy eitherin the distant
or in the recent” past. The question of
student-teacher relations is no exception
to this. Nostalgic. memories of the suppos-
edly ideal ‘situation that prevailed. even
in the recent pastare hardly -gratifying
when one is confronted. with the reality-
We just cannot revive the pastin all its

details though we grant for purposes of -

an argument that the view of the pastis
not coloured in romantic terms. - The
number of pupils and the ranks from which

“they came are not factors which canbe

easily . discounted when we assess the
~‘corresponding factors chatacterising the
contemporary situation. - The old pattern
can no longer serve as the prototype for
shaping the present. For one thing, the
limited objectives of education of the
earlier epochs do not suffice. Professional
skills are not imparted on .a hierarchical
basis in our present system and that
is the most welcome feature of this system

Both quantitatively and qualitatively ours -

is a different perspective and any mean-
ingful solution for our current problems
Will havs to be worked out by moving

~forward and not by going back to the

past. This 'is so precisely because we
have to overcome the limitations of the
past and not live with them.

Lack of communication between the

* teacher and the taught at a deeper level
is a formidable bane todzy as many have

observed while analysing the flaws cf the

- existing system, There is no gainsaying
"the fact that a large section of the student
- .community does not show any eagerness

to hold dialogues with the teachers. An
equally valid statement is that the teachers

~amply reciprocate this apathy. Their grouse

is that the students have no pervasive.
scademic interests. A general tendency of
diréction-lessness has invaded the educat-
ional sphere to the -same degree with

which it has overtaken other areas of social
life. As a consequence, no simplistic

panacea could be advanced as the real
and effiective solution to the maladies of.
our educational processes.

It may be one way of dramatising the
situation to deliver homilies suggesting that
everything will fall in its proper piace if
teachers are committed to their profession
like the stalwarts of the earlier years; like,
say, Dr: S. Radhakrishnan or professor

_ Rollo This js an erroneous perception which

only highlights the unwillingess on our

part to face the problem with all its rami-
tications. Nor does a cliche such as that

the rot has set in because of the inter-

terence of politicians help us much, because

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it begs the question as to why we do
not collectively beat back the offensive if
that is the only reason for the vitiated at-

mosphere,

The disease has more or less uniformly
been -identified. But the will to call it by
its proper name is lacking in our acade-
mic leaders. The New Education Policy
and the programme of Action speak pompo-

‘usly of the right perspective to set the
house in order- For example, reference
is made to the need for making the uni-
versity system move centrestage’, whatever
that means But the moot point is whether

this system can be viewed in isolation

and tackled as such. A lot of rhetoric
has been indulged in to emphasise the fact
that many students are in colleges for no
other reason than that they could not have
been anywhere else. Mutatis mutandis,
that is true also of many teachers. The
inescapable point is that you connot plan
the educational sphere in absolutist terms
In other words, the absence of an ovearall
planning mechanism in regard to other
departments of national development is
bound to have its- pernicious reflections
-in the educational world as well. This
is not specifically the problem with Karna-
taka alone. W.ith. marginal variations it is
true of the entire national scene. It's
“manifestation is more than obvious in our
case when we can unenviably boast of
fifty engineering colleges and nearly a

hundred and fifty polytechnics in the State
. of Karnataka. : '

But how does the Programme of. Action
envisage a selution? By eliminating the
accumulated deficienciesin a twofold man-
ner as enunglated under V. 5, (qg) and (h)
where it is proposed ““to formulate guideli-
nes for granting affiliation to new coileges
which should provide, among others, the
minimum facilties required in each institu-

tion including new teaching aids such as
audio-visual system, VCRs.computers, et .
and to regulate admission on the basis
physical facilities and to develop entrancy
examinations for admission to institutiong
of highor education.

The veracity of the claim that these v
contribute to making the learning progegg
more attractive and productive is not being
questioned the student-teacher relation,
may improve for the better for sl} gy,
knows. But what isto be questiond jg
the wisdom of exeluding a vast numbe,
of the prospective students from pursuing
their studies without channelising them tq
a different vocational stream. (Another
glaring channelising them to a different
vecational stream). Another glaring possi-

‘bility that a bettet student-teacher relation-

ship..A sequel to the contemplated select-
ive admission schems is the creation of
autcnomus colleges. - The experience of
the autonomous colleges of Tamilnadu is
therefor anyone to see and it is not a

~very heartening feature when it comsas to

student-teacher relationship in - these
colleges. The picture there is as bleak as
it used to be under the non-autonomous
disp_ensation. It is ironical that the Pio-
gramme of Action does not so much as
recognise. that there is this problem of
student-teacher relationship to be looked
into.” Closing the doors of some educati-
onal ir.stitutions to a large number of
stucents on the plea, albeit valid at times.
that they don’t deserve to be there does
not necessarily improve matters,  The
condition of persons belonging to the age
group under consideration is in all like-
lihood going to be worsened if no new
stream is shown to them. Simply to bé

