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Communalism and the
Role of the Press

I must hegin by noting that the

media form a very mixed bag and their
response to the issue of secularism and
the challenge of communalism has been
extremoly varied. Seccondly, | must make
it clzar that my remarks do not cover
the “media’ as a whole but are confined
to the role played by the prass which
is in acompletely dificrent situation from
radio and television in our country.

However, one striking feature of the
media response is the tendency towards
superficiality. Regardiess of one‘s pers-

pective or standpoint on the question of -

Secularism, it seems clear that at the
Very least the role of the media has been

characterised by a great deal of froth,

Imprecision and diletanism in relation.to

what is clearly the media’s business—

lep_orting, providing background on, ana-
lysing and, indeed, providing some kind
of value judgement or assessment of the
Prevailing communal situaticn.

It is now vaguely acknowledged
that._something'is happening within the
Media in response to communal’sm, but
It is difficult to put one's professional

inger on it. Though the views of indi-

‘f’id}zal media supersiars can bz identified,
T is not easy to discern the various

tendencies in the media. But the point
'S that many of us ‘are dissatisfied and

d;sappaimed with {10 pur it mildly), and
share some serious misgivings about, the

Historians have, over a period, done
the intellectual and political community
a real service by looking at the problem
'n rather rigerous terms: But barring
historians iike  Romila Thapar K. N.
Panikkar, Sarvepalli  Gopal, Irfan
Habib, Amiya Bagch‘i Sushil Srivatsava
Necladri Bhattacharya and several others,
the academic community and intellectuals

~as a whole have failed to play either an

educational or watchdog role with respect
to the challenge of defending secularism
and combating communalism.

Historians speak about the political abuse
of history. Of course, their views are con-.
t.sted (usually these days by archaeologi-
st; of a dubious variety) ; sometimes anger
s directed at their analysis ~and conclusi- .
ons. But they have gone in to this question
in depth, in considerable detail, over the
last ten to fifteen years or more. S0 we
do have in India the advantage of a serious .
historical perspective on  communalism '

(which several other developing societies

may not have). Fortunately, the “hardened
communal-minded historians cannot com-
pete, eitherin terms of the solidity and
quality of their research work or in terms
of credibility, with our serious, conscienti-
ous, secular-minded historians. As Parvath’
Menon notes in an article on. communalism
and the discipline of history - published  in
Frontline “theories (such as' P. N. Oak’s
stubbornly held -falsehood that the, Taj
Mahal was built by a Hindu ruler)” must
be recognised for what they are-"false
history or pseudo-history.” Thus far, this

'brand of history has not won any. credibiz. .

lity at the academic or serious intellectual
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evel-even though communal politicians
1y to derive mileage from it,with mixad
fosulits.
Unfortunately, we cannot say the same
positive  things about perspectives from
the other social sciences. | have already
mentioned the dubious role of some
archaeclogists. | must name in this conec-
tion the strange role of Prof. B.B. Lal
famous for his Ayodhya excavations in the
1970s, who has suddenly attemptaed to
introduce “new evidence” on the commu-
nally sensitive Ram Janmabhoomi-Babre
Masjid issue and has no credible explana-

| have been published; S. P. Gupta,the non-

famous archaeologist who has virtually
. acted as theVHP/BJP spokesman on ques-

publicly attacked Prof. Irfan Habib in con-
' nection with the Ayodhya issue. Or take
! the example of sociology, which has made
| a very poor contribution (as far as | know)
to the question of understanding commu-
fnalism in India. Its contribution 1o streng-

F thening secular culture is, unfortunstaly,
- negligible.

. In fact, | am not aware of any respecita-
 ble, let alone sophisticat.d and developed.
-body, of scholarship by social scientists

other than historians which can come to
our aid. This is a serious limitation espe-
. cially for journalism, which is intrinsically
superficial and incapable of penetraring
{surface realities.lt is also a severe handicap
in the serious intellectualattempt to under-
gstand the many varieties of communalism
and the problem in its various avatars ang
acets.

To a contemporary journalistic observer,
t appears that the phenomenon of virulent

b

aggraessive communalism-which impinges
dangerously on the political process in the
country-has something to do with a con-
servaiive reaction in sociely, some kind of

cep-seat-d attempt to preserve the ancien
regime in a social sense, specifically the
caste structure.

