The teachers in the country by and
large welcomed the introduction of the
ten-plus-two-plus three pattern of edu-
cation when it was first introduced in
1975. The general response of the tea-

ching commuanity, as reflected by most -

of the teachers’ organisations in the
‘country, was that the new pattern held
. out some hopes for modernisation of
‘education and its expansion, with the
promise of vocationalisation at the end
of standard ten, and hence this pattern
should be given a fair trial.

‘It must be recognised that there were -

| -sections of the leadership 'who, even
~ then, saw the pattern as an attempt by
tne Government of India to tide over
the economic crisis, that our country
was facing in the later part of the
sixties, and warnings were
"that the new pattern would spell
hardships ‘for the teachers as well as
‘the students, In retrospect, it has to
be admitted that the introduction of

the new pattern led to large scale fail-

ures among the students and wholesale
retrenchment 'in teaching staff in many

subjects. The promised vocationalisation

did not materialise, and most of the
secondary schools and primary schools
found themselves ill equipped even to

deal with the non-vocational courses.

It is in the context of a proper review
of the working of the ten-plus-two-plus-
three pattern that we should consider
the problems at the plus two stage of
education. The plus-two stage, which
-was promised to become a branching

out stage and a preparatory stage for
university education, be came the most
neglected stage of the pattern. Thiy
can be seen from the lack of any guide.-
lines or uniform policy on the adminis--
trative set-up for the plus two stage.
In Kerala state the plus two was until

recently a part of the univesity system,
and its administration was with the

universities- In some states  there is a

‘sharing of the plus two between the

secondary administrative unit and the

university and the UGC, as in west

Bengal, where a teacher is recruited to

‘a degree college on the understanding

that he would teaeh all classes froem

‘standard eleven to the postgraduate cla-

sses. Such a teacher is paid from the
degree college account and he is eligible

" todraw the UGC pay scale- The UGC
- funds the salary payment scheme.

In a state like Maharashtra the plus
two is totally under the administrative
jurisdiction of the secondary system,
and the Board which conducts the
examination has been renamed as the

Maharashtra Board of Secondary and
Higher Secondary Education. The tea-

chers draw the state pay scales like
the secondary teachers. However, the
higher secondary( plus two ) units are
attached variously to secondary schools

or to degree colleges or are run as

independent. units,

The Maharashtra pattern of linkage
with degree tolleges, secondary schools
or independent existence, appears to be

the general pattern in the countiy, tho-
ugh in some states,(like Tripura there

are no separate plus two colleges-



~ Considering the extremely non-uni-
form nature of the administrative set-
up, it would not be an exaggeration
to state that the Union Government and
the HRD Ministry are not at all serious
about the status of the plus two stage.

ACADEMIC STATUS OF THE
PLUS - TWO

In most of the-states the plus-twb
was formed by mechanically carving
out one year from the degree course and

one year from the old secondary cou-

rse, and putting these two together.
However, in-the process, the ‘Govern-
ment of India and the state governments
drastically raised thesyllabi of the plus

It would be pertinent to recall what
the Report of the Natioual Commission
on Teachers I (1983-85) has to state op
the question of scales in the plus two
tage. The report says: ‘‘with regard to
the salaiyy of a post graduate teacher
.we would like to stress that . in

view of the similarity of his basic edu~

‘cational qualification to that of a colle~
- ge lecturer- an M A. or M.Sc. - and the

further consideration that he has spent

an additional year to acquire a teaching

degree it should = compare favourably_

with’ that of a lecturer.””

We would take this proposal to its logi-
cal - conclusion, namely, since we are

'descrrbed here is not:totally satrsfactory

There is a cut-off date and teachers Te-
cruited in thc plus two colleges after
this date do not come under this scheme.
However, this pattern could be conside-
red for creating the upward mobility
that is so essential to give justice to the

; teachers in the plus two stage.

One of the hurdles coming in the way
of plus two teachers entering the degree
stream even in the colleges where - they

_work, is the stipulation of 55% for new

recruits in. the degree colleges The.
AIFUCTO has argued in a detailed sub-

In the all Iadia strike of 1987
conducted by the AIFUCTO large sect-
ions of the plus two teachers in Mahara-
Shtra were in the strike.

The bonds of struggle have been forged
in many places. However, it would be
wrong to believe that there are no pro-
blems here. The Governments have tried
their best in sevéral states to prevent
the developmeant of a united movement
of the teachers. At times short-sighte-
dness of some of the leaders have ‘also
contributed to differences of perceptions.

What - has to be understood is that we

are dealing with the educational system

- as a whole. The placing of this stage
in the national pattern is a matter of
. concern to all of us.

_rights of the teachers are rising, and att

acks on their living conditions are also
