I1 2. As a result our educational system
lost scops for experimentation. The
most senous challenge to this situation
emerged from Mahatma Gandhi. In
his basic education perspective he arg-
ued that the discontinuity created by
coloanial rule between  the historical
developments of traditional crafts and
modern technologicai development, be
nullified by situatidn traditional craft
knowledge as the centre piece of post-
independent cducation. This perspec-
tive was torpedoed by calling it a his-
torically turning back and devoiding
it of all experimental aspects by merely
rationalizing it. With the failure of
the Gandhian alternative, the nationa-
list challenge was over and the colonizl
perspective on education survived.

U1.0. Nature of Maw chalicnges:
