Textiles

The agrecment on agriculture speclfies the
removal of NTB measures while retains the most
jmportant NTB ie quota in the case of trade in
textiles, India refused to accept initially but
succumbed to foreign pressurec. The irony is that
other non-tariff barriers viz. export restraints,
technical, administrative and other regulations,
expori subsidies in disguised form, anti dumping
and even international cartels are in no way
preveated as per  GATT agreements. Chitra
Subramaniam (1994) makes some valuable obser-
vations. The 16 parcent, 17 percent and IS percent
textile integration will prove meanigless since 25
percent and 27 percent of [ndian imports by US
and Europzan Uuion are outside restrictions. This
arrangement clearly keeps India out of GATT-
Developing couatries can no longar retain their
cconomic soverignity and have to tailor economic-
trude-customs policics to suit to the taste of GATT

arrangements,

The important objectives of economlc policy
like growth, social justice implying a more equi-
table distribution of wealth stabilisation of price
and value of currency are yet to be achieved. The
market friendly policies and other ncw measures
like LERMS (Libaralised Exchange Rate Manage-
ment Systcm) lower import duty, abolition of
import licensing, relaxation af Foreign Exchange
Regulation Act of 1973 and liberalisation of gold
import cte. bear little impact to achieve the

aforesaid economlc policy. The new policy safe-
guards the Intercsts of » tiny group-[ndlans
working aborad, speculators and real estate dealers
and bie industrialists. Thirtysix to forty crores
of Ind}ans with a bare minimum of less than
Rs. 200/- income per head per month and living
below the poverty finc arc left in the dark.

Long before siganing the GATT agreement
India had started implementing New Economic
Policy as a partof cenditionality to get loans frem
IMF. The IMF conditionalitics include devaluation
of currency, liberalisation® globalisation, privati-
sation, transfcr of public sector units to private
sector, reduction of budget deficit through roduc-
tion in subsidy, cutting expenditure on public
utilities, increasing the price of public sector
products freezing wages etc, The other important
etfects of GATT agreements are:

1. The agreement wlll interfere with govern ment
policies regarding procurement and distribu-
tion of essential commodities through public
distribution system (PDS).

2. Acquiring of buffer food stock at market
prices will hit hard. the PDS.

3. Compulsory import of food even after attain-
ing self-sufficiency will tell upon. our scarce
foreign exchange resources.

.\'lw’ith the introductionof UGC Scheme the
o of a College Teacher has uadergone con-
siderable change. Today in matrimonjul matters
3 collcg‘c teacher has a price tag equivalent to an
IAS .Offlccr- Thaaks to the UGC pay - scales.
Inspite of this prominence the college teacher is
considered an object of ridicule in Kerala, For
this the college teachers are to blame themselves.
Some time back Malayala Manorama published a
series of articles, supposed to be authentic and
based on survey of colleges, debunking the teach-
ing community. The teaching community hardly
reacted to it and the absence of reactjon on the
part of the teachers is itself an example of their
smugness and indifference. One nced not go very
far to seek an answer to this indifference. To
majority of the college teachers getting UGC pay
scales itself is an achievement no matter whatever
be the level of allegations against them, UGC pay
was their only ambition in life and getting it is
considered as goodas attaining salvation or moksha
by most of them. Often tcachers are blamed for
various ills in the society. Increase of social e_vils
is attributed to the declining standard of colleg':atc
¢education mainly due to poor quality of teaching.
Society finds it easy to blame the teachers Emd:-r
the mistaken notion that, ‘‘destiny of a nationis
made inside the classroom.” Teachers can shape
the destiny only when congenial a-tmosphcre is
created by other sections of the socnety..lu the
absence of congenial atmosphere teaching has
been reduced to a thankless job and teachers have
become mere baby sitters in these higher educa-
tional creches. One does not dispuie the fé.lCi that
the quality of teaching is atrocious in this 100%
literate state (statistics is the first lie). To some

extent the deterioration In teaching standards s
due to selection of wrong hands or persons espe-
cially in private colleges.

Teaching is an art, it should be inheren.t in a
person and a good teacher is one with fot of ideas.
Refresher courses are no way of inculcatizg ideas
in teachers. Very often these refresher courses
turn out to be “refreshment’’ sessions. A teacher
should be evafuated at regular intervals with out
the help of refresher courscs so that they will be
compelled to keep abreast of latest developments
in their respective subjects. Two or three or evene
four refresher courses will not mould a complet
teacher. The money spent on refresher courss
could be utilized for bringing out journals explain-
ing upto date development In all subjects- FIP has
become Family Improvement Programme and
acquiring M. Phils and Ph.D. under this scheme
in no way develops the department concerned.

