A. INTRODUCTION

The objective of the studyi is to examine
the relationship between the nature of
ownership, firm-size and resource use
efficiency of the spinning mills in Kerala-
The study - analyses and identifies the
actors affecting the productive and finan-
cial performance of the spinning mills.
