The
expected terminal behaviour of a learner

.of English &t this secondary level is balow

the competance needed for effective co-
mmunication.  His knowledge of the
English Language remains fragmentary at
this stage. Students from English Medium -
Schools might have developed better skills.
Since the majority lies outside this
category, this section of students lie
outside our concern.

Though learning is a continuous pro-
cess there is a limit to carricular study of
this language. This limit, however, is
applicable to other disciplines as well. At
the undergraduate level a rigorous course
in English will help the student cope with
awaiting circumstances.

The 27th Annual Academic confesence
of AIFUCTO was beld in Hubll, Karnataka
from 26to 28 October 1996 along with itS
National Executive Committee Meeting-
Inaugurating the conference Mr.S.Remesh-
kumar, Speaker,”Karnataka State Assembly
criticised the dismal record in the coverage
of primary education  If only the Govern-
ment were more serious in implementing
the programmes aimed at increasing the
spread of primary education the results
would have been different. He underlined
the impoitance of primary educaticn since
it happened to be the foundation of the
system on which the edifice of higher
education stood. At the moment there
was confusion about the way primary
education hed to be taken to reach such
a goal. It was in November 1985 that the
Govt took a decision to ensure free primary
educaticn to all. Andin 1996 the situ-
ation is far from satisfactory with more

than half of the school-going children

remaining illiterate

~ He also referred to the malady of
creating cless consciousness in the young
minds at the very early age. This has been
brought abcut by the piivatisation and

commercialisation of the primary Schools,

especiaily at the rural level with the afflu-
ent and rich sending their ards to wthe
private chools, showing the class while the
rest are esked to join the ordinary schools.

This infuses the sense of inferiority
complex in the latter. What was shockin9
was that even the religious heads had

entered the reslm of education, running

institution which levied heavy fees,
was of the strong View that even the
money alloted for primary education wag
not spend properly. The syllabus for the
primary level was prepared in a maogt
unscientific manner and it was afflicted by
parochial and chauvinistic views and
there had been no more to change it
There should be a common uniform made
of cotton for all school going children with -
a view to bringing about a sensz of
identity and oneness.

He was also a acerbic on the manner
in which the recruitment of the primary
teachers was made. Unfortunatesiy now-
here was anything done or made to find
out whether or not the aspirant had the
aptitude to become a teacher, This had
resulted in many undeserving people
getting in to the system.

The speaker lashed out at the com”
mercialisation of education through
opening more private institutions. Al
these educational institutions have been
started to launder illegal money- If only
the Income Tax Department were 10 inwe
stigate the sources of donation$ paid bY
the parents for seeking admissions 10 the
Engineering and Medical Colleges. the cef
would be out of the bag.
