The entire question of teachers’ selection, role,
status, quality and training has been studied deeply
by many committees and commissions set up by
successive governments. This article is concentrat-
ine on only one aspect of teachers’ performance
which impinges directly upon the totality of the edu-
cational system.

The predominantly illiterate Indian society sadly
unaware of the value of education does not demand
for a high level of performance from teachers. The
situation gets further complicated in the absence of
an effective system of management, supervision and
evaluation of teachers. Thus the teachers acquire
almosttotal immunity from accountability. Hence the
idea of evaluation of teachers’ performance becomes
relevant. The so called “educational advisors” feel
that if the student community were given the au-
thority to monitor and evaluate teachers’ perform-

ance, teachers will have to be more regular and duti- -

ful,

The recent Rasto g1 Committee Report (RCR) has
reaffirmed the recommendations made by the
Mehrotra Committee of 1986 on students assess-
ment of teachers. Any general decision made with-
out classification-on the basis of subject or leve] of
learning will neither be practical nor useful.

because average and below average students who
have their schooling under different patterns are
admitted in colleges. Consequently students find it
difficult to cope with the advanced syllabus pre-
scribed by the universities. Students may not have
sufficient knowledge in the subject taught to enable
them to make an accurate assessment of teachers.
The behaviour of adolescent students.cannot be
predicted. Most of them are not in a position to evaiu-
ate the complex process of teaching. The problem is

* all the more worse in the colleges in rural areas. Most

of the students are more interested in getting schol-
arships and other concessions rather than concen-

" trating on studies. There are chances of religion

based, caste based evaluation rather than academic
evaluation,

In the light of the differences evident in levels of
both leamning and understanding, what is interest-
ing to one student may not be so to another. Hence
a strict teacher who concentrates on the subject will
not score as high as a ‘general-popular’ teacher.

It has been pointed out that the quality and ori-
entation of teaching is unsatisfactory. But this can-
not be improved with an adverse teacher-pupil ratio,
outdated methods of teaching, poor laboratory fa-
cilities, an uninspiring curriculum and a management
system which discourages innovation.

- At the graduate level unless the total number of
students in a class reduced, the teacher will not be

able to give individual attention to the students. In

the absence of an inter-relationship between the
teacher and the student, one sided assessment by
the student will be meaningless.

Attention needs to be drawn to the disparities
between University Departments and affiliated col- -
leges. The quality and infra-structural facilities avail-
able in the university departments are much better
than in the colleges. While teachers in university

The God of Small Things tells the story of the
members of a Syrian Christian family at Aymenem in
Kottayam. Rahel and Estha, two-egg twins, are the

she comes to Aymenem to meet her insane brother
Estha. Her mother’s aunt Baby kochamma is there.
She is trying to live her life backwards, desperately
rying to embrace the worldly life that she once
abandoned. Baby kochamma has loved an Irish
priest Father Mulligan but her love does not
materialise. Cut off from the world, she now lives

“She had a delicate chiselled black eyebrows angled
like a soaring seagull’s wings, a small straight nose
and luminous nut brown skin”. Married to a ‘full-
blown’ alcoholic who beats his wife and children,
and when life with him becomes intolerable she
leaves him and comes to Aymenem. A Syrian
Christian she has no right in her family property-
“no locusts stand 1 Ammu has within her. “The
Infinite tenderness of motherhood and the reckless
rage of a suicide bomber”. She is drawn towards the
ebony- chested Velutha, an untouchable carpenter
but a god, a shaman in his own right carving and

- polishing beautiful things out of wood. Challenging

social norms, caste barriers and religious laws she
gives herself to him. The love affair between Ammu
and Velutha, its forment and its ecstasy, is described
with exquisite tenderness and incredible power: “Her
brownness against his blackness. Her softness
against his darkness”. To Ammu the particular
paravan smell of Velutha is exhilarating which Baby
Kochamma finds disgusting. Arundhati’s language
acquires amazing force when she describes their act
of love: “Biology designed the dance. Terror timed
it. Dictated the rhythm with which their bodies

_ answered each other”. Veluthais mercilessly beaten
to death by police for molesting a touchable girl as

misrepresented to the police by Ammu’s mother and
aunt. The river Meenachal is a mute Witness to this
tale of eros and thanatos, sharing the angst and terror
of the protagonist. -

Arundhati’s novel has been accused of over
writing and sentimentality. The repetition of a
number of images, tropes, puns and sentences do
not mar its beauty but reinforce certain themes and
motifs. 1t is a world of terrible suffering that
Arundhati creates which 1s deeply moving and it
cannot be termed as crass sentimentaly. Another
failing in the eyes of her critics is her anti-communist
stance. True Arundhati has sidelined the
contribution made by the communist and trade union
movement in Kerala and her strictures on it are
biased. If one reads this novel politically, it can also
be interpreted as representing the history of the
backward classes and how they have been
oppressed and exploited by the upper classes.
Political correctness is not a criterion to judge a work

of art. Arundhati is a grand fabulist and the political °

personages and political history we find here are
part of her fabulation. Elements of faction are
abundant in this work, but it is not a political
document,

The erotic element in the novel has been derided
.and condemned as mere pornography. A coarse
and revolting description of the sex act is not to be
seen here. Nor Is it described as an assertion of
machismo, of man’s money and sex-power degrading
women. What is alleged as pornography is to be
read as part of the chemistry of love , as part of the
richness and beauty of love , as part of the lyricism
of Arundhati’s fiction, The intimate relation between
Estha and Rahel is incestuous but has pathos in it; a
lovely sister with a heavy heart trying to soothe the
bruised psyche of her brother . Moral shock is not
the immediate reaction of the reader but he finds it
profoundly moving. With overwhelming tenderness
Arundhati pictures it and she expresses her own
bewilderment, “Only there were tears.... Only that
what they shared that night was not happiness,
but h -deous grief . A transgression of “love
laws” does take place and it brings to them the
realisation “who should be loved. And how, And
how much”.

