The relationships cardiac performance and biochemical variables to the performance of different sports activities of
different iniensities and duration are to be established for scientific training.

The present study observed significant correlation between stroke volume and distance running performance of long
distance runners.

Significant correlation was observed for left ventricular end diastolic diameter and endurance running performance. It
has been shown that in dynamic physical exercise trained subjects increase end diastolic left ventricular internal dimen-

In the case of long distance swimmers haemoglobin and red blood corpuscles showed significant correlation to
swimming performance. : " .

However, the ages
of speed and competition has increased the stress and
strains which man is subjected to. Yoga has been used in
india over centuries for treating diseases, it had started
gaining recognition in the modern medical ficld as a spe-
cial line of treatment.

YOGA FOR BRONCHIAL ASTHMA
ANDNASAL ALLERGY

Allergy in the respiratory passages can lead to prob-
lems like excessive sneczing, running nosc, or blocking of
the nose or wheezing, cough etc. Latest scientific knowl-
edge recognises this condition as a hyperreactive tendancy
of the nerves that control the calibre of the air passages.
Born with this huperreactive tendency, these persons may
react at any time of their life.

Running or jogging is the passport to physical fitness,
Joggers almost never run fast enough to increase their pulse
and breathing rates markedly, but runners tun hard. Jog-
ging increase the pulse rate only a few beats per minute
and doesnot adequately stréss the cardio vascular system.

3. Forthe qualitative improvement oleﬂhe. Education, U.G.C. suggests that students and teachers perform curricular,
extracurricular & extension/research activities, A part of such activilies (like preparation for teachers and self-study
for students) has to be done by students and teachers independently and the rest by students and teachers together.
The distinction between working time/days of an institution and that of an individual teacher should be properly
appr(,uated The working time/days of a college is the mandatory time/days during which the facilities of a college will
be available to the students and teachers. The working time of an individual teacher is the time stipulated for the
performance of his/her mandatory and directory duties. The campus presence of an individual teacher has to be
regulated in relation to the duties he/she is expected to perform and the service benefits he/she is entitled to enjoy.

This 18 a gross encroachment on the
authority of the university and it smacks of mistrust of institutions which exist and function on the basis of rules and
TLLH]Jlmm passed by Hon'ble Legislative Assembly of Kerala.Now the Dy DCEs are not admitting the salary of those
teachers. They even threaten to withhold the salary of f teachers who do not submit proposals for placement along w Hh
