The University’s objective is to raise internal

It may be recalled that the decision taken
by the erstwhile syndicate to franchise educa-
tional service had to be suspended in the face
of stiff opposition to it from the academics.
(Exhibit 1) -

The University has now revived the same
old scheme under a new name -Off Campus
centres—within the framework of Distance
Education. It is a classic case of offering the old
wine in new bottles with the objective of
concealing the identity of the old discredited
scheme even while vigorously pursuing its
implementation. :

The School of Distance Education under MG
University runs two parallel programmes at
present—one run directly by it and the other
run by private agencies under the supervision
of the school. The same courses are offered
under both schemes. But the programmes differ
in the way the courses are conducted, teachers
appointed, remuneration paid and fee levied
from students. While the courses directly run
by the school are conducted as per UGC norms,
those run through the Off Campus Centres not
only violate UGC narms but also negate all.
equitable and academic considerations with the
connivance of the University authorities. What
takes place throu gh the Off Campus Centres 15 -
defacto trading in education. The extent of the
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damage can be gauged by taking into account
the fact that as many as 250 courses are being
launchéd in December this year by 49 private
agencies acting as proxies to the University,
without ensuring minimum standards or social
justice in the conduct of the courses
Let me briefly state the objections to the
scheme
1) The University is guilty of violating the
general directive of the UGC against fran-
chising education through Off Campus
Centres in collaboration with private
agencies (Exhibit2) and the specific directive

2) The policy decision to revive the discredited
scheme has been taken without consulting

the Senate or the Academic Council. In the -

absence of a full, functional syndicate, the
decision is taken solely by the Vice-
Chancellor by exercising the emergency
powers conferred on him by clausel? of
chapter 3 of the Act and in violation of the
spirit of clause 15 and clause 22 of the same
chapter which cast on the Vice-Chancellor
the duties to uphold the inviolability of the
Act and to report to the Chancellor every

~ proceeding which is not in conformity with
the provisions of the Act, Statutes etc.

3) To justify its patently illegal decision, the
University has put forward two apparently

' contradictory arguments. On the one hand

it argues that the University is now only

. implementing a decision taken by the

erstwhile syndicate; on the other it argues

that the Off Campus Centres are not the

same as the franchise programme approved
by the former syndicate.

4) The decision to hold examinations for
courses run by Off Campus Centres under
the annual pattern violates the regulations

There is however ample evidence in the
brochure for Off Campus Centres (Exhibit6)

to show that the University plans to conduct
the courses in collaboration with private
agencies. It specifically states that the
scheme envisages functz’onal collaboration
with institutions in India and abroad (page9).
Further, the faculty will invariably be em-
ployees of collaborating institutions (page
15). It is the responsibility of the centre to
enroll students and to conduct contact
classes, guest lectures and practical classes
(page 14). The collaborative nature of the
relationship between the University and the
Centre is again clearly brought out in the
brochure, which assigns 10 roles each to the
University and the Centre (pages 13-14). The
University enters into an MOU with the
Centre on the basis of which the
responsibilities and the fee collected are -
shared between ‘the University and the
Centre. The Centre registration fee is rupees
one lakh/US dollars 5000. (Exhibit7). It is
obvious that the University does not directly
run the centres.

The advertisement for admission of students
1ssued on 24/10/2001 by the University
gives the list of collaborative centres in India
and abroad, most of which are private.

Collaboration,
in this context, is essentially a business
Jjrrangement gove.neda oy the general
srinciples of partnership. There is virtually
no provision in the Act, which empowers
the University to enter into collaborative
relationship with private agencies. As per
the terms and conditions of Off Campus
Academic Programme, the University and
the centre will share certain responsibilities
as part of a business arrangement. The
University will prescribe the syllabi, conduct
examinations — and award degrees. The
centre will appoint teachers and conduct
classes own its own, with only a namesake
supervisory role for the university. The Uni-
versity has no direct role in the actual
teaching-learning process. It has no
disciplinary authority over the teachers
employed by the centre .In this respect, there
is a deviation from the present role of the
School of Distance Education. It now
directly appoints the teachers, runs the
courses and pays the teachers. The deviation
from the practice is intended to provide a
free hand to the private agencies in the
running of the course, appointment of
teachers and payment of salary. This is
inimical to the scheme of affiliation as
contemplated in chapter 8 of the Act.

9) The provision to co-operate with other
Universities or any authorities or associa-
tions in such manner and for such purposes

as the University may determine in

chapter2, clause5 (16) of the Act does not
contemplate collaboration of the type
entered into by the University with the Off
Campus Centres.

