We express grave concern at the
‘communalisation on education that the BJP-led
Central government has been pursuing since it
came to power. There is a national consensus that
the goals of democracy, equality and secularism
lay down the basic direction that all-educational
programmes must follow. The various activities
and programmes, which the present government
has initiated are marked by the abandonment of
this course. This poses a serious threat to the unity
and integrity of the country.

The present government has converted almost
every national level educational and academic
body into an instrument for implementing the
communal agenda of the Sangh Parivar. It has
appointed persons as heads and as member:. of

decision-making committees of these bodies, on
the sole criterion of their affinity with the ideol-
ogy of the Sangh Parivar.

The ministry of Human Resource Development
and the bodies under its control, particularly
NCERT, have been engaged in attacking the
~secular and scientific content of school curriculum,
promoting obscurantism under the garb of value

education and tampering with the core curricular

The
present government has rendered this mechanism
of consultation totally irrelevant by refusing to
place the so-called national curreculum framework
for the consideration and approval of the Central
Advisory Board of Education. “The National
Curriculum Framework for School Education”
therefore, completely devoid of any legitimacy.

Thngh the concept of au tonomy was first
mooted in the Education Commission Report of
196 and guidelines for the establishment of
mtonomom colleges were framed by U.G.C in
1973, the programme did not gain wide
popt 11.11‘1(3 Only 21 colleges responded to the call
by 1986. The National Poltc__\' on Education (1986)

~and the Programme of Action took up the issue
once again and envisaged that about 500 colleges
should be developed as autonomous colleges
during the 7th plan period. Revised guidelines on
. the scheme of autonomous colleges were brought
. outby the U.G.Cin 1987. An annual grant of Rs.47
~lakhs was offered for a period of five years for
each autonomous college. The target could not

still be realised, since by the end of the 7th plan

period only about a hundred (1/5 of the targeted
number) could gain autonomous status. The pros-
pect of huge assistance against the background
of a progressive withdrawal of general subsidies
for higher education coupled with the promotion
of the concept of autonomy by agencies like the
NAAC have initiated a rethinking on the part of

accountabihity: ‘Autonomy and freedom will be
accompanied by accountability’, it says. The
observation of Lt.Gen. G.C. Agarwal, former Vice
Chancellor of Maharshi Dayanand University i3
pertinent in this context. He says:

Autonomy without accountability can
prove dangerous, in fact, counter
productive! Academic autoromy in the
hands of an ill equipped faculty, working
under authoritarian management can fead
to ever increasing cynicism and would
definitely be more disastrous than con-
trolled management.

A detailed study of the revised U.G.C guide-
lines on autonomous colleges and of the actual
experience of exisling autonomous institutions
have to be undertaken to estimate whether the
rules and regulations provide for the fusion of
freedom and accountability and the actual
performance of individual units justify their
large scale duplication.

In the Revised U.G.C Guidelines, autonomy
is conceptualised as a ‘means to achieve higher
standards and greater creativity in the future’,
An autonomous college will have the freedom to
1. - determine its own courses of study and
syllabi.

2. prescribe rules of admission, subject, course,
to the reservation policy.

Taking the above into account, the AKPCTA
Peer Team would place the following alternative
models ofautonomy for the consideration of the
academic community and the larger public.

Model 1: The M.G University Model -
the most feasible alternative .
M.G. University is currently engaged in a
major academic exercise. The process which began
in July 1997 has already effected important
changes in the curriculum of the first degree in
affiliated colleges. Courses have been restructured
and diversified by introducing three models in

_each subject by updating existing courses and

introducing new vocational and interdisciplinary
courses. As many as five electives have been
introduced into the existing courses and several
vocational modules under each vocational course.

