The 11 judge Bench agreed that religions and

linguistic minorities under Article 30, have to

be considered statewise; that Article 30(1) in-
cludes the right to establish and administer even
professional educational institutions. In this
context some of the relevant provisions of the

Constitution are given hereunder for the read-

ers. .

Article 30(1): guarantees all minorities, whether
based on religion or language the right
to establish and administer educa-

‘tional institutions of their choice. The
essence of Article 30(1) is to ensure

_equal treatment between the majority
and minority institutions. No one type
of category of institution shnuld_he
disfavoured, or that matter, receive
more favourable treatment then an-
other. -

Article 29 & 30: grouped as Cultural and Edu-

' cational Rights, which provide cul-

tural and linguistic autonomy to the

minorities.

India’s external debt management over the
last decade has lead to India being classified as
a “less indebted country” by World Bank. In
terms of absolute level of debt, India’s position

hasimproved from third largest debtor after Bra-

zil and Mexico in 1991 to tenth position in 2001
after Brazil, Russia, Mexico, China, Indonesia,
Argentina, Korea, Turkey and Thailand. The
external debt-GDP ratio has declined from 38.7%
in 1992 to 20.8% in 2002, while the ratio of short-
term debt to total has declined from 10.3 percent
to 2.8 percent over the same period. In terms of
composition of debt, about 36% of India’s exter-
nal debt comprises concessional debt which is
high in comparison to international standards.

I.INTRODUCTION

Problems faced by persons in their old age
go unnoticed. Yet, there has been a recent
upsurage of concern for the elderly persons all
over the world. Apart from attitudinal and
behavioural studies routinely carried out, no se-
. rious effort has been made to study in-depth,
the socio economic and health implication of
the old-aged with a view to streamline the so-
cial support systems for them.The attempt here
is to identify the socio economic, healthcare con-
cerns of the elderly persons with a particular
reference to the state of Kerala, which is having
the highest rate of literacy and life expenctancy
in the country.

II. STATEMENT OF THE PROBLEM
‘Demographically the rate of growth of popu-
lation of the elderly persons in the 70+ category
is higher than the rate of growth of the general
population. Even the increase in the population
of theelderly persons in the 60-69 group is com-
paratively marginal. A majority in the 70+ cat-
egories are women and overwhelming propor-
tion of these women are widows and physically
disabled. Economically this group is highly
‘valuable as the ratio of depend any among them
is higher than that of the other group. Some of
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them are often constrained to wc-_rk mangaﬂ}r to
earn their daily bread. Physical incapacity and
mental debility at the old age of above 70 often
expose this category of human beings into a
more animal existance. Poverty adds fuel to the
fire. To counter the challenges poised b_;fr such
problems, both at the policy planning and imple-
mentation level, proper respectives have to be
drawn up especially regarding the social, eco-
nomic and.healthcare imperatives for the 70+
categories. Rapidly occuring changes in the ma-

terialistic values among the younger generations -

coupled with the prioritizations in nuclear fam-
ily framework, often leave the category of 70+ as
non-entity. A majority among them are silently
suffering abuse and violence and remains un-
defended category of elderly persons above 70

years, with a pragmatic approach of care more
than cure.

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Minutes of the meeting with the representatives of Kerala Private College Management's
Associatiion, Private College Teacher’s Organisations and Principals’ Council held on 18-12-2002
with Minister (Education) :
Participants- List attached.
The Meeting started at 11.30 AM with the Minister (Education) in the Chair. The Minister opened
the discussion seeking co-operation of all concerned for completing the process of deployment of
excess teachers in Private Colleges expeditiously. The Director of Collegiate Education explained
the present position of surplus teachers in Private Colleges with reference to the findings at the
‘Adalat’. The excess comes to abouit 817 persons. The representatiives of the Teachers’ Organisation,
Principals’ Council and Managers Association actively participated in the discussion. The teachers
raise the followinngg demands for consideration. _ = 5
1. Theretirement vacancies arising upto 30-6-2003 may be taken into account for accomodation
of excess teachers. :

2. FIP vacancies, Deputation vacancies and Leave vacancies may be considered for the calcula-
tion of excess teachers. 3

3. Additional ‘Batches’ may be sanctioned, if the students strength of a Department exceeds 75 .
Nos. -

If there are more than three teachers in a subject it may be considered as a separate Department.

5. One post of Physical Education Lecturer may be sanctioned, if the student strength in Degree
Courses exceeds 500 Nos. _ ' —

6. Thestrength of the students at the time of admission may be taken into account for calculation
of workload. 3 2 1

7. The teachers on the verge of retirement may be exempted from deployment.

The NCC Officers may be retained in the Colleges by creating supernumerarary posts.

9.  Excess teachers from other Colleges may also be accomodated against the vacancies in the new
courses already sanctioned. :

10. The question of retaining the Junior Lecturers in the Colleges may be con sidere only after
accomodating all the excess teachers in the colleges. ' .

11. Inter-Management transfer or deployment may be allowed for the accomodation of excess

. teachers. ' : :

12. Excess teachers may not be deployed to Higher Secondary Schools.

13. The Seniority may be retained, when excess teachers are deployed.

14. The workload may be recokned as in the University Statues. 55

15. New Courses sanctioned may be retained in the Aided Sector.

16. Theban imposed on appointment may be lifted.

" 17. Uniform pattern may be accepted for the calculation of practical sessions.

Participating the discussion, the representatives of the Management’s Associationn demanded
that the new course already sanctioned should be retained in the Aided-stream. The Courses were
started at Aided-stream and there is no justification for converting these courses into self financing
stream. They requested to sanction posts for the courses sanctioned since 1997-1998. They opposed
the proposal for Inter-Management transfer and stated that the proposal is not acceptable, even if it
is on working arrangement. They have pointed out that all the Junior Lecturers in the Colleges under
the Corporate Managements have been deployed to Higher Secondary Schools except Junior Lectur-
ers in the Colleges of Managements for whom no +2 Courses were sanctioned and those Junior

In response to this, the representatives of the Management wanted time for considering the sug-
gestion.

retension of excess teachers in Colleges.

2. Itisagreed in principle that the FIP vacancies, deputation vacancies and long leave vacancies
will be considered for the accomodation of excess teachers. The details in this regard will be
decided later. : : '

Sanctioned strength of students will be taken into consideration for calculation of workload.

The ‘Readers’ in the college will be allowed relaxation of two hours in a week for teaching.

The qualified teachers wiill be shifted to the vacant posts of other Departments for the

accomodation of excess teachers, subject to the approval of the Universities concerned.

6. The Physical Education Teachers as far as possible will be retained in the Colleges where they

are working if no deployment is possible (giving supernumerary protection will be decided

later). .

The NCC Officers will be retained in the Colleges where they are working.
