Legitimizes Private Universities Through Regulations

called upon to stem the rot and warn the
unsuspecting students against the
machinations of these traders in educational
wares. And UGC did step in. Letters were sent
to each and every private university seeking
relevant details. UGC sources confirm that more
than 70 letters were returned undelivered, as
the addressees were unknown! But UGC was
not unnerved. The UGC convinced itself that it
could breathe order into chaos by issuing its
own gazette notification and calling it a
regulation for the establishment and
maintenance of standards in higher education!
It did not consider it unbecoming to issue
regulations on a subject on which the parliament
could not legislate for want of majority support.
The HRD Ministry had no qualms about
notifying the regulations, which bypassed the
parliamentary will. It was only trigger happy
that a short cut could be found to implement
one of the infamous recommendations of the
Ambani-Birla Report to which it was committed.

And look, what a piece of regulation it is!
The peripheral UGC regulations in two pages
under five sections are only intended to provide
an air of legitimacy to the cross border
operations of private universities by permitting
them “in exceptional circumstances” to open
off- campus centers and off-shore campuses.

University. This would insure against all
enuine doubts and misgivings on the part of
the students regarding the credibility of any
dubious courses offered by the Private
Universities and thus ensure enrolment inlarge
numbers. Platitudinous provisions like the
requirement of prior approval of the UGC/State
Government/Central Government/host
country, as the case may be, for opening of off-
campus / off- shore centers confer an aura 0
discipline and legitimacy to these centers
without actually ensuring either excellence or
in their working.

If the
Commission is satisfied that the private
university has, even after getting an
opportunity to do so, failed to comply
with the provisions of any of the
Regulations, the Commission may pass
an order prohibiting the private
university from offering any course for the
award of the first degree and /or the post-
graduate degree/diploma, as the case
may be, till the deficiency is rectified.
The UGC may take necessary action
against a private university awarding a
first degree and/or a post-graduate
degree/diploma, which are not specified
by the UGC, and inform the public in
general through a public notification.

Education and
Kerala Society

The state and society in
Kerala in the early 19th
century was entwined with
the burden of the past and
the hopes of the new
liberative images. Casteism
,untouchability, slavery and
religious orthodoxy made its
hegemony over the masses and the new
democratic aspirations of the people were being
expressed through the urge for modern
education. Wherever the process of
democratisation took place in that century, the
spread of general education moved parallel to it
Educational growth was closely linked with the
advance of the masses in to politics.'Similiarly
in Kerala society the depressed classes and
untouchables passionately sought the
opportunities of education as a means of
liberation from caste disabilities.

The slave castes principally composed of
Pulayas, Parayas and Kuravas consisted of 13
per cent of the population of Travancore, the
southern region of the state, in 1854.2The
Government owned about 15000 whom it leased
to private land holders. Robin Jeffrey quotes Rev.
Henry Baker, ...almost every market day at
Changanacherry children are brought by their
parents or nearrrelations for sale. The going price
was between six and eighteen rupees.’ Ezhavas
were the single largest among the pollutin
castes that consisted 15 per cent of thg
population of Travancore, Access to education

Travancore shanars enumerated about 5 pe;
cent of the population and they were alsg

considered polluting to higher castes. Thei;

women were

not allowed to cover their breasts.

This was the social environment, which was
encountered by the Christian missionaries in
the early decades of the 19" century. The LM¢
and CMS missionaries came to Travancore thi
period and creatively engaged in conscientising
the lower castes to uphold their human rights.
Thus the first social struggle of the shanar:
called breast cloth struggle took place in 185¢
This was also called the shanar riots and thi
was the first social struggle in Travancore fo!
the dignity of the human person. At Kottayam
the CMS set up the first college in Kerala ir
1817 where students from all castes were giver
admission thereby breaking the monopoly of
the higher castes the exclusive privilege of
higher education. The Bassel Mission,
which was working in Malabar where caste
structure was less strong, was more liberal
in admitting students from the lower castes
in their educational institutions®, There maj
have been some political missionaries 10

