Human Capital

The question of financing of higher education
is being discussed against the background of
increasing demand for greater access and quality
in higher education’ and shrinking public
investment in this sector. The emergence of
human capital as the most critical component of
production has created an unprecedented
demand for education at all levels, including
higher education, which is essential for the
development of human capital. It is generally
agreed that enrolment of at least 20% of the
relevant age group in higher education is crucial
for national development in a knowledge driven
global economy .While enrolment ratios in
developed countries average 50%, even most of
the developing countries have crossed the 20%
mark. India lags behind at 7%.We need to
leapfrog in order to reach globally com parable
Jevels of enrolment in higher education. In
addition to the current capacity of about 10
million college seats, we need to create aboul 15
million seats in the next 15 years to reach
threshold levels of enrolment by 2020.Similarly,
quality concern in higher education isnow more
important than ever before. It has become an
imperative of success in a highly compelitive
global scenario. UNESCO's new slogan
“Quality Education for All young People” (2004)
underlines the need for democralizing excellence

in education atall levels. This calls for globallv
competitive infrastructure and delivery methods,
which have pushed up investment in higher
education many fold.

World Bank Prescriptions

Tomeet the increasing demand for qualitative
higher education and the multiplving
investment requirements in this sector, the World
Bank advocated a policy of public disinvestment
and greater private investment in higher
education. The Bank argued that higher
education is a non-merit good, the benefits which
mainly accrue to its recipients as opposed to
basic education which is perceived as merit good
benefiting the entire population. Accordingly,
third world countries were advised to prioritize
basic education dver higher education and invest
their scarce recourses in this sector and leave
higher education to the dictates of the market
forces (World Bank, 1994). A new agenda for
global marketing in services was brought in
simultaneously by the World Trade
Organization in the form of General Agreement
for Trade in Services (GATS). Education was
listed as one of the commuodities for intemational
trade. The voices of dissent (UNESCO, 1995) and
exhortations for greater public support for higher
education(UNESCO, 1998) from international
bodies could carry little conviction with the third
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world governments, mosl of which
grip of acute fiscal crises. They lookec
prescriptions of the World Bank as the panace
for their financial worries, Thust sovernment of
India toved with the idea ol cultling ll‘“i""”
subsidies in higher education from Lhe mislll‘u-’.
90% to 25% In five vears (€ rovernment ol India,
1997).The share of higher education in the tt‘_rl?it
expenditure on oducation of the Union
Government declined from 32 to 24 Ybetween
1989-1990 and 1994-1995 and the
corresponding figures relating to state budgels
declined from 12.7 to 10.8%. The relative priority
given to higher education in allocation of
resources in the Five Year Plans has also fallen
significantly. While 14% of the total expenditure
on education in the seventh Five Year Plan was
allotted to higher education, it decreased to11 %
in the subsequent two annual plans and further
to 8% in the eighth Five Year Plan. (Tilak, 1996).
Sustained international opposition to the
prescriptions of the Washington Consensus
Institutions and the increasing demand for
cheap technically qualified manpower by
developed countries themselves have now
compelled the World Bank to partially revise its
policy formulations on higher education .The
UNESCO - World Bank Joint Task Force in its
report(UN ESCO ,2000) recognized the fact that
higher education is the basic education of the
twenty first century and that governments
cannot wash their hands off this sector. The
osition was reiterated by the World Bank in its
subsequent studies (World Bank 2002), by calling
for greater public-private partnership in higher
education. But the new policy has made little
impact on policy makers, across the world, who
continue to go by the old, discredited policy
perspective of the Bank. The Ambani -Birla
Report (2000) reiterated the old policy of the
World Bank and l'}_ie fjuprgme Court of India
upheld the same principles in its epoch-making
judgment in TMA Pai Foundation Case (2002).
The same sentiment has been echoed by the Xth
Five Year Plan document which has
recommended that the universities must make

Itis well know,
that the emerging knowh_adge economy ig
dependant on human capital developmen
which calls for lanEI'SEl].E'lECESSI to qua]it}»
education at all levels, 1_nc|udmg higher
education. That education 1s a continuum in
which primary, secondary and higher education
play mutually complemer_wtary roles has now
been widely recognized. It1s al_so clear that India
has to go a long way in improving the qualitative
and quantitative dimensions of higher
education. This cannot be done by merely
opening up the hi gher education sector to market
players. Ina country where 26%o0f the population
live below the poverty line, markets will not be
able to attract sufficient numbers of young men
to higher education. Moreover, market
orientation will lead to skewed development, by
patronizing only courses and programmes
which have immediate market value and
neglecting theoretical studies and fundamental
research, which are important for long term
sustained development. This calls for greater
financial involvement on the part of the central
and state governments to ensure sustainable
development in higher education.

