Who is afraid of

Reservations?

The three-day meeting of the National

Knowledge Commission (NKC) at

Bangalore which concluded on the 8th of-

May recommended, by a majority of six to
two, against introducing reservation in
premier Central educational institutions.
Announcing this, Sam Pitroda, Chairman,
NKC stated that the Commission in principle
favored affirmative action and believed that
a- knowledge society must be socially
inclusive and such social inclusion must be
reflected in the educational institutions.
“But how we go about doing this in a way
that is compatible with the goals of
knowledge society is a difficult task and
requires more social debate and careful
thought.”, he said. One of the ways to
address the issue of reservations is to
increase the number of institutions so that
everyone would have the opportunity to
pursue higher education, Pitroda opined.
Easier said than done! No one knows it
better than Sam Pitroda, the most celebrated
apostle of Knowledge Revolution in the
country! :

- But Sam Pitroda is not alone in mouthing
such pious sentiments with callous
indifference to their practical applications.
The Hon. Supreme Court of India had

prefaced its judgment in P.A.Inamdar &Ors,
with the following observation: “It is well
accepted by the thinkers, philosophers and
academicians that if JUSTICE, LIBERTY,
EQUALITY and FRATERNITY, including
social, economic and political justice, the
golden goals set out in the Preamble to the
Constitution of India are to be achieved,
the Indian polity has to be educated and
educated with excellence. Education is a
national wealth which must be distributed
equally and widely, as far as possible, in
the interest of creating an egalitarian
society, to enable the country to rise high
and face global competition. ‘Tireless
striving stretching its arms towards
perfection’ (to borrow the expression from
Rabindranath Tagore) would not be
successful unless strengthened by
education”. It is difficult to pen nobler
sentiments. But despite them, the operative
part of the judgment has clearly ruled out
reservation of seats in unaided institutions
on the plea that “such imposition of quota
of State seats or enforcing reservation
policy of the State on available seats in
unaided professional institutions are acts
constituting serious encroachment on the
right and autonomy of private professional
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educational institutions”. Lip
service to egalitarian ethos of
the constitution and lotal
negation of such principles in
the dispensation of justice has
so much become the order of
the day that even Lthe
l'fiﬂ*l‘l?l_‘idt"h‘:l.' is hardly noticed.

At the other end, MHRID's
claims to a monopoly over
virtue have few takers. The
pretension that MHRD was
empowered to initiate action
on reservation in Central
educational institutions only
with the passage of the 93rd
constitution amendment is an
example of amnesia of a
neurotic kind. It is still too
early to forget the anti-Mandal
agitations of 1990 and its socio-
political fallout. The Supreme
Court of India had cleared the
legal hurdles to reservation in
Government  jobs and
educational institutions as
early as 1992 by giving its seal
of approval to the Mandal
Commis sion
recommendations, subject to
the exclusion of the creamy

layer from the benefits of reservation.
Reservations for OBCs in Central Services
had actually been implemented from 1993,
Only an executive order was necessary to
provide similar reservation in Central
_ The
constitutional amendment was clearly
intended only to overcome the ban on
reservation in unaided institutions imposed
by the Supreme Court in Inamdar judgment
MHRD could have truthfully submitted th.ﬂl;

The Knowledpe Commission has lived the
first decisive shot in the Dattle of wils altor
its three day long deliberations which have
concluded that turther deliberations are
required to identify the appropriate stralegy
for building up an inclusive sociely, Bul even
before such detailed deliberation conld lake
place, the Commission has conclusively
decided that the upliftment of the deprived
classes cannot and will not come through
reservations! The Commission is inno hurry
to identify the appropriate strategy, though
such strategy has been eluding our
strategists for sixty long years since
independence. At the same time, the
Commission is very much concerned about
the need for preserving our competltw
edge in the Knowledge Society, which, in
effect, means preserving and strengthening
the monopoly over knowledge that the
privileged classes have come lo acquire by
practicing social exploitation and injustice
for centuries. Even the minority opinion
within the NKC which is supportive of
reservation will now be touted as proof of
the democratic credentials and impartiality
of the NKC recommendations. The spirit of
democracy will thus be defeated by the logic
of numbers in democratic functioning. The
injustice of a majority of NKC members
espousing the cause of an elite minority will
now bejustified asa rational defense against
reverse discrimination.

There is nothing surprising about the
dichotomy in the positions taken by MHRD
and the NKC. The Knowledge Commission
has only acted according to its mandate,
which is to rein in the pro-people politics of
MHRD. Prime Minister ManMohan Singh

appears to have learnt a lesson or two from
his immediate predecessor, Just as Vajpayee
had  constituted  the  Ambani-Birla
Committee on Education directly under
him withoul reference to his politically
astule Minister for FIRD Murali Manohar
loshi, so Manmohan Singh has constituted
the NKC which is directed to report directly
lo the Prime Minister, It s no wonder that
the NKC does not have even a single
representative of the MHRD though the
Commission dabbles in knowledge creation
and dissemination which is primarily what
the MHRD is supposed to be promoting. It
appears that the NKC has been constituted
to serve a '-:pe-::lfm purpose—to ensure that
the MHRD does not overreach itself in its
efforts for creating and disseminating the
most potentially powerful tool of modern
times, namely knowledge.