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- The relevance of the outlay on educatigp -

cannot be overstated in this context. A

plethora of statements from highly respo-

nsible persons in this regard connot but
cause dismay.and amazement. To wit, to
~ the foxrmer Minister for Education in Karna-
taka went on record saying repeatedly that
education is an unproductive item and
more than ninety per cent of the educatjon
budget is consumed by the salaried people,
The Chairman of the Ninth Finace Commi-
ssion, Mr. N:K P. Salve. has also expressed
this same view,
for them to be expecting teachers to be
so altruistic 'as to forego their salaries.
That they remain oblivious of the enunci-
ation contained in the New Education
Policy that.six per cent of the GNP should
be earmarked for education is however, an
unpalatable truth. The UNESCO recomme-
ndation adopted by the Special Intergover-
nmental Conference in 1966 to which india
is a signatory also seems to be unknown to
them. Clause IV 10. (1) therein has the
following : ““as the achievement of the aims

and objectives of education largely depends -

on the financial means made available to it

tries, to setting aside, within the nationaj
budgets an adequate proportion of the nat-
ional income for the development of educ-
~ation-” Elsewhere, the same UNESCO
Stipulates that ten per cent of the GNP
should be earmarked for educatinn.

culture. Any further accentuation of the
policies of elitism in education is bound to
accelerate the gap among students. Juysti-
fication of this norm instead of rectification
could be perilous. Paulo Freir spoke of
engendoring “critic zi consgciousness’ among
the participants as one of the aims of edu-

“cation and du.,ertad that this critical cons-

ciousness alone ‘enables us to perceive and
then to-meet the challenges of our times.
He lamented thatas against tn is, nzive
consciousness alone seems to be the end
result of the current educationzl PrOCESSES.
it is when we move in the direction of irc-
ulcating critical consciousness in ourselves

,that a bette: student-teacher reiaticrship

will be a distinct possibility. The UNESCO
document earlier referred to also makes

" mention of the awarenes “"of the need for
“more extensive and widespread general

and technical and vocational education,
with a view to making full useof all the
ta!ent and intelligence available as an esse-
nt'al contribution to continued moral and

cultural progress and economic and sociaj

advancement.”’

As far as the teachers are corcerned
the UNESCO mandate is unambiguous,
““Teachig should be regarded as a professi-
on:itisa form of public service which
requires of teacher's expert knowledge and

‘specialised skills, acquired and maintained

through rigorous and continuing study, it
calls also for a sense of personal and cor-
porate responsibility for the education and
welfare of the pupils in their charge.” The
pestilence of private tution as a parallel

institution to the colleges is best eradicated

if the teachers ate at all sericus about their
profession, for it is neither a‘rigorous and
continuing study' nor sometliingthat €xpr-
esses the ‘sense of personal and corporate
responsibility’ in education. It is diametric-

¥
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ally opposcd to whant the samo  documaoent
statos olsowhero! “Rocognizig that tho
status of thelr profession deprnds tod
considarable extent upen thomsolvos, all
teachors should seak 10 achiovo tho highost
possible standards in all thelr  profosional
work.” Prepating a studont for an oxomine-
ation after all, is not tho  be all and ond

all of education.

On the other side of the spoctrum is the
inordinately lorge class-rocm strength to
reckon with. Personally, I havo a feeling
that this is a prohibitive factor only theoreti-
cally. In practical terms it is not unmanage-
able, considering the foct that there is a
fairly big group of students which enjoys
the lectures by missing them. The regulation
regarding attendance is frequently no mora
than a mere formality in the statute book.
The facility for enjoying lectures by missing
them is granted for the entire years as the
authorities maintain a calculated silence on
this score. While not grudging the students
this benefit, one has legitimately to ask the
question as to what the open university i
for if the formal univetsity is allowed to
function this way. Malpractices in examina-
tions have by now becomz concomitant
with the evaluation methods in most of our
universities. Itis nolonger a personal effort
on the part of the examinee; on the othef
hand, it is an organised effort of the
collective. As if it would be improper to be
left out, a section of the teachersalso mal-
es its own contribution, too, There was the
sordid spectacle a few years ago of a coll-
ege teacher acting as member oftho vigilance
squad in the morning and a copying
adventurer in the afternoon. This happenoed
tight here in Bangalore: Addoed-to this, the

o

tonchors hove boon reluctant )o accopt the
gystom ol localised examinations as g
substituto for tho impersonal examination
mochanism that is in vogue. The apparent
ronson for rejecting the alternative is ‘that
o fall in standards will ensue therefrom,
Thao roal reason, perhaps, is quite another:
it will lead to a fallin the pecuniary benefiu;
for teachers, This attitude surely does not
indicate any grave concern on the part of
tonchors for o better student.teacher relati-
onship. Should teachers shun a better met-
hod simply because it invelves a certain
amount of risk? True enough, there is a lot
of tersion irs the class-rooms, but do we
run away from them onthat ground? Who

elso will be the initiator for cleaning the
Augean stables if not the teachers themse-
lves whose major work is connected with
the stables?

The paradox of the situation is that we
have academicians who employ all their
reasoning faculty to justify the capitation
system and who pretend that private tuition
is one from of the ‘noble’ teaching profe-
ssion being devoted to the service of stud-
ents- On the other side we have unwilling

students for_whom a degree is everything
for no particular reason other than that

acquiring it is the order of the day. Lording
it over both these groups is an insensitive
and unimaginative, if not altogether irresp-
onsible, policy-maker. The pzirents and
auardians of the recepients of what goes
by the name of education are gloriously
impervious 1o the indequacy oOf whatis

being dished out at public cost. Where are
we heading to? Several things are rotten in
the kingdom of education and -how long
can we afford to be silent spectators?