Instant media analysis has linked, some-
what plausibly though not with real insight
the reaction to the Manda! development
and the mobilisation of the Ram Jan-
mabhoomi issue. Any political journalist
recognires the connccuon but surely,going
beneath the surface, it is possible to see an
atiempt by profoundly conservative forces
in sociciy to preserve their unjust privi-
icﬂi":"-, recources, power,  strongholds. It
Is a question of power-social and political
power-that scems to be at issue here.

Communalism unexpectedly  came 1o
the fore in the 1980s, although - there has
been a historical background to this which
aoes back at least to the freedom struggle.
Many progressive writers, historians in
particular, have written about this. One of
the weaknesses noted relates to the socio-
Political situation as it developed in the

latter part of the nineteenth century. In ar
famous pre-Independence book titled

’India Today,”” R. P. Dutt, a leader of the
British Communist Party and a steadfast
friend cf the Indian people, remarked on
the “disastrous combination of political
ladicalism and social conservatism’ which
ranlike a thread through the Indian freedom
struggle. '

Around the turn of the century, the
attempt to introduce Ganesh Puja and
Shivaji Festival as symbols of national
awakening into a popular mass struggle
exemplified this tendency. It succeeded
brilliantly in the hands of g political
genius like Lokmanya Tilak, enabling him
to _mabilise Rew sections of the people
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_it was indeed an extraordinary instru-
ment of nationalist organisation or mobi-
| sation. It inspired people but its deep
flaw can be detacted there—it tended
also to alienate people who did not share
that faith, that emotional affiliation asso-
ciated with Hindu revivalism. This con-
tradiction in the Indian frezdom struggie
has been brought forward right up to
the present. It was also visible in a more
attractive form in the politics of Gandhiji.
That package, the kind of social conserva-
tism that was preached and, to a consi-
derable extent, practised vis-a-vis the old
order, spiritual values and so - on were
all derived from one particular religion.
This is a well-recognised problem of
modern historical devolopment in India.

The approach of Jawaharlal
was a major point of departure in the
nationalict experience. In his response
to the horror of Partition and the viol-
ence that accompanied it—the butchery
of Muslims by yindus and of Hindus by
Munslims—and in his defence of secula-
tism, India’s first Prime Minister played
a crucial role. Nehru went out of his
Way to combat communalist and orthodox
tendencies, not merely in places like the
Hindu Mahasabha and the RSS but very
much within his own party and cabinet.

From the research work done by Sarve-.

palli Gopal and others, we now know
that outstanding Congrass - leaders like
S'ardar Patel and Rajendra Prasad sharcd

Joumalists, | think, have been particul-
arly vulnerable in this respect.This is beca-
use in addition 1o intrinsic superficiality
part of. their business is to swallow the
cliches, pieties and inanities that various
people, especially dignitaries, put out from
time to time on the subject.

The press was  completely unprepared
in the 1980s for the rise such novel
phenomena as Bhindranwale and armed
extremism in Punjab, although it had long
been aware that the mixing up of religion
and politics was a notorious problem in
Punjab. The crisis did net come out ef
the blue but = flowed oui of our own
historical development and practice te
which successive Central governments-
contributed with policies based on oppoit

" turism or worse. Likewise, the press was

not prepared for the chain of events in
Which- Operation Bluestar was a vital
link. It was a tremendous tragedy from the
< tandoint ofsecularism and national un.ity.
The social, psychological and pol;tn_:al
damage inflicted by the gcvernment‘§ -us?-
of the Army and one of its most b_nlham
generals to storm the most sacred place of, «
the Sikhs cannot easily be rapalfed— :
although,at that overcharged point of time,
in mid-1984, the alternatives were not ve-

ry obvious.
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One of the most disturbing deveiop

ments in the 1980sin terms of communal-

ism and the rupturing of the fabric of civil
society was the genocidal attack on innoc-
ent Sikh people which followed the tragic
assassination of Indira Gandhi by her bod-
yguards who happened to be Sikhs infect-
ed by the virus of religious fundamentalism
and exiremism. No one was prepared forthe
kind of extremist force that was unleashed.
However, to some extent in that particular
crisis, the press stood up and pointed out
what was an atrocity,agrave injustice which
is yet to be redressed. Unfortunately, it did
riot come to grips with whatwas happening
in any meaningful Sense. '