A teacher will become complete only when he
or she sees acquisition of knowledge asa life long
process. In this context one should remember
Plato's advice to the teachers. According to Plate
if ‘‘a cobbler does not do his work properly the
society is not going to suffer much. A few citizens
will have to wear bad shoes. That is all. But if
a teacher who is engaged in the task of moulding
the destioy of future genqrations, does not do his
duty properly the out come of derelictjon of . duty
will be serious and far reaching. PFuture genera-
tions will become insolent, indelent, ignorant and
criminals. In such a contingency the very founda-
tion of the state will collapse andystate will go to
ruins''. In otherwords if salt loses its savour,

| €8 not function properly
and systematically the remaining organs of the

body also start mal functioning, Likewise college
principals being heads of institutions shoyld be
men of principles. Their idiosyncracies ofien spoil
the college atmosphere. They should be impartial

and objective in the handling of teaching commuy-

nity. In most of the colleges in Kerala Principals

use their discretionary pawer for discriminating
teachers so that they can divide and rule the tea-
chets. Principals very often complain about the
deterlorating standards of education, blaming
teachers, students and politicians for this. This
is nothing but hypocricy as they hardly do any
kind of self evaluatjon, Very often teachers, espe-
Cially in private colleges, resort to trade unionism
‘o protect themseives from such unprincipled
decisions of principals. The higher education
department of the government should evolve some
kind of method to asses the administrative ability
of a priﬁcipal- The post of Prinicpals should be
given to a person who is familiar with the basgic
Tules concerning collegiate education and familiar
with MOP (Manual of Office Procedures).

Our system of education emphasises the phy-
sicalpresence of teachers in campus which is highly
absurd for the simple reason that Academics can
hardly grow in a constrained atmosphere. The
emphasis should be to bring out the best in a
teacher by encouraging the spirit of enquiry., Aad

Spirit of enquiry is possible only if academics is
allowed to flourish in a liberalised atmosphere
minus time constraints. We will then bave more
Tespansible and well informed teachers. To acheive

colleges should also be done away with so that
only persons with genuine interest in teaching and
Tesearch join the profession.

Apart from the teaching community, parents,
tae have to share the responsibility for deterlora-
ting cducational standards. Parents and their
Telatives generally select the course a boy or girl
should study. Obviously students find the clags-
foom a headache. study an abomination apd exa-
Mination a nuisance. The ~Tesult is frustration,

those who fail in this effort should be penalised.

It is unfortunate that even
at the Unlveasity level aptitude is accorded the

least importance. As a result the universities and
colleges which are supposed to be centres of Icar-
niog have been transfered into cockpits of confli-
cts and confrontations. The criteria for college
and university education should be as B. Rusell
said, *‘Higher or Uaiversity education should be
regarded as privilege for special ability. No one
should be admitted uniess he satisfies the autho-
rities that he is using his time to advantage’, At
prescnt education is equated to securing a degree
and acquiring a farrago (hotchpotch) of informa-
tion which Rabindranaih Tagore calied as, ‘‘the
Laborious accoutrements of bookish immaturity’.

With cent percent literacy Kerala should have
an educational set up which promotes life building
and character making through assimilation of
ideas. Assimilation of ideas among the stu dentg s
possible only if they have the willingness to learn
and it would be possible only when students develop
the art of asking good questions because they are
the life and blood of a keen mind. Inquisitive mind
Or questioning mind could be nurtured only if
short cut teaching aids like guides are given u
by the students, In our ancient Gu
learning the questioning mentality was encouraged.
Today our teaching has depencrated into” more
dictation and learning. Parents and teachers
should discourage this system of mechanical re-
production or manemonjcs.- Inquisitiveness among
the students would increase if the university
authorities prohibit the college teachers from
writing guides. The universities should prescribe
only-textbooks of all Indja Standards, 'University
curriculum should be reviseq tegularly say once
in two years because curriculum is the tool jn the .

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"According to the provisions of Sec 203, evary
person responsible for deducting tax at source is
required to furnish a certificate to the payee to the
effect that tax has been deductedand to specify there
in the amount deducted and certain other particul_ars.
This certiflcate, usually called the TDS Certificate
has to be furnished within a period of one month
from the end of the relevant financial year,in the case
~ of employees receiving Salary income. The Certifi.
cate has to be issued in Form No. 16 which has
been prescribed under Board’s Notification No. SO
148 (E) dt 28-2-1981. This certificate is to be issued