Amazingly well-crafted and well-written, her
novel departs from lincar narrative and adopts a
circular mode of story-telling. We find in it an
exquisiteé arrangement of what seems a medley of

episodes, an apparently disconnected serieg of
fragments creating a new physics of fiction. What
makes the reading of this novel a challenging and
exciting activity is its loose structure, its formlessnegs
and its apparent lack of coherence. It is a nove] that

- defies easy classification and it is difficult to puyt j;

into the straightjacket of any “ism”. Though a claggj,
realist text presenting a piece of life, Arundhati shoyy
a keen awareness of the narrative techniqueg
developed by high miodernist and postmodernig;
fictioneers. '

What seems nonsensical is the attempt to seek a
one to one correspondence between fiction ang
reality. Ridiculous is the argument that Estha the
character in every detail is her brother or Ammu Mary
Riy or Rahel Arundhati. To ransack the entire
Aymenem for a Velutha is the height of absurdity,
Fiction is larger than life and it selects and distorts -
real persons and envents, and a fictioneer is 3
beautiful liar giving meaning to ‘airy nothing’. A
fascinating mix of autobiography and fiction is here
and her power of narration gives a realistic touch
and colour to everything. Averse to magic realism'
she has succeeded in showing us that reality canbe
sheer magic.

Arundhati’s characters inhabit a dismal world of
inhuman torture, despair, terror and oppression and
there 1s no hope of spiritual regeneration or
redemption for them . A broadening of human
consciousness, a vision of Iifé}which every artist
creates is missing here. The God of Small Things is
not a great novel nor is she a better writer than Proust
or Joyce or our own M.T or O.V. Vijayan. Butno one
can ignore the human and psychological drama her
fiction unfolds, the richness, virility and the poetic
beauty and freshness of her language, the perenniaI
themes of literature that she deals with, the
celebration of a land and its people, its lush flora
and fauna and its river, the glorification of
the radiance of the small things of life, the sabataging
of the traditional structure and form of th°
novel and the sheer vitality of her creatl¥e
imagination. The God of Small Things reasserts D.H
Lawrence’s claim that fiction is the greates',
discovery of man and the highest form of huma"
expression. O
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he 19th statutory conferencelof AIFUCTO wag
held at Barauni (Bihar) on 26th, 27th and 28th
October 1997.

The XIX Statutory Conference of the All India
University and College Teachets’ Organisations,

firmly of the opinion that, in 'spite of successful
demonstrations all over the country on Sth August
and 22nd September, the Govt. of India and the UGC
are yet to avercome their procrastination and dilatory
tactics regarding the introduction of new pay-scales
for university and college teachers. While the UGC
has been forced to make the Rustogi report public
and to listen to our proposals for modification (as
embodied in AIFUCTO’s letters to the UGC dated
18.8.97 and 19.9.97), we are yet to be informed how
much of these changes have been accepted by the
UGC and recommended to the HRD"Ministry of the
Govt. of India.

This is to draw your attention to a serious anomaly that exists in the present state pay structure, There i
a small section of College Teachers, who are included in the State Pay Structure and who stand delinked frop
the UGC Scheme of scale of pay that all other college and University teachers are entitled to enjoy. These
teachers do engate all the classes in the colleges and take part in all the carricular and co-carricular activitieg
along with the other UGC-scale-drawing teachers. A beginner in the UGC scale gets Rs. 2200-4000 where g
these teachers are given only the scale Rs. 2060-3200. . -

These teachers don’t deserve this kind of discrimination and hence we request that tI}cy may be delinked
from the State Pay Structure, so as to ensure UGC scales of pay to this small number of teachers also.

In addition to the demand raised above which would benefit only a small number of teachers who enjoy
state scale at the moment, there are certain other issues which would benefit the entire teaching community,
The following are some ot them. i '

2. Vehicle loan

3. House building loan as per Central/State Govt. rules

Equal consideration of all systems of Medicine is the accepted policy of State and Central Governments

and many State Governments have equalised the scales of pay of Allopathic and Ayurvedic doctors as early

The Government of India, Ministry of Health and Family Welfare vide their letter No.R-12011/1/79 ISM
dated 19.9.1980 (copy at annexure I) have directed all State Governments to equalise the scale of pay and
service conditions of Ayurvedic doctors at par with their allopathic counterparts. The Central Council of
Indian Medicine vide their letter No. 3-15/Ayr (1) dated 17.7.1993 (copy at annexure IT) and letter No. 20-1/89
(iif) pp dated 1.11.1989 (copy at annexure I1I) have requested the State Government to implement parity in
scales of pay of teaching staff of Ayurveda Colleges and Medical Colleges. Almost all states including
Andhra Pradesh, Tamil Nadu, Maharashtra, Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh and Bihar have
already implemented parity in scales of pay of teachers and.doctors in Ayurveda to that of Allopathy.

The Estimate Committee of the 7th Kerala Assembly have also recommended to the Government of Kerala
loimplement equality in scales of pay of teachers in Ayurveda Colleges to that of Medical Colleges vide para

43 of the 18th report, 1984 - 86. But the Government of Kerala have not so far implemented this recommenda-
tion. '