10)Distance Education has now become the
most competitive field in the delivery of
higher education. With the operation of
global players, introduction of Information
Communication Technology (ICT) and the

intervention of WTO as a regulating agency,

awarded by it

only the fittest will now be able to survive.
Quality control is the imperative need of the
hour, which is-grossly neglected by the
University’s cavalier approach to the
challenging scenario. :

At present, the school of Distance Education
is not equipped, academically and admin- -
istratively, to cope up with the problems
arising from an explosive expansion of its
activities as contemplated under the scheme
of Off Campus Centres It may be noted that
the school has failed'to conduct even its
current programmes to the satisfaction of -
the students. Specific complaints have been
made by the students of the distance edu-
cation stream about the failure of the school
to deliver study material and conduct con-
tact classes in time SR

11) The undue haste and secrecy surrounding

the clandestine implementation of the
scheme give credit to the allegation of
malafide on the part of the authorities con-
cerned. :

12) The recent constitution of an Advisory

Committee (UO. No.SDE/1/2252/2001
dt.6/11/2001) for the Off Campus
Programme only shows the anxiety on the
part of the University to invest the .
programme with a degree of legitimacy and
credibility after its implementation. .

13) The objective of raising internal resources

by a cash- strapped University is no alibi

for justifying a system that exploits a set of

unorganized students (the students under

the off-campus stream) to provide

subsidized education for another organized
set of students (the regular students).

14) Academically, the exploitation operates the
- other way round when the degree awarded

for the off campus students is equated with
that awarded to regular students whose
norms of admission to the courses and
criteria for admission to the examinations =
are far more stringent in comparison with -
that of off-campus students. What are at

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15) The programme is being implemented by
- the School of Distance Education in viola-

tion of its stated objective to democratize
“higher education by providing it at cost

effective rates to those who cannot undergo -

- regular courses for a variety of reasons
- (Exhibit 6:page6) .UGC regulations on
Distance Education insist that the fee
structure should notbe exploitative and that
the contact programmes should be
conducted on holidays. While the existing

 programmes under the School of Distance
Education, which are directly run by the.

University, conform to the UGC norms, the
~new programmes under the Off Campus
Centres are not likely to be conducted as per
UGC guidelines. The fee structure for the
courses under the Off-Campus Centres is
- much higher than that of the courses directly
‘run by the School of Distance Education. For
‘example, while the fee for the MA
programme directly conducted by the
School of Distance Education is only
Rs.5000/ (Exhibit9), the same programme is
offered for Rs.2000/ under the Off Campus
Centres (Exhibit6: pagel3). The centres have
also been permitted to conduct the courses
during regular time as parallel programmes
and charge special tuition fee for the
additional instructional hours they might
engage over-and above the minimum
requirement insisted on in the regulations.
Each centre can run five courses of its choice
out of thirteen offered by the school. Under
such circumstances, a parallel commercial
stream of education would come into
existence, with private agencies having
full freedom to start courses of their choice
circumventing all the existing norms

relating to affiliation of courses and

regulations in respect of uniform fee
structure

16) It is worthwhile recalling in this context that

the Supreme Court has in several judgments
mandated against the commercialization of
education. It has been held by Honorable
Supreme Courtin [.P. Unnikrishnan vs, State

in education conducted by the University is
sought to be justified by invoking the
Gandhian principle of self reliance by the
Vice-Chancellor (Exhibit 10) Apart from
vulgarizing the lofty ideals of Mahatma
Gandhi, there is a distinct possibility that
such remarks being made by the head of a
University named after the Father of the
Nation would be mistaken for the authentic
representation of the Gandhian concept of
education.

18) The admission for the courses has already

started, despite specific instructions from
the UGC not to enroll students under the
Off-Campus Centres.It is likely that the
UGC might impose penal sanctions against -
the University, in which case the develop-
mental programines contemplated to be
undertaken with the assistance of UGC
could become a non-starter. It is also most
likely that other Universities may not
recognize the courses run through Off
Campus centres in violation of UGC normis.

The Indian Software Industry has grownat

an incredible rate of 50 percent per annum over

the past few years. The revenue from exports
was 100 million U.S.dollars in 1990 and it went
upto 8500 million U.S.dollars in 2001. Inspite
of all this, the Indian software industry accounts
only 2 percent of global software industry,
measured in growth performance. However, our
total share in the market constitutes 18.5 percent
11.1999. India is the only country in the world to
register a growth rate of 50 percent in the
software industry.