Examination system has been thoroughly
overhauled by introducing internal evaluation for
20% marks in all subjects. This has also
necessitated changes in teaching - learning
method. The curriculum has become more
learner-centred with the introduction of

assignment and seminar as part of the jnternal
‘evaluation process. A novel feature of the
academic exercise is that almost the entire aca-
‘demic community in the university is involved
in the revision of the syllabus and examination
patl'ernfThree workshops have so far been
conducted in each subject, with the participation
of 40 to 60 teachers in each workshop. Students
also participated in some \-\*_{_}1‘]_<Sl_mps. The new -
éurrimiimn has been.cvdx::;d_ tl?rnngh ;hp_g@_.__
workshops in which the services of experts were
made available by the university.

ity of the services of experts and of a large numbet

of teachers and students in revising the syllabi and
the examination pattern-both of which need d
considerable expertise and experience- -made it
possible for the university to under take the exercise
with considerable efficiency and speed. The number
of diversified courses, and the component of internal
evaluation could be fruther enhanced, once the gains
are consolidated through a system of internal and
external checks and balances and contiunous
monitoring, evaluation and correction.

A great deal has still to be accomplished in re-
gard to the reform, especially at the implementa-
tion level. But given the initial success and the
considerable enthusiasm it has generated, it is to
be expected that M.G. University is in the process
of developing a sustainable model for
restructuring the curriculum. The advantage of
this model is that the benefits of reform could be
shared by the entire student community of the
university instead of confining it to a limited
number of students in certain ‘centres of
excellence” under the system of autonomous
colleges. The adverse moral and humanistic
impact of the existence of two types of colleges-
autonomous and non-autonomous-within the
same university on teachers as well as students
of both streams could well be avoided under this
system. In short, the M.G. University experiment
incorporates the academic advantages of
autonomy without its adverse impact on equity
and accountability. This appears to be the most

feasible and cost-effective academic reform, which
other universities in Kerala could well emulate.

There is no reason why a special case should not
be made out by Mahatma Gandhi University for
getting financial assistance from the UGC for the
successful implementation of its academic reformg
in affiliated colleges. Surely, the UGC would not
insistant on a blind adoption of its own straight -
jacket -variety - of - autonomy as a precondition
for fund allacation, when meaningful experiments
in the same direction are conaucted by
universities and colleges. The concept of au-
tonomy is inimical to doggedness and
conforfmsm, which should include even the
doggedness and conformism of the UGC variety.

Model ii: Mini Universities - the mostideal
alternative.

If universities have grown large and cumber-
some the most sensible solution would be to cut
them to size, not to eliminate them altogether. The
expertise and experience needed for designing
courses in a world of information explosion and
consequent explosive changes in educational tech-
nology cannot be supplied by individual depart-
ments of affiliated colleges. The possibility of vast
duplication of courses under a variety of market-
friendly names with only marginal differences in
course content needs to be avoided in a
developing country like ours. The available
resources should be put to optimum use. Both
global trends and local needs have to be taken

4. Constitution of governing body, Academic
council, Board of studies, finance committee and
planning and evaluation commilttee. An autono-
mous college can be run successfully only with
the willling co-operation of the students and the
teachers of the college, Autonomy which is
imposed is doomed to fail, Therefore, the con-
sent of the majority of the teachers and the
students of the college concerned should be
made a condition precedent for the grant of
autonomy. Autonomy, once granted should be
subject to the continued consent of the majority
of the academic community. This alone can make
academic autonomy a reality in the affiliated col-
leges of Kerala. In the matter of admission of
students and appointment of teachers, non-
teaching staff and the principal, the norms and
procedure applicable to Government Colleges
should be incorporated into the statutory
provisions for autonomous colleges. Various
statutory and non-statutory bodies to be
constituted in the autonomous colleges should en-
sure the democratic representation of the teaching
and student communities and the local public in
appropriate bodies in appropriate measure, A
government which allocates a greater share of
the public finances to selected institutions
should have the right and the obligation to
ensure greater social accountability and the man-
agements concerned have to be sensitive to
public apprehensions while dealing with public