~ legitimize the exploitative motives of the

British Empire, but the intervention of the
committed missionaries did help transforn
Kerala society to a genuine humanisti®

society through enabling the poor to asser
their rights. ' ‘

encourage build temples from now on. If
necessary let there be small temples. The main
temple should be the school. The money
collected from the community should be used to
construct schools.”” This message was well
received by the community and today the
Ezhava community is well educated and occupy
prime position in society and polity. The other
backward community shanars also had a
reformation movement led by Vaikunta
swamikal. Among the slave castes, Ayyankali,
the great social reformer advocated the
importance of education. Though mission
schools accepted slave castes there was no entry
in the government schools. It was Ayyankali
who in 1906 demanded access of slave caste
children to government schools. In 1912 he
bmught a girl child to a school in
Ooroottambalam in Trivandrum district but then
thrE high castes boycotted the school by
withdrawing their children from the school.
Ayyankali then called for an agricultural
Wﬂfl‘kers strike and this was the first workers
Strike in Travancore. The government and the
high castes relented. Thus the number of pulaya
Studex}ts rose from2000 in 1913 t010913 in 1917.°
ab:;‘éghrcastes also took to modern edugatiﬂn

oning traditional religious education to
€advantage of new opportunities. ,

The Government of Travancore, though then
retrograde in ils attitude towards the slave castes
and backwards, had a progressive outlook on
the potential of education. As early as 1816 the
queen of Travancore issued a proclamation
making education the responsibility of the state.
In 1870 T.MadhavaRao the Dewan of the state
said,” it is the cherished aim of His Highness’
Government to provide for every subject within
a couple of hours journey, the advantages of a
doctor, a school master, a judge, a magistrate, a
registering officer and a post master.’The
number of government educational institutions
in 1884-85 was thus 228. By1919 it rose to 1116
and government was spending 15% of its budget
income to education.® Besides these initiatives

 the local governments and Panchayat Boards

with the help of the enlightened citizens and
local community also came forward to set up
schools. This was a common feature in Malabar,
the northern part of Kerala. Thus the
missionaries, the indigenous social reform
movements, the state and the local community
were the chief agencies in the process of
education. The first socialist state government
in1954 abolished fee in the fifth and sixth
classes and the first communist state
government systematized admission and
appointment procedures. As Amartya Sen
writes,” one of the distinguishing features of
Kerala’s development experience is the early
promotion of literacy, and this feature has led to
important social achievements later on, based
on the diverse social and personal roles of
literacy.’Thus access to education to dalits,
backward castes,minorities and women was the
unique feature of education in Kerala.

This led to important political and social
changes in Kerala. The Socialist and Communist

In short the whole philosophy of the new
policy is that education is a commaodity to be
purchased in the market.

Market is exclusive and the poor are being
excluded from professional and higher
education. Technological growth does not
automatically bring justice in society. There has
to be societal intervention in science, technology
and culture. In the process outlined above their
might be technological momentum, but their will
be no social justice.Kerala society is a highly
politicized society. The poor will not remain
silent to the imposition of unjust structures.
Recently the government banned student
political activity in the campus. There may have
been some aberrations in student politics like
violent clashes, but banning it is intended to
facilitate new policies. In India the Supreme
Court held that the workers have no right to
strike.

It was mainly due
to large volumes of dollars which
flowed into our country. The rupee ac-
quired strength due to the accumula-
tion of dollars with the RBI. But the ex-
porting community is worried by this
development which tended to reduce
its rupee earnings.

The forex reserve have been rising
largely due to the investments made by
FIIS, who have been acquiring shares
of some of the prosperous companies
in India. But still the value of Indian
rupee is not strong enough since the
value of one dollar was only rupees
eight in 1980-81.

Black money in India

Black money refers to unaccounted money
or concealed income or wealth as well as money
involved in transaction wholly or partly sup-
pressed. The IMF staff survery indicates that

. black money in India constitute 50% of Gross

National Product. It is also estimated that an-
nual growth of black money is higher than the
annual growth of GDP. Today, the total amount
of black money is estimated to be Rs. 18,15,000
crores. Defects in the tax structure have been
responsible for the existance of black money to
a great extent. Black money is also called the
parallel economy. It results in huge loss of rev-
enue to the government, and often leads to
wasteful use of money. The unprecedented
growth of black money affected the effectiveness
of monetary and fiscal policies.