Private Participation
Education, especially higher education AR

e in

India. Private initiative has always beck
welcomed by the people and the gavernmﬁnts'
.Eut there is a world of difference between Pri"ﬂm
involvement in the earlier decades and the “ffw
wave of private investment .While the eat
intervention was philanthropic in nature
new mode is market oriented. This has 1€2
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the mushrooming ol higher education
institutions, especially in the professional seclor
in which the courses have immediate markel
value. For example, both in terms of institutions
and intake in engineering al the undergraduate
level, the percentage of institutions and enrolment
of the private sector in the total has gone up from
76% in 1999-2000 to 85% in 2003-04.Now we
have 977 engineering and technology
institutions in the country in the government
sector and 764 in the private seclor.
Corresponding figures in the Medicine is 1349
and 1028, Management Courses al the Masters
level 505 and 324 and Teacher Education 1541
and 1038 (NIEPA, 2005). As Philip G.Altbach
has pointed out, while about 80% of the students
in the United States attend public institutions of
higher learning and only 20% depend on private
institutions, the reverse figures are applicable to
Asian countries

The unprecedented growth of the self-
financing sector as against the government and
aided sector is socially divisive and academically
cancerous. A system of access based on financial
merit as against academic merit can accelerate
the prevailing social tensions by inviting the
wrath of those sections of the population who
cannot raise the resources required for higher
education, which is the stairway to success in
the knowledge driven economy. A system of
admission based on financial considerations
could also exclude a vast majority of meritorious
candidates and include mediocre aspirants on
the strenglth of their purse, with its attendant
adverse impact on the quality of higher
ceducation imparted. Both societal and academic
considerations necessitate a reorientation of the
present strategies for development in higher
education.

Ours is perhaps the only country in the world
where students not only pay the entire recurring
cost, but also a portion of the capital investment
in higher education. In most other developing
and developed countries, students are required
lo pay only a portion of the recu rring expenditure,
even in privalte institutions. The Supreme Courl

ol India (2002), while continuing to define
imparting education as “a charitable activity”,
has permitted private educational institutions
o make a “reasonable surplus” from the tuition
fee paid by the students on condition that the
surplusis investod i the institution for its future
expansion. This leaves little roorn for the practice
of charily. Students are rmacle ter rreet ot only
expenses incurred in for their studies, but also
that of prospective students. The Supreme Court
appears lo have been more concerned about
entrepreneurial rights in the field of education
than about the rights of individual citizens to
education. As Justice Krishna Iyer has pointed
oul, there is little difference between profiteering
which the court disallows and profit making

which the'court allows.

Resource Mobilization

Educational reforms should aim at
simultaneously promoting equity and excellence
in higher education. There should in fact be
recognition of the principle that excellence is
indivisible from equity. At the same time, we
should also ensure that adequate resources are
raised for the qualitative and quantitative
expansion of higher education to the desired
levels at the earliest. We need to invent a system
of financing that could promote expansion,
diversification, equity and excellence in higher
education. This calls for grater publicand private
participation in higher education. But the
Government, aided and unaided streams should
be kept separate and distinct. A healthy
competition among the three streams couldgoa
long way in ensuring both equity and excellence.
The present tendency to mix up public and
private streams will lead to private
appropriation of public assets. Hence starting
of unaided courses in aided colleges and of aided
courses in unaided colleges should be strictly
forbidden. There should be greater degree of state
spending on education and a greater degree of
regulatory intervention to reinin the predatory
instinets of privale entrepreneurs. While private
initiative in higher education should be welcome,
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the power to regulate higher education should
rest with public institutions. The conce! ol
Private Universities has no place ina system that
relies on public regulatory intervention lpensure
equity and excellence, While academic
collaboration belween repuled foreigh
universitios and Indian universilies has 1o be
encouraged, such collaboration has to be worked
out within the parameters of the national
regulatory mechanisms, We should re fuse lojoin
the GATS regime which is intended to facilitale
commercialization of education at the
international level. Multi-nationalization of
higher education should aim at crealive
collaboration for academic innovation rather
than commercial exploitation through academic
colonization. Educational investment on the
part of the central and state governments should
be raised to levels prevailing in most of the
developed nations. This implies that at lest 6%
of the GDP should be spent on education of
which 1.5 to 2% should be set apart for higher

education. The Central Government should set .