It is true that knowledge has always been
a powerful weapon for the empowerment
of the elite minority. The upper castes have
always invented some excuse or the other
to keep the lower castes away from the
sources of knowledge. Those of the lower
castes like Ekalavya who have attempted
to break the impasse have always had to
pay heavily for their audacity. The myth of

- excellence and competitive edge in the

global village is a modern invention to keep
the likes of Ekalavyas away from the
sources of knowledge and power that
comes through knowledge. Knowledge is
indeed the key to power and wealth in the
emerging knowledge society. Its value
today as capital is greater than that of either
land or natural resources. The struggle for
the diffusion of intellectual capital in future
is therefore bound to be tougher than the
struggle for the diffusion of physical capital
in the past.
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The Left Intervenes with the PM

On Behalf of College & University Teachers:

PRIME minister Dr Manmohan Singh as-
sured the representatives of All India Fed-
eration of University and College Teachers’
Organisations (AIFUCTO) and Federation
of Central University Teachers’ Associa-
tions (FEDCUTA) that he would ‘do his
best’ to implement the 1998 agreement be-
tween HRD ministry and AIFUCTO. He
would discuss the issue with HRD minister
Arjun Singh to see how the cabinet note in
respect of Career Advancement Scheme
(CAS) from 1-1-96, parity for DPEs and Li-
brarians and Professorship in colleges could
be approved without any further delay. He
appealed to the teachers to withdraw their
indefinite dharna in view of the assurances.

The secretariat of AIFUCTO expressed
satisfaction with the response of the prime

Y ctempwm:
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minister and decided to suspend the on
going dharna for the time being. However,
the secretariat warned that it would inten-
sify the stir if specific orders were not is-
sued with in a reasonable time frame.
AIFUCTOQO's meeting with the prime minis-
ter was facilitated by the intervention of the
Left leaders Sitaram Yechury and A B
Bardhan. They drew the attention of the PM
to the injustice being perpetuated by the
government of India through its refusal to
honour its agreement with AIFUCTO on re-
moving the anomalies in the implementa-
tion of the fifth UGC pay scales.

The teacher leaders met the prime min-
ister on May 17, 2006, the second day of the
indefinite dharna launched by AIFUCTO at
Jantar Mantar, Hundreds of teachers drawn



from ditferent parts of the country had
taken part in the relay dharna in the fisl
two davs amd many more wene ¢ vpected Lo
join in the tollowing days, ATEUCTO had
orzanised the dharma apprehending that the
finance ministey would seattle the approval
of the cabinet note that would resolve some
of the long pending demands of college and
university teachers. The AIFUCTO leaders
told the PM that the teachers were only ask-
ing for the implementation of the agreement
of September 5,1998 between HIRD minis-
try and AIFUCTO. In fact, AIFUCTO had
withdrawn the 26-day nationwide college
and university teachers’ strike following the
agreement. But the government of India had
<o far failed to fulfill its promises. Dr. Murali
Manohar Joshi, the then HRD minister in
the NDA government had even refused to
meet the AIFUCTO delegation to discuss
the implementation of the agreement. He
had taken the stand in retaliation of
AIFUCTQ’s criticism of his move to
saffronise and commercialise education. The

standoff between AIFUCTO and NDA gov-

proment hecame more strident with the
NDA sattempt loimplement the recommen-
dations of Ambani-Birla report in higher
education by enacting o Maodel Act for Uni-
versitios, The AIFUCTO apposed the move
lo commercialise and corporatise higher
education in the country and organised a
massive dharna at Allahabad, the constitu-
ency of the then HIRD minister, which step
contributed in some measure to his defeat
in the elections held in 2004, :

Arjun Singh was more positive in his ap-
proach than in this predecessor and held
several rounds of discussion with AIFUCTO
leadership. The cabinet note which is now
under the consideration of the government
of India is the result of his initiative to re-
solve the long pending demands of
AIFUCTO. Though AIFUCTO was not com-
pletely satisfied with the proposals in the
note, it accepted the proposals in the spirit
of give and take. But the finance ministry
with its agenda of dismantling the public-
funded higher education raised objections
to the cabinet note. The alibi was financial
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constraints. The AIFUCTO leaders in-
formed the prime minister that the finan-
gial commitment was only aboul Rs 200
crore, which should not deter the govern-
ment of India from implementing ils agree-
ment with the teachers. The courl orders
directing the government to implement
some of the demands were also brought lo
the notice of the PM.