The press was also not prepared at all
for developments such as what happened
in May 1987 in Meerut when (by all obje-
ctive accounts)theUttar Pradesh gc)rovini{:atI
Armed Constabulary (PAC) killed scores
of innocentMuslims in two places Hashim-
pura andMalliana.This prompted thecolum-
nist Nikhil chakiavartt_y,whoisinvariabfyone
ofthe first to stand up and speak on issues
like this, to write in The Times of India:
"Something has happened in Meerutwhich
has never before happened in this country.
It has now come to be known that in a ce-
rtain place the PAC gangs suddenly desc-
eended, knocked and burst into the hutme-
nts of poor Muslims, picked up whoevar
they could grab (mainly the young), pack-
ed them off in to PAC trucks and lined th-
em up. They then shot them down and th-
rew the dead bodies into the river. “Of co-
urse, communalists would contest the try-
th in this kind of indictment. The press did
1o some extent, expose the injustice altho

‘ In other words, although the pheno-
menon appeared in differeni nooks and
corners of India, it was noteasily recogni
sed as part of a mainstream cocial and pol-
itical process. The country was being over-
taken by something deeply troubling, se-
mething menacing, something malignant~
which now stares us fully in the face. But
ths media, - by failing to repoit, to analyse
and to assces the phenomanon in an intell-
igent way, let the people down badly.

Communalism can be derived  from
various sources and can appear in different
communities but, tcday, most of us who
cons der ourselves sedular and fair are pre-
pared to state thai it is Hindu chauvinism.
which poses the greatest danger This is a
political reality and this is what we should
come to grips with. '

All kinds ofexplanations and analyses are
provided, particularly by the ideologues of
media
apologists. They assert that they stand for

the forces of Hindu communalism or those

The very systematic, concerted, cadre-
based attempt to mobilise both socially and
politically (and this involves ideolegical
and intzllectual inputs) is clearly part of
a major political game plan. Primarily, his-
torians have czlled our attention .to the fa-

ct that we cannct make sense of what is-

happening on the Ayodhya issue-with res-
pect to the details of the Ramshila proce-
ssions, shilanyas, Kar seva, the claims of
archeolcgicai and historical “proof” and so
on-unless it is all understood as a political

phenomesnon. Other issues are involved
here but everything is determined by this
political strategy or game plan, which invo-
ives, by all accounts, major resources and
very skilled 1actics.

- Of courset is very difficult tc distirguish
between reporting and commant, betwesn
news and opinion, and it it iz thought
terribly old-fashioned . today to' maintain a
rigid distinction between the two.

*he conduct of certain seetions of the press
in reporting and commenting on the issue.
On iNovember 8,1990, the Chairman set up
a six-member Committee under the Press
Council Act, 1978. Essentially, the investi-
~gation was asked to examine the role of
the Hindi press on the one hand and that
of the U. P. authorities in dealing with the
press on the other hand; the performanco
to be investigated concernced the events
that occurrad in Ayodhya around the crisis
period, October-30-November 3,1 990.

We don‘t have the time here to go in to
the detail of the findings of the PCl's
Committee. A majority and minority
report, which did involve some oveilap in
the findings,expressed some basic difiere-
nces in emphasis and standpointon secul-
arism and the roles of the press and the

As a result, the Press: Counci of India
at its meeting held at Thiruvananthapuram

on January 21-22,1991, issued a censure
to four Hindi dailies, Aaj, Dainik Jagran.
Swantantra Chetna and Swatantra Bharat,
for “their gross
impropriety, offending the canons of
journalistic ehics, in tovering” the evens
relating to the Mandir-Masjid issue on and
around October 30,1990. In parallel, the
Council expressed “serious concern over

the authorities taking recourse to punitive
and preventive action in excess of the
demands of the sitution.”” In some respecis,
it was a balancing job--although if you
gead the procesdings, the press comes out
in incomparably worse light than the State
‘Government involved.

The end result was that the press, even
respoctable  national  newspapers, went
horribly astray in prosenting the Ram Jan-
mabhoomi-BabriMasjid issue to the people.
Editorials in various nowspapers, and col-
umns writton by several cotrecpondents
and well-recognised coinmentators did
serious damage to the overall situation. This
is not because there is any evidence that
the press directly influences large masses
of people(certainly the press does not have
the power to do this in the Indian context)
but because, unlike other institutions which
have let us-down in the post-1977 period,

such gs investigative agencies like the CBI