Since the conclusion of 26-day national strike
by AIFUCTO in the form of Agreement signed
by the Govt. of India on 5-9-98 and further
assured on 6-10-99, the AIFICTO has shown
enough restraint, has organised protest ac-
tions including observing Betrayal Day and
Court Arrest on 5.9.2000, but now the
AIFUCTO feels that long and sustained agi-
tation is a must to seck justice. '

Making wrongful, unjust, baseless statement
in the Parliment on 22.2.2001, saying that all
points of agreement with AIFUCTO of 5.9.98 have
been fulfilled, bv the Minister, Dr.M.M.Joshi, is
an affront and an attempt at disinformation
campaign. We disagree as the facts speak the truth.
Belying the truth and taking recourse to blatant
lies is highly unjust and undemocratic.

Before we lay bare the facts, we would like to
emphasise some points having direct bearing on
the status of education in the country.

The National Policy of Education-1968 com-
mitted to raise GDP allocation to 6% by 1985. The
NPE-1986 reiterated it. Today, in 2001, this stands
at3.8% of GDF. Result: large-scale illiteracy, wors-
ening school and university education, very litte
allocation for Research & Development. Self-reli-
ance in science & technology has been abandoned
paving way for MNCs/TNCs. Will all this not lead
to Neo-Colonialism? Yes! India’s sovereignty is
in danger. If the Govt of India is to kneel down
before WTO and allow Foreign/Local Private Uni-
versities in violation of the UGC Act of 1956, then
serious questions arise with respect to India’s
freedom and sovereignty. Privatisation and
commercialisation have already wrecked
standard education system State is fast
withdrawing from education. State-funded
education system is being weakened. Many states
have threatened reduction in grants. Self-financ-
ing institutions which loot the people are being
encouraged with impunity. UGC, AICTE, MCI
and other bodies are corruption-ridden and
allowing affiliations. .to the ill-equipped
institutions.

Over the decades the Pay—Rev;e_w_Pane]S; have
been considering the stu rdy, enxpemence-base'd in-
puts of AITUCTO. Revision of pay-scales and ser.
ons in the university system has been
going on. Quitea few problems have been solved
over the period; however the ]anuary 1996 pay-
revision exercise has been stumbling ; problems
have persisted since not resolved, in spite of the
agreements. Joint consutative Mechanism evolved col-
lectively in the meeting chaired by Mr. M.K.Kaw, Sec-
retary, vDepf. of Higher Education, MHRD 011 6.10.99
has 1ot been stiuck to, problems have not beent solved
and so the wide-spread unvest. Despite repeated
requests Dr.M.M.Joshi, Minister for HRD has not
cared to meet AIFUCTO’s 8-Member Secretariat even
once since the conclusion of Agreement of 5.9.98 and
the 26-day nation-wide strike. This all goes against
democratic polity and governance.

Agreements and their Non-fulfilment:

Our most serious concern arises from the po-
sition taken by the Hon’ble Minister on the floor
of the house on 22.02.2001 : “regarding the
agitation of the teachers concerning some
demands, Minister of Human Resource
Development, Dr. Murli Manohar Joshi said that
Government has honoured all its commitments
made on 5th September, 1998 to the teachers”.

While taking due cognizance of the statement,
we submit that the Agreement of 5th September,
1998 concluded with AIFUCTQO contains 7 clauses
and that the actual position of honouring the com-
mitments is as follows: '

1.0. Only partial fulfillment of granting basic pay
fixation at Rs. 14940/ - as the case of the cat-
egories like DPEs and Librarians is still

pending and awaiting the Government

Thus, the MHRD has so far not impiemented:
CAS from 1.1.96; parity for DPEs & Librarians
with respect. to B. Pay fixation at Rs. 14940/~ CAS,
FIP, retirement age; ending dual scale for Read-
ers ; UGC Grades for Coaches, accompanists and
others. The issue of Third promotion as super se-
lection grade had been assuredly taken up, the
AIFUCTO note on this sent to the UGC by MHRD
and accordingly the UGC made recommenda-
tions, the fact of which is noted in the UGC Noti-
fication of Dec. 24, 1998 and that itis pending with

the MHRD.
On all these issues, the official records should

speak the truth. Transparency demands that the
MHRD should issue due orders without further

delay.