apart at least 10% of its budgetary expenditure
and the state government 30% of their budget
share on education ,of which 25 to 33% should
be earmarked for higher education. The present
rate of 2% cess on education can be doubled and
a new graduation tax could be levied from
prospective employers, exclusively for financing
higher education. Institutions should be
encouraged to raise contributions from the
alumni and generate funds by taking
consultancy services without compromising
equity and excellence. .
While welcoming private investment in
higher education, education at alllevels should
be kept out of bounds for fortune hunters.
Necessary legislation has to be made by the
Parliament to regulate admission and [ees in
private higher educational institutions. Only
those who are willing to make some sacrifices
by contributing a major chunk of the capital
expenditure should be allowed to run
educational institutions. A differential fees
structure should be introduced in all higher

In two
important respects, it can be said that
the dominant model of development
faces a serious crisis. Firstly, while a
few countries or more accurately, a rich
minority located in these countries (and
an even more miniscule minority
elsewhere) benefited from the global
development process of the 19th and
20th centuries, a large majority of
countries and peoples of the world,
including in the benefiting countries,
were either not benefited at all or

sustainability.

suffered as victims of the process of colonialism
and immiserization in various forms. Secondly,
the uncontrolled pursuit of profit under the
dominant system of capitalist development has
léd to an enormous destruction of nature and an
ecological crisis.

It is therefore no surprise that popular
movements across the world in both the
developed capitalist countries and the ex-
colonial underdeveloped countries - have raised
the slogan of “equitable and sustainable
development”

How does one understand the concepts of
sustainability and equity? What are the social,
political and economic conditions that would
make “equitable and sustainable development”?
While these are very complex questions to which
no simple answers are readily available, we
shall explore these questions in an elementary
way in this note in the specific context of the
ongoing process of the hegemonic globalization.

Globalization involves the opening up of the
economies of the entire underdeveloped world
and the former socialist countries of the world to
unfettered exploilation by the giant Trans -
National Corporations (TNCs). (Globalization,
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under the aegis of the imholy trinily ol warld
Bank, International Monetary Fund (INT1) and
the World Trade Organmizabion (WO, aching H_l"
behall of the rich clubyof G-7 counlries and their
TNCs, secks Lo impose a regime of uncontrolled
mevements of private capital inlo and ount of
countries in search of quick profits through
speculative transaclions in the stock markels,
currency markets and debt markets. 11 also insists
that countries remove all restrictions on the
operations of privale capital and that they allow
foreign capital access lo the country’s natural
resources including biological and mineral
materials. Above all, their insistence on policies
of liberalization, privatization and globaliza tion
(LPG) is in order to the ensure the pursuit of private
profit to the-exclusion of all else.

Such a policy regime as advocated and
imposed by the globe’s powerful countries and
forces is clearly contrary to the goals of equity
and sustainability. It implies a complete
disregard for the preservation of natural
resources and protection of environment. With
private profit as the only goal, the social costs of
market processes (Such as, for instance, the
pollution of water courses by a factory) tend to
be ignored. Biodiversity and the conservation of
bio - resources are seen as subordinate to goal of
private profit. Sustainability, in the sense of the
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As we all know from our experience in India
and elsewhere, it also greatly enhances economic
inequality and promotes concentration in the
distribution of wealth and income. By
weakening the role of the state in the third world,
it makes it nearly impossible to pursue policies
to reduce social inequality through such
measures as reservations. -

According to the
reader response
theory presented
by Stanley Fish
and Norman
Holland, the

After assessing the literary
theories old and new, we now realize
literature as a powerful source of

The discourse still continues
even after ‘the death of the author” as Roland
Barthes declared. Here, I like to examine some
possibilities in front of the new age reader for
achieving a global perspective in terms of his
aesthetic perception.