In a memorandum submitted to the
prime minister AIFUCTO expressed ils
solidarity with the governments’ proposal
to implement reservation for the OBCs in
central government institutions and to
simultaneously raise the number of seats so
that the students in the general category
would not be put to hardship. The
AIFUCTO condemned the negative recom-
mendations of the National Knowledge
Commission in this regard. The AIFUCTO
also wanted the UPA government to en-
hance its budgetary allocation in education
drastically so that the NEMP promise of in-
vesting 6 per cent of the GDP in education
could be fulfilled within the next few years.
Only such increased allocation can resolve
the problems of access and equity in higher
education, without which the country can-
not march towards the realisation of
its dream of “growth with equity”. The on-
going privatisation and commercialisation

of education through private universities
and the move lo implement the WTQ re-
gime of trade in educational servi:lze's. fNGuId
impact the qualitative and quantitative di-
mensions of higher education negatively,
AIFUCTO stated in its memorandum,
The AIFUCTO also drew the attention of
the prime minister to the dichotomy in.the
recommendations made by the CABE Com-
mittee reports on Autonony and Financing of
Higher Education. While the CABE report
on Autonomy has recommended market re-
forms in higher education, the CABE report
on Financing has recommended more pub-
lic investment and public control in higher
education institutions, AIFUCTO requested
the prime minister to take immediate steps
for the implementation of the egalitarian
recommendations in the CABE report on Fi-
nancing. AIFUCTO urged the PM to initiate
steps for greater democratisation of the
governance ofhigher education institutions.

The delegation which met the prime min-
ister at his office in the Parliament House
comprised of AIFUCTO president Profes-
sor Thomas Joseph, general secretary Dr V
K Tewari, Treasurer Dr Nikhil Desai, Na-
tional Secretaries Professors Sudhakar
Mankar and Ashok Burman, vice president
Professor Vazir Singh Nehra and president
of FEDCUTA, Dr Amar Deo Sharma.
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Full convertibility of rupee
stands for removal of controls
on cross border movement of
capital, whether from India or
from the rest of the world to
India, except on national
security ground and sector —
specific policies.

Goldman Sachs report has
predicted that in dollar terms China could
overtake Germany in the next four years
~ and the US by 2039. India’s economy could
be the 3™ largest after China and the US in
the next 30 years.
~ The other side of the picture says
that out of the total 2.3 billion people in the
two countries, nearly 1.5 billion earn less
than § 2 a day. The illiteracy rate is 35.2%
in India and 24% in China and
unemployment rate is 9.9% in India and
4.2% in China.

We would like to bring to your notice, a serious matier which brings hardship to the teachers of private colleges. The
Deputy Directors cr_f Gﬂjllegtaie Education are denying the salary of Private College Teachers, whose appointments are duly
approved by the Universities as per the provisions in the Act, Statutes and Ordinances of the Universities concerned. This has been ddne
by the Deputy DCE offices, on the basis of directions from the previous Government, which has the effect of deraiing the normal
functioning of the Aided Colleges. :
Statute 14 (1) and (2) of the Kerala University first statute is reproduced here under.

Statute 14 () Approval of every appointment o the teaching post shall be made by the syndicate subject to the condition that
the appaintment is in accordance with the staff pattern fixed by the University and that the person so appointed is fully qualified
for the post.(2) The Deputy Director of Collegiate Education concerned shall verify before making direct payment of salaries as 1o
whether the post for which the payment is claimed is in accordance with the staff pattern and workload fixed by the Universily.
Doubtful cases shall be referred to the University for clarification and the correctness of the direct payment ensured.

Further clarification in this issue has been made in the Judgment of the Division Branch of the Hon. High court vide the
reference cited as (2) above. In the above Judgment the paragraphs 1,4,6 and 7 reitérates that // the Director of Collegiale
Education entertains any doubt regarding the compliance with the requirements of appointmentand approval of the teacher, the matter
can be referred to the University. ) o

“The University will have to examine the issue in detail and fo give reply to the Director of Collegiate Education. The
decision taken by the University will be binding on the Director. Depending on the decision, the salary of the leacher will have to the
disbursed. "

The Judgments, referred as (3) and (4) are also proclaiming that the salary of meteachérs should be admitted, provided the
Uriversity approves their appointments. ' . e

Despite clear provisions laid down in the act and stalules and binding judgments on the part of courts, the Deputy
Directors of Collegiate Education are not admitfing the salary of teachers whose appointments are dgty approved by the Universities
concemned. In all cases where the teachers have approached the courts, favorable ar:jerﬁ have been issued.

The Deputy Director of Coflegiate Education, Thrissur has stopped the disbursal of salary from the month of April 2006
onwards 1o tenteachers of SN Ccﬂi'ege Nattika who were receiving their salaries for the last eight months stating that they should get
concurrence from the Govemment. e - .