CAS upto Professorship in Colleges:

Having granted Readership under CASin Col-
leges under January, 1986 pay-revision Scheme;
it was essential that the Rastogi-Review Panel
should recommend it further ot Professorship. It
was done; accordigly the MHRD notification of
27.7.98 granted it in prusuance of uniformity and
maintenance of standards. Unfortunately, the UGC
issued notification withdrawing the Cabinet-approved
scheme of Professorship under CAS in colleges also.
This injustice be vacated and Professorship under CAS

in colleges be restored forthwith.

Countling of Total Length of Service.

The demand was accepted. The UGC Notifi-
cation of 24.12.98 on Pay-Revision has clearly al-
lowed it in para 7.8.0. The promotion from Reader
to Professor is under stress as the UGC has
disallowed the basic principle. :

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Problems of part-time Teachers:

In violation of the views of Pay-Review
Comimitte as also contained inthe UGC Notifica-
tion of 24-12-98 the UGC has done immense
injstice to thousands of part time teachers (vide
letter No.E.2.9 /97 (PS) dated 24.3.2000) This is an
unjust position.

Refresher Courses:

Inadequate facilities, improper planning,
lack of information — have caused lot of
stress and strain on teachers. The UGC
should allow five year extension in time
period beyond 31.12.2000 so that the teachers
are able to fulfill the condition and are not
victimised for no fault of theirs. Moreover,
the new structure has shorter periods
i.e.5,6 years (instead of 6,7,8) for senior
scale and 9,10,11 years (Instead of
13,15,16) for selection grade. Doing four
(GOC and Refresher) courses in the face of
lack of facilities is tough task.

Other issues:

At a time when there were no guidelines for sanctioning Leave without Allowances for Employment Abroad/within
the Country to the staff of Aided Colleges, Government felt the need that certain guideliness are necesary for the purpose
thereby the Gavernment orders read as 1st paper ahove was issued prescribing certain guidelines. o

2. n the Government order read as 2nd paper above it was ordered that the entire period of Leave without Allow-
ances excluding that on Medical Certificate sanctioned by the Management to the employees in private colleges that
have opted for Direct Payment Scheme will be excluded from the service qualifying for pension.

3. While the provisions in the above two Government orders were prevailing Government issued a Letter No.12259/
D2/87/H.Edn. dated 8-5-1987, which was in response to the Director of Collegiate Education’s Letter No.pen. 1V[22408]
87 dated 6-4-1987, wherein it was directed that “the Leave without Allowances granted by the management of Private
Colleges coming under the Direct payment scheme, to their staff, prior to the issuance of G.0.(Ms)No. 136/85/H.Edn.
dated 14-6-1985 can he reckoned as qualifying service for the purpose of pension unless otherwise specified in the
orders sanctioning leave”. The above clause was also applicable to the cases of voluntary retirement also, according to
the above said letter. : _ '

4. Later on Government found that the issuance of the above Government Letter was made due to oversight on the
part of the then officers, as the provisions prevailing in a Government order cannot be over ruled by a Government letter,
mare so since the Government orders read above have been incorporated in the Kerala Service Rules. These facts came
ta the notice of the Government only recently when many requests for treating the period of Leave without Allowances
as gualifying service based on the Government letter read as 3rd paper above, also quoting certain precedents were
received by Government. ' c

5. After examining the case in consultation with both the Finance and the Law Departments Government found that
the issuance of the Government Letter read as 3rd paper above was illegal on the ground that the said letter lays down -
awrong policy in the face of Government orders read as 1st and 2nd papers above to the contrary. In the circumstances
stated above G'uvernment have decided to cancel the government Letter read as 3rd paper above prospectively with