Totality of Virtual Reality

. We are living in an age of fast developing
communicative devices, which can simply
overcome the limitations of time and space. Four
concepts - Virtuality, Recursion, Windows and
Morphing - put fonward by computer technology
influenced much the wayv human imagination
works. Man's search for knowledge is never
satisfied with mere ‘reality’. The urge for super
reality and the bliss of new technology jointly
created a new form of reality, i. e. virtual reality.
The multimedia characters of computer and
online culture, which comprises net and web
services have instigated this advanced version
of reality. It gives us chance for immersion,
interaction and navigation. The totality of the
new reality that has a magic charmis known as
cyberspace, a term first used in 1984 by William
Gibson, American writer of science fiction, in the
sense ‘unthinkable complexity’.

By clicking
in hyper links you can simply go to one source
from another. For example, if you search using
Yahoo with the key word ‘Shakespeare” you will
get 15500,000 links from which you may collect
unlimited materials including his complete
works. In thisjuncture, one may feel the Internet
as an easy access area where true democracy
regarding the équal distribution of information

came into existence.

Because, as you know, poetry is defined as
what is lost in translation.

Comparative Literature

The presence of a virtual global library
and active translation facilities reminds us
to starl wilh research in the field of
comparative literature. Comparative
literature emerged as a new discipline in
the 1980s to counteract the notion of
autonomy of national literatures. Its
ultimate goal is to visualize the total
literary activities of man as a single
universe. This is the right time to compare
literary thoughts and works in regional
languages with other Indian or.foreign
literatures. Two or three universities in our
-country have already begun departments
of comparative literature.

Even in the midst of news that tells
about the abuse of net services, the real
reader can revolutionise his sense and
sensibility by using the same technology
in the right direction. Moreover, anyone
who has the fire of creativity can start with
a cultural discourse with an international
audience and prove his presence in
cyberspace. Despite the reports that the
new situation is very harmful to small
languages, a collective work with
intelligence can change the fate of
languages spoken in little groups.
Anyway, the information revolution
undoubtedly states that any voice made in
any corner can be heard around the world
and the same has its own role in shaping a
global perspective. This is one of the
valuable lessons that every citizen in the
world of literature has to keep in mind.
And, the same is applicable to every netizen
regarding his interaction and navigation
in cyberspace.

Dollarization
and Euroization

Dollarization refers to the use of a foreign
currency, usually the U.S dollar, for transactions
inanother country. More recently, other foreign
currencies such as the euro, are being used. There
are many countries euroized, but the term
dollarization is often used to refer to both cases-
dollarization and euroization. Successful
dollarization occurred in Bosnia-Herzegovina,
Island, Mexico, Poland and Solvenia. Whenever
thereis instability for home currency, citizens or

ovt. will usually use dollar or euro. Partial or
defacto dollarization occurs when a country
keeps its own local currency in circulation but
also allows payments and transactions to be
carried out freely in dollars. The fully dollarized
economics are Ecuador, El Salvador, and
Panama. The ratio of foreign currency deposits
tolocal currency has increased in Latin America,
Asia, Africa and European transition economies.
In Such countries dollars are used mainly as a
means of payment, domestic residents also hold
financial assets in dollars, and local prices and

or wages are set in dollars.

Water Privatization

The World Bank backed water
privatization moves into India by Dt:mber-
November 2005 through a project in Delhi where
they offer round- the-clock water {2‘4 huu. rs, 7
days). The proposed commercializalion will be

a great threat to consumers. Some points out that
the price of water will rise by 800%.vhen totzl
commercialization takes place. The World Bank
consultants recommend removal of all subsidies
and cross subsidies by 2011. If subsidy goes the
price of water will be Rs. 1750/- for 2 middle
class family and Rs. 350/~ for a slum dweller. At
present 60% of the cost of water is being
subsidized by the government. The privatization
process takes place without public involvement
or debate or transparency.

Water privatization in US, Philippines and

© Argentina met with failure. In Manila, MNCs

raised water tariff by 300 to 700% after
privatization. In Argentina a 30 year water
privatization contract was terminated after 3
yeass. with consumers refusing to pay bills.
Undoing of water privatization too happened
in US in 1999, In Atlanta (USA) a 20 year water

rivatization contract was terminated after 4 year

for lack of performance.

Irani Committee Report

The government of India constituted on
December 2, 2004 an Expert Committee under
the Chairmanship of Dr J.J. Irani to make
recommendations on a New Company Law. The
report was submitted on May 31, 2005. It has
suggested introduction of some concepts like

from satisfactory. It may be recalled that the management had only last year converted an aided
MBA course into an unaided course without the concurrence of the university, causing great hardship
to the public.
The scheme of autonomy has been devised by the UGC to provide greater freedom to colleges
with proven record of academic excellence and social accountability. Rajagiri College does not
measure up to the highest standards of excellence in social accountability. Confirmation of
autonomy to the college can set a bad precedent and giﬁve a wrong message, more so if the
college happens to be the first to get autonomous status in the st.nte. .
AKPCTA urges the University to carefully consider the above and desist from the move to give NOC

to the submission for autonomous status from Rajagiri College, Kalamassery.

APPELLATE ORDER AND GROUND OF DECISION

I. This appeal is filed against the intimation u/s 143(1) for the assessent year 2004 - 05. When the appeal
was posted for hearing, Shri K.K. Sujanapal, C.A appeared uand was heard,

2. The appellant received a sum of Rs. 1,34,543/-as arrears of salary for the period 1.1.1996 to 31.12.1999.
A portion of the arrears was directly credited to the Provident Fund account, While computing the relief u/
s 89(1). the appellant considered the arrears of salary credited to PF account as eligible for rebate u/s 88 for the
earlicr assessment years. The Assessing Officer denied the clitim of the appe!lant while processing the return
of income.

. 3. The Authorised Representative argues that the appellant is eligible for rebate u/s 88 on the amount
credited in the Provident Fund account for the various previous years. This claim is made on the basis of the
decision ol the ITAT Chennai Bench in the case of R.J. Basu. The Authorised Representative araues that the
appellant has rightly claimed that relief u/s 89(1) is to be computed after giving the benefit of rebate ws $8
relating to arrears of salary of earlier years directly credited to the P&F uccount,

3. I have considered the arguments of the appellant. With effect from 1-6-99 un amendment was made 10
S.143(1) (1A) 143(1B) of the Act lo do away the provisions relating (o prima facie adjustments, levy of
additional tax in all cases. The scope of the amendment is explained in circular No. 779 dr. 14-9-1999. The
relevant portion is extracted below:

“46.2. It is seen that the present system of prima fucie adjustments has become some sort of‘assessmen!
in itsclf where every return is examined minutely and such adjustments dare also open to appellate remedy.

CBULECE TEACHER- July2005 ' .
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Most of the time of the Assessing Officer is utilized in processing the returns in the above manner leaving
very little time for thorough investigatim} and other important activities. The ever - increasing number of
returns resulting from the drive to widen the tax base may make it more difficult. In view of the above. the'Act
has amended section 143 of the income - tax Act to modify the present provisions contained in section [43(1)
143(1A)/ 143(1B) and 10 do away with the provisions relating to prima facie adjustments, additional tax and
issue of intimations in all cases. Filing of the return by itself would complete the process of assessment
limiting its scope to raise demand where taxes are not paid and issue refund wherever due, on the basis of
return of income so filed. With the exception of issuing intimations where any sum is payable by the assessee
or any refund due to him, the acknowledgement shall be deemed to be an intimation.”

A careful reading of the circular shows that the scope of processing w/s 143(1) is limited to raising demand
where taxes are not paid or issued refund where excess tax is paid. No other adjustment or modification is
contemplated u/s 143(1). What the appellant has claimed is a relief under s.89 read with Rule 21A. The
admissibility of relief u/s. 89 requires application of mind. The grant of relief u/s .s.89 is not automatic. What
the empowers the Assessing Officer to do u/s.143(1) is to set right the obvious and patent mistakes in
tomputation of tax payable. Allowability of relief uﬁ’s.E_\E? cannot come under th::_ :l_bm-'e exf:_r::ise: because the
relief can be allowed only by examining whether the tax payer satisfies the conditions specified in Rule 21 A.
Ifon such examination the Assessing Officer finds that the liability to pay tax is to be quantified at 4 higher
figure then an opportunity of hearing has to be accorded to the assessee. In view of this, tpe mﬂdmc;_nmn of
relief u/s. 89 cannot be made without hearing the assessee even though there is no change in the total income
issessed. Therefore, the action of Assessing Officer in curtailing the relief, claimed u/s 89(1) is beyond the
scope of s.143(1) as explained in the board’s Circular No. 779 dt. 14.9.99.

Inthe result, the appeal is allowed. '
