Role of Public-Funded
Education System
in the New Scenario

In this contemporary scenario we have to build up strong connection
with the students, karamcharis as well as the bigger trade union movemnent
in the country to safeguard the Public-Funded Education Systemn by
understanding the big dangers being posed to it by the neo-liberal, market
forces as Education cannot be left to them for exploitation of the people.

N ational development strongly demands that
the Public-Funded Education System should be
preserved, strengthened, enriched o make itcapable
of ushering forth the energies of the vast citizenry
of India so that the goals achieved not so far really
become achievable in the very near future. It means
that the space should never be vacated by the Public-
Funded Education System for the predators called
the private commercial entrepreneurs who are
entering the system to make huge profits at the cost
of Equity, Access, Excellence with Justice. Today,
international and national lobbies are organising
themselves in a significant manner to usurp the
whole area of education system and do not at all
want the public funded education system to
continue. They also do not want that the system
should work in a qualitative manner. These efforts
of the profit-making predators are going on in
various ways: meeting the Ministers, Government
Officials, Policy Makers like Planning Commission/
s (at Centre and States) and other Institutions
concerned with Policy Decisions, These efforts do
get Jot of response from the policy makers who do
not refrain from attending the gala functions
organised inorder to get favours, The photographs
of such functions are advertised to the hilt on the
Prospectuses, Media Advertisements and soon to
get the public legitimation to inerease their clientele
of students from whom they charge helty fees and
funds to fill their own treasures. These trends have
been their since independence, but they have
assumed much bigger proportions since 1991 when
the SAP-LPPG era of economic reforms started in
India. It gotlotof push from the Ambani-Birla Report
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and now it has got a bonanza in the form of
“National Knowledge Commission Report to the
Nation - 2006 and various other proposals like
creating Centres of Excellence for exhibitionism,
inviting Foreign Education Providers (FEPs), FDI
in Education Sector, total adoption of the “Requests
and Offers” made by many countries under GATS,
legislation of Private Universities by many States,
bigleap inthe increase of Self-Financing Institutions
and Courses in the Universities and Colleges and
similarly situated other trends. The situation is not
at all favourable for preserving Equity, Access,
Excellence with Justive -the Mandates of the
Constitution of India under which the whole
governance of this nation is taking place are under
severe stress and strain, violation and impeachment
by the policy makers under the powertul impact ot
the policies of WTO-WB-IMF and other forces of
hegemony,

These trends stand in direct, confrontationist
opposiiion to the great saga of freedom strugele and
the biy sacrifices made by the people belonging to
all the regions, rel irions, vastes, creeds |;1[1&11;]Hu5
of the nation. Massive freedom stmy_gfﬁ iGitiated
and fought by the people as anti-imperialist
discourse finally compelled the imperialist forces
o abandon the colonies, One such poswerful freedom
struggle lanched in India finally resulted into
freedom of India but with a gruesome partition.

decolonization of entire sub-continents started after
the influential and powerful freedom struggle of
India resulted into people’s victory on August 15,
1947 The discourse of resistance has been built on
the profound thesis of opposition to imperialism.
The makers of this discourse used interrogatory
discourse to guestion the very existence of the
imperialists and thus the mnlfn]:-unml discourse
emerged, involved the people, created a mass
movement and finally freedom was won, not only
in India but elsewhere all over the globe alsp. This
year, India is celebrating the |=-L'I" anniversary of
the First War of Independence which really sowed
the seedsor rebellion. To defeat British Impcrnl ism
was a huge task; however, the people of India
proved up-to the task and won their freedom from
the British Colonizers. This grand saga of sacrifices
and strugglesis anintegral, inseparable part of the
historical consciousness of the people of India.
The shrewd imperialist forces came out with
equally shrewd strategies after the wave of
decolonizations. Out of this mancuver came the
Brettomwonds Institutions like World Banle, IMF and
GATT todole out grants to the newly treed countries
which had hugely suffered colonialism and had
inherited a colonial economy and education system.,
What apparently looked to be the ageney of help,
actually proved to be subversive interventionin the
Internal and external policies of the soverecign
nations in a subtle manner? India championed a
new model under Nehru's leadership and the
movement called Non-Aligned Movement. India
pursued a development model of mixed cconomy,
independent foreign policy within the general
domain of NAM and started building up a cohesive
force of the Third World Countries with a focus on
Independent development. NAM was dubbed a
sinful activity by the neo-Imperialists but India
continued to pursue the new development model.
Under the visionary leadership of Nehru, India
unleashed the educational explosion with more
than 7% of the GDP budgeted for Education In the
First Five Year Plan. The World Bank - IMF - GATT
continued to make false ideological thrusts Into the
independent developmentand foreign policy model
of India and other countries. The suggestions were
made that excessive regulations were blocking
development, subsidies were fatal and that there
should be Structural Adjustment Policy (SAP). This
policy meant deregulation and free market
economy Liberalization, Privatisation,
Globalization (LPG) became the buze words, With
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the emergence of Communication Information
Technologies (1CTs) and other major scientific and
technological developments, the world started
shrinking and turned into Global Village. The
period of late 1970s, 1980s and 19905 onwards
proved to be very handy to sell the idea of
Globalization.

General Agreement on Tradein Services (GATS)
is an integral juridical instrumentof WTO which
came into existence on Ist January, 1995 with 145
Member Countries, It seems to provide tor
prngru&'-‘»'wu]ibn*ralimtinnnftmdvm |2 Services thal

have together 161 sub-sectors, There are five sub-

sectors of Educational Services, among which
Higher Education (HE) is animportant H1.111 -sector,
The four modes of trade in services are! 1) Cross
Border Supply, 2) Consumption Abroad; 3)
Commervial Presence of Natural Persons. Just as
WTO is a legally enforceable instrument, so is its
progeny called GATS. (Infact, neo-liberal imperialist
tactics had started GATS as inbuilt character of
GATT.) The {L_::nt:r"tlub]igﬂtiumapply automatically
regardless of the existence of commitments. One may
take into consideration the Most Favoured '\.atmn
(MFN) treatment extended to some countries by

some country. Similarly, at the face value itappears

that the obligations that relate to Market Avcess
(MA)and National Treatment (NT) are not coupled

with any conditionalitics but the fact is that these

are conditional instruments. However, cach
member nation is free to identify the sectors and the
modes under whichit may allow aceess to education
providers. Another important feature of the atmrugv
of neo-lmperlalist is that no nation is undu any
obligation to accept the sectors and the modes undoer
GATS; but it is an irrefutabld fact of life that no
nahm‘s today, may afford remain outof CATS. Itis
not to say that a nation cannot develop and forge

the instruments of development Independently, but
the constructed environment is such that no '

national government is strong enough to remain
out. Under Article 1.3, health and education are
accepted as goods for public consumption and so
proposed to be kuptuutqu ATSregime. But thisis
a huge contradiction’ as neither health nor
education has been kept out of the purview of GATS
and LPG, though the UNO has been repeatedly
stressing that the two sectors of health and
education should continue to remain in the public
sector. Only “a service supplied in the exeraise of
governmental authority” is exempted from the
provisions of GATS. All other activities, including
health and education, have to be given the same
national treatment as offered to the forcign
education providers. This provision rules out the
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continuance of subsidies. Article VIof GATS relates
to domoestic regulations. It requires that wherever
the specific commitments have been undertaken,
each member nation shall ensure that all steps that
relate to trade in servives are administered in a
reasonable, objective and impartial manner. It also
‘requires that abrogation of all sorts of barriers like
official procedures, technical standards, uniformity
of degrees and licensing conditions. It means that
no condition, no barrier can impair the
commitments. It also means that the domestic
regulations including constitutional provisions
hawve to be tailored to the needs of GATS.

GATS provides for two types of obligations:
General and Conditional; the former apply
automatically toall members regardless of existence
of commitments made for a sector. Evidently, as
pointed out above, these are related to MFEN
treatment, NT, transparency and establishment of
all administrative services, procedures and
disciplines. The conditional obligations appear to
be applicable in the sector of commitment, but the
harsh reality of the day is that no member nationis
standing out finally, though some members may not
have committed for all the modes today. Thus, the
international scenario is such that almost all the
sectors and almost all the modes are under
operation. The first mode called Cross-Border Supply
speaks for supply of services across the borders
without physical movement of the supplier or
consumer, Distance Education Programmes in all
forms including internet fall in this domain. The
second mode, Consumption Abvard provides for
services involving physical movements of the
consumer to the country of the supplier. These two
modes naturally prepare the bedrock for the third
and fourth mode. The third mode is called
Commercial Presence where in the education service
provider establishes campuses, facilitiesin another
country. This may be in the form of franchise,
twinning, award of dual degrees and the related
ones, The fourth mode called Presence of Natural
Persons snsures movement of teachers and scholars

India and Trade in Education

On 28" November, 2002, the said proposal was
approved in a meeting by the MHRD.

Without challenging the juridical binding, lh.u
proposal unskillfully says: “for implu.'_nwunng rFln_u
India seeks commitment that developing countrics
should havearight to introduce the new ruglula tions
on supply of services within their territory in order
to meet the national objectives.” Even while
understanding some of the serious flaws with
respect to the complex legalities, India’s
representatives in the Ministerial meetings failed to
seek and assert the national goals and dreams.
Finally, India decided to cautiously enter into
commitments in vertain disciplines in all the four
modes. Table -1 clearly shows that India kept
unbound the primary and secondary education
services alongwith adult education and other
education services, but kept partially unbound the
sector of Higher Education services. For US, EL,
Canada, Australia, Switzerland and other countries,
India made “partial commitment to distance
education programmes of open universities” under
Mode - 11, but sought “full commitment” in Mode -
[l. While making partial commitments under Mode
" ].II one important caveat was introduced;
Limitation - only public providers such as
Universities and Colleges setup under act of the
Central/State Governments or registered under
Charitable Societies Act.” India sought “full
commitments for juridical natural person such as:
Professors, Teachers, Scientists, Researchers,
Ad.min_istratms,__ and skilled workers from
university, I:n’:ﬂluge a_nd academic, rescarch and
consultancy institutions of higher education..”

vistas for theexport of intellectual man power proved
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a fiasco and a fraud on the nation. Another failed
projection has been with regards to attract foreign
students to India.

Internationalization of Higher

Education: Issues And Concerns

In preparing the Background Paper for the
National Conference held on 26-27 August, 2004,
NIEPA did take care with respect to certain vital
issues, The Paper took due cues from the African
experience which says: A recently concluded Accra
Declaration on GATS and the Internationalization
of Higher Education in Africa caution against the
reduction of higher education, under the GATS
regime, to a tradable commodity subject primarily
to international trade rules and negotiations, and
the loss of authority of national governments to
regulate higher education according to national
needs and priorities, It further resolve that continued
support for multiple forms of internationalization
in higher education, which bring identifiable mutual
benefits, should be promoted. It also recognized
commitment to the strengthening of national
institutional capacity and to developing national
and regional arrangements for quality assurance,
acereditation and the recognition of qualifications.
It exercises caution on further GATS commitments
in higher education until a deeper understanding
of GATS and the surrounding issues is developed
and a more informed positionisarrived at”,

The GATSdid trigger off quite a few uncertainties,
seen in the context of NPE-1986 (Revised 1992).
“There seems to be a tension between the objectives
as set forth in the 1986 policy guidelines relating to
access, equity and quality and the importance that
it attaches to public provision of education and the
recent  trends of commodification and
internationalization of education that may sctup
forces acting against those objectives. This tension
may also get reflected in the policy of protection to
public provision of education and various GATS
articles that imposes free trade philosophy and
approaches upon a country.” This analytical
formulation should have been the guiding force to
protect the constitutional responsibilities with
respect to access, equity, quality irrespective of any
other instrument, like GATS or the powerful thrust
posed by the lobby of privatisation. But it has not
happened. Slowly steadily India has been
surrendering to both the forces.

The Paper notes that out of 145 member countries,
only 35 countries have tabled their requestsin higher
education upto January 1,2005. Tt says: “analysis of
US requests and offers shows thatwhileit asks moon
from other countries by liberally US to enter their
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markets it puts severe, restrictions in allowing other
countries to enter US Higher Education market.
Henee it shows asymmetry in requests and offers.
Knight notes . itisrevealing and intriguing when
one compares the limitations imposed by the US on
access to their own market to the requests they make
of other countries to remove the kind of barriers"
What applies to US, equally applies to Australia,
UK, Canada.

The Paper makes a valid point: “the overriding
concern should be to increase aceess to higher
education within country. Any body who is willing
to enter into higher education should not be
vonstrained to do so because of supply constraints.
Only when there is excess national capacity country
should be prepared to export”.

Some further analysis of the GATS regime is
necessary here. Article 11 speaks of transparency.
No doubt, it is essential to maintain transparency
in all matters. Is WTO transparent, is GATS
transparent? The language used in WTO and GATS
clearly speaks of the power discourse which is
followed in the most aggressive way by the
developed countries for whom export of education
is a trillion dollar business. It is not to suggest to
compromise honesty and transparency, but it needs
to be noted that both get submerged as well as
suppressed under the weight of the unipolar world.
Article IV stands for increasing participation for
mutual cooperation of developing and developed
member countries so as to promote competition
through technology. It also calls for developing
information network and for availing of
professional knowledge. The goalsare indeed ideal,
butideal situations rarely come up. All that is being
forced in the name of intellectual Property Rights
under WTO regime, after taking it out of the purview
of the UNO, speaks its own story which is very
discouraging for rescarchers in India. Enhancing
competitive abilities implics: to establish university-
industry linkages, to develop curricula of
international standards, method of transaction of
knowledge and evaluation of students - - all these
goals are achicvable even without any GATS. To
suggest that foreign universities should come and
open foreign campuses, have franchisces,-twinning
or whatever other arrangement they deem fit, is
fraught with problems.

Public System of Higher

Education under Threat .
Appropriate, rational regulations under a

statutory Regulatory Authority should always be

in place. GATS certainly poses a serious threat to

the constitutional obligations since commuercial

considerations is the pivotal driving force of the
multinational universitios and protection of public
imterest is the pivotal duty of the national

In a subtle manner, GATS under Article V12
makes a provision for Council for Tradein Cervices:
to adjudieate on disviplines and procedures. The
maotive behind installing this is to ensure that there
are no barriers to trade in education. Whatever one
may say, all the provisions of GATS do pose
challengesin the present unequal world. Similarly,
the threat of commercdialisation looms large on the
scenario. Fast commaodification of education
resulted into mushrooming of private institutions
under “the  Chattisgarh Niji Kheshtra
Viswavidvalaya (Sthapana) or Vinimiyvaman)
Adhiniyam 2002" which brought H‘IL'-S}':Z-IFIH
to almost a collapse. The PIL filed by Prot
Yash Paul helped salvage the situation to
some extent. The Supreme Court rightly
ordered the closure of all private universities
under the above Act.

Unfortunately, the proliferation of private
universities is on the rise with the collusion
of the palitician and the corporator, Under
domestic regulations, only charitable
registered societios, non-protit public trusts
can run edouvational institutions under
Section 35 of Companies Act, The
Constitution does not allow even the
gencration of “reasonable surplus”, as
dictated by the judiciary. Evervone knows that
the non-profit public spirit has beenon the wane for
many years. (About 25% of investment came from
public-spirited people before 1947, butit fell to about
3% In 1986.) Emboldened by the UG Regulations
of December 27, 2003 with the purported intention
to regulate the private universities; and strengthened
by the greedy legislators and the unscrupulous
governments, the powerful lobby of privateinvestors
inuniversity system is having their full hay day. By
stretehing the constitutional provision that a
university can be created by the Act of the
Legislature, by saying that even a private university
can be created - - the private investors have
succeeded in getting quite a few universities
legislated in many States. These Private Universities
are notaccountable to the statutory bodies like UGC
and AICTE. Such legislations which violate the
Constitution deserve to be reviewed by the statutory
bodies and the judiciary. Finally, the emergence of
profit-making Private Universitics and Self-
Financing Colleges and Self-Finanving Courses in
the Universities and Aided Colleges throughout the
country clearly show the impapt of SAP and LPG.

liberalization in Mode 3i.e. “commercial presence”
category of tradein service, which is a cuphemism
for FDI in a large range of services from banking
and insurance to health and education, The
aggressive commitments made by Indiain higher
education sector will progressively bring greater
and greater obligations under most Favoured
Nation Treatment, Market Aceess and National
Treatment which will lead to the eventual
dismantling of the subsidized system of higher
education in the country.

A sustainable agenda for higher education in
India has to address the concerns of equity and
eacellence. Itis necessary to go bevond the goal of
universal primary and secondary education. We
should provide “quality education for all young
people” as declared by the Geneva Conference of
the UNESCO (2004). There should also be provision
for adult and continuing education which would
help people to update their knowledge and skills
so that they could participate in the economic and
social life and live healthy and meaningful lives
eveninold age. The curriculum at all stages should
also be reinvented to inculcate in the learner the
personal and societal qualities conducive to
sustainable development. This would require a
revision of funding strategies to impart quality
higher education to all those who have the
intellectual competence and aptitude for scholarly
pursuits. Though the system of Indian higher
education, with more than 17000 insttutions
imparting education to more than one core young
people and employing more than. 4.5 lakh teachers,
is the second largest in the world, the enrolment
ratios in India at 7% of the relevant age group
compares unfavorably with more than 80% in most
of the developed countries, more than 50% in
developed countries taken together and more than
20% in most of the developing countries. Most of
thedeveloped countries have achieved their present
status by sustaining a heavily subsidized system
of higher education over a long period. India, with
more than 26 % of its population living below
poverty line, cannot hope to enlarge enrolment to
the desirable levels unless the Government invests
more and more at all levels of education, including
higher education. The promise of investing 6% of
the GDP on education still remains a pipe dream.
Evenas publicinvestment needs to be supplemented
by privateinvestment, the executive, the judiciary
and the legislative must embark on a proactive role
in setting up a proper regulatory frame work for
ensuring a more equitable democratic and
participatory system of education in private
institutions.
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On the basis of the above understanding on the
dynamics of Indian higher education, AIFLCTO
refused to become a party to the discussion held on
Feb. 1-2, 2006 at NIEPA by the MEIRDD appointed
commiltecinwhich ATFLCTS '!'.v.':.l-.nl.‘-rnr-.'prrw:ltvrl
by the General Secretary, for fixing up the finer
details of trade negotiations under GATS. The

Ambani-Birla Recommendations
on Reforms in Education:

The interests of the international bourgeoisic
coincided with the national bourgeoisie during the
NDA regime which got prepared the
Recommendations on Reforms in Education which
strongly pleaded for Privatisation of the whole of
HE sector. Clearly the impact of private lobby on
the recommendations of Ambani-Birla opened new
avenues for privateinvestment in Higher Education,
In order to protect and promote the creation of
Private Universities, the UGC came out with
Regulations in the service of private investors on
27t" Dec, 2003, This encouraged the States to
legislate Private Universities. The earlier of
experience of Chhattisgarh did not deter the UGC
and MHRD from pursuing the dangerous agenda.
The role played by Ambani-Birla Report has been
anti-national as is being done by the NKC now,
This attempt of the NDA Government will go down
in history as one of the most grievous actions,

Position Paper of Association of Indian
Universities (AIU) on GATS and HE

The AIU has taken a fair position and expressed
serious concerns at the dangerous implications of
GATS which is “a legally enforceable multilateral
agreement under WTO with an objective of (a)
progressively liberalizing trade in service, and (b)
providing secure, transparent, non-discriminatory,
free, fair and open market in services similar to that
of trade in goods and merchandise”. Turning
education into a tradable commodity violates the
Indian civilisational ethos. Reduction in funding
of HE in the developed countries has led to
aggressive marketisation as it is a "US $2 trillion
per year” programme. The Paper paintully notes:

rescarch-based activity; comaodification of HE and
knowledge; negative impact on national policy
decisions including the sovereignty of India; de-
subsidization to meet non-discrimination clause;

The section
on HE is replete with lots of-problems which we
have been, in the AIFUCTQ, studying thoroughly to
understand their possible impact on Higher
Education. All the issues concerning Expansion,
Governance, Financing, Quality have been
presented with a view to induct the private lobbies
into HE Sector. It proposes to dismantle the status
of the statutory bodies like UGC, AICTE, MCl and
all others which are to be replaced by Independent
Regulatory Authority for Higher Education, so as
to facilitate the creation of Private Universities
controlled by the FEPs and the Indian Private
Education Investors. The students may be fleeced to
any level Imaginable - this is the recipe of NKC
which means that the institutions may vharge any
amount they desire. This shall hit hard at Equity,
Access, Excellence with Justice and the hardoest hit
would be the concept of Inclusive Education. The
management in governance of HE by the private
lobbies shall not increase the enrollment into
Education.

In a thought-provoking analysis done by Prof.
Sudhanshu Bhushan in his theme paper “A Neo-
Liberal Agenda of Knowledge Commission”
(presented at the 2-Day Seminar in March at Scottish
Church College, Kolkata), has underlined the neo-
liberal ap]_':m'nuh of the NKC as it puts thewhole of
HE Sector before thf: hounds of the market economy
anfrl th1u n'Earkct forces. Strongly discounting
privatization, he says: “the present social
configuration of communities in India needs an
active state intervention and commitment of state
rather than a free market based approach to the




expansion of higher education suggested by
knowledge commission”. So: “the existing
institutional mechanism should not be disturbed ™.
It means that the state funded universitics should
be expanded and there is no room for private
universities, similarly, the colleges should continue
to remain state-tunded. The emergence of self-
financing courses -in a big way has not only
disturbed but hasalso disrupted the whole college
education. During the period from 1990-2002, 5398
colleges In the self-financing stream emerged in the
country in about 13 year period more than 11,000
new volleges were started, most of them are in the
self-financing stream. The number of private
professional colleges is many times more than the
public funded ones: eg. In AP out of 240 Engineering
Colleges, 230 are private self-financing colleges.
Karnataka 122/102. In a survey made by AICTE in
2004 there were 1346 colleges with an intake of about
4,40,000 students and with an estimated turnout of
graduates at about 2,50,000. The way privatization
has been going on in professional and general
education without any rules and regulations poses
serious questions before the country regarding our
system. The students have paid heavy fees but have
not got the required educational inputs. The myth
that the private institutions serve better needs to be
exploded.

5. Bhushan again reminds us:

Any single Regulatory Commission that
would reduce the role of state and would
be created to regulate the market process
facilitating its growth would create an
imbalance and aggravate the
exclusiveness. Worldwide the tendency
has not been reduction in the role of state.
State has, however, redefined its role to
support the market expansion in higher
education without mitigating its role and
responsibility.

This is enough of an intellectual analytical
guidance to the state to avoid the major pitfalls into
which the state has already fallen and the NKC
Report pushes it further down the abyss. To quote
Bhushan:

Finally, the role of state, the relative
autonomy of university and colleges and
institutional reform should be clearly
defined to make India a vibrant higher
education. A neo-liberal agenda of reforms
suggested by Knowledge Commission is
not the rightanswer.

It is in this analytical perspective that the
AIFUCTO has been trying to put forth the highly
deleterious recommendations of NKC so as to
understand the impact of these developments on

Equity, Access, Excellence and Justice. The NKC
Report has failed the nation,

Since the "Report on Financing Higher
Education in Developing Countries” 1986, the
Waorld Bank has been consistently injecting wrong
polices into the Third World Countries to vacate the
space necupivd by FIE In 1994, the World Bank again
came out with “ligher Education: Lessons of
Expurienee”. The advocacy of HE as non-merit good
and that state should come out of HHE proved really
disastrous for the country. Although, never passed
by the Parliament, The Private Universities
(Establishment & Regulation) Bill was introduced
in Rajya Sabha in 1995. AIFUCTO)'s consistent
oppusition to it has compelled the UPA Gove toplan
to withdraw it. The May 1997 Paper of GOL:
“Government Subsidies in India” again advocated
the World Bank line and as a result of it a large
number of states started withdrawing from Higher
Education. Now, FHE has been defined as Merit-l1
good, that means that it is not to be subsidized to
the extent required.

The role of the judiciary has also encouraged
profit-making privatization despites judgements are
to the contrary but oblique and unclear, Although
the Supreme Court in St. Stephens College Vs Univ,
of Delhi in 1992 dearly ruled that the educational
institutions are not business houses and they do
not generate wealth. Contrary to this as well as
Mohini Jain (1992) and Unnlkrishnan cases (1993),
the TMA Pai Case (2002) clearly promoted
reasonable revenue surplus though said a few words
against profiteering. Yet another jud gement of the
apex courtin Inamdar Case, August 2005, allowed
the fee-structure to be devised by the Private
Institution, though a Committee headed by Retd.
Judge was to regulate the fees. Permission to have
15% seats for NRls further showed surrender before
the market forces. With big lobbying going oninthe
Education Sector with international and national
forces, the governments are beings constantly
pressurized to surrender to complete privatization
and commercialization of education in general and
HE in particular. This is the focus of most of the
developments including the approach paper ot the
l‘]anning Commission, the Paper of the Commerce
Ministry, and NKC Report and so on.

In this contemporary scenario we have to build
up strong connection with the students,
karamcharis as well as the bigger trade union
movement in the country to safeguard the Publie-
Funded Education System by understanding the big
dangers being posed toit by the neo-liberal, market
forces as Education cannot be left to them for
exploitation of the people.n

constitution of the 6 Central Pav Commission and
21 months after January, 2006, from which date the
new pay scales are due. The delegates alleged that
the constitution of the committee was deliberately
delayed to accommodate the tectonic shift in the
policy perceptions of the central government on
higher education between 2005 and 2006. The
Conference appealed to the UGC Pay Review
Committee to be guided by the policy perspectives
of the Report of the Central Advisory Board on
Education on the Financing of Higher and
Technical Education (2005) which represents the
federal consensus on greater public funding for
higher education and greater publiv control over
private institutions and to reject the Report of the
National Knowledge Commission (2006) which is
crafted in accordance with the policies of
liberalization, privatization and globalization
Dbypassing  the promises made by the UPA
Government in its Common Minimum Programme
(CMP) . The conference noted that the choice to be
made by the UGC pay review committee between
the CABE and NKC reports would notonly decide
the career prospects of over Slakh teachers but also
the prospects of lakhs of young men and women
all over the country yearning for quality higher
education in an equitable environment. AIFUCTO
appealed to the pay review committee to bring out
a set of comprehensive recommendations that
would address the concerns of the teachers
including those pertaining to the anomalies in the
implementation of 5™ pay review committee
recommendations, non implementation of UGC pay
scales in Orissa, non-implementation of uniform
retirement age throughout the country and the
demands of inclusive development which is
premised on availability of equitable opportunities
for higher education for all young men and women.

The AIFUCTO
demanded that the contral government scrap the
National Knowledge Commission and constitute a
full fledged National Commission on Education
along the lines of Kothari Commission, The
AIFUCTO also wanted immediate implementation
of the fundamental right to education through
common school system fully funded by the central
and state governments and appealed to the central
and state governments to spend at least 6 % of the
GDP, 10% of the central budget and 30% of the state
budget oneducation, Itdemanded a comprehensive
central legislation for regulating private unaided
institutions for the promotion of equity and
excellence ineducation. The AIFUCTO decided to
take immediate steps to organize the unorganized
part-time and contractual teachers and take
effective steps to ensure a better deal for them, even
as it would strive to scrap the scheme of contract
faculty in favour of regular faculty,

The three day statutory conference and national
seminar on the role of public funded institutions
were inaugurated by Dr. Y.S Rajasckhara Reddy,
the Hon. Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh. More
than 500 delegates drawn from all over the country
attended the conference and the seminar, Owver 50
delegates took part in the discussions on the
General Seeretary’s report. Dr. [B] Tilak of NEUP A,
the chief guest, explained how the prospect of
inclusive development is linked up with public
provision for quality education at all levels of
learning, including higher education.

The Vice Chancellors conference held at New Delhi on 10th and ll.th
October 2007 has rejected the major recommendations of the National
Knowledge Commission on Higher Education and has suggested an
alternative agenda for the Development of Higher Education.

Following is the full text of the summary of the recommendations
given by Education Plus of The Hindu dated 16th October 2007.

Various recommendations were made by the
National Conference on Developmentof | ligher
Education that was organised by the Uni versity
Grants Commission on 10th and 11th October
in New Delhi. The conference was attended by
Vice-Chancellors of Central, State and deemed
universities and other eminent educationists.
Following is the summary of the
rec-ommendations/key points made by the
participants:

There was a consensus that the triple objective
of expansion, inclusion and excellence are
integral and comple-mentary to one another.
Access to higher education has to be increased
to 201025 per cent and that the target GER (Gross
Enrolment Ratio) of 15 by the end of the 11th
Plan appears reasonable.

The participants agreed with the two pronged
strategy of establishment of new institutions and
also vapacity enhancement of existing
institutions. Other points made in this context
W

Focus on smaller towns, rural and remote areas
and backward regions where GER is lower than
the national average.

Establish a women's university in each State.
Established universities to set up rural
campuses.

Priority to professional and technical courses
in public institutions. Restructuring
corventional courses.

Focus on professional, technical and market-
oriented courses must not be at the cost of
humarities and social sciences.

Universities should not be reduced to  skill-
development centres,” they should have a
strong intellectual focus.

HERALA FRICETE
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Enrolment at the PG level across all disciplines
needs to be enhanced.

Universities and colleges should be of optimal
size,

Rationalise the affiliating svstem, reduce the
number of colleges per university; make
atfiliation more effective; give autonomy to
bigger and better col-leges; have UG examination
boards within the university.

The expansion strategies outlined must not
rely upon the private sector alone. Public
investment in higher education has to be
increased substantially.

Mere institutional expansion and in take
capacity will not necessarily make higher
education inclusive. Earlier recommendations
in this context were endorsed: Set up new
universities and collegesin areas that have GER
lower than the national average; strengthen and
expand existing universities and colleges that
are located inareas having GER lower than the
national average; provide special assistance to
institutions located in under-privileged
regions/areas and also to those that have 2
higher proportion of sacial groups such as SCs,
5Ts, OBCs, minorities, girls, physically
challenged in their student and etaff pqi:nu]aljnﬁ;
establish opportunity office in each university;
have capacity building centres for studene from
the deprived social groups,

Strategies for inclusion must also incude the
physically challenged;‘departmems of
disability studies.

Focus will also be on school education,
Betterendowed and privileged universities and
colleges need to network with under-privileged
institutionslo- cated in rural and remate areas

Focus on infrastructure, physical facilities and

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human resources particularly teachers to
promote excellence.

Earlier recommendations were endorsed: Bring
the non-12b colleges & universitivs under the
LGC fold on matching grant basis; priority
funding for bringing B and C band universities
at the level of Aband universities; faculty
development through fellowships andFIP.
Much depends upon the availability of quality
teaching faculty.

State governments to accord priority to higher
education - remove ban on creation of faculty
positions and appointment and nurture talent
and promote quality faculty.

Earlier recommendations on academic and
administrative reforms were endorsed - relaling
to updating of cur-ricula, examination and
evaluation sys-tem, semester and credit based
courses, inter-institutional mobility of students.
The reform process should be implemented
urgently.

Infrastructure constraints  particularly
inadequate faculty is the biggest constraint in
the implementation of these reforms,

Higher education must protect its autonomy.,
Autonomy with accountability has lo be the
guiding principle.

Multiplicity of regulatory authoritics isan arca
of concern.

Computation of Income Tax
For the financial year 2007 — 08

Changes have come in the computation of
income tax on account of the amendments to
the Income Tax Act effected by the finance act
2007. An attempt is made here to update the
computation by incorporating amendments in
Rate of income tax and education cess.
Definition of certain terms

Gross Salary : Sum total of Basic pay Dearness
Pay, DA, HRA (after deduction u/s 10(13A)

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A reverse mortgage (known as lifetime
mortgagein the United Kingdom) is a loan available
to seniors (62 and over in the United States), and is
used to release the home equity in the property as
one lump sum or multiple payments.

Vice Chancellors” Conference:

AIFUCTO Welcomes Stand
Against NKC Recommendations

Prof. Thotmas Joseph, President and Dr.V.K.
Teseart |, General Secretary of the All India
Federation of Lniversity and College Teachers'
Orgamizations (AIFUCTO)  have welcomed the
major recormmendations of the National Conference
on Development of Higher Education held at New
Delhi on the 10" and 11" of this month. The
consensus view emerging from the national
conterence of Vice-Chaneellors organized by the
Lniversity Grants Commission (LGC) implies a
rejection of the recommendations of the National
Knowledyge Commission (NKC) and a reiteration
of the views expressed by the committees
constituted by the Central Advisory Board on
Education (CABE) on financing and autonomy of
higher education institutions (2005). The national
level policy divide on higher education, as reflected
through the divergent perceptions of the NKC and
LGC recommendations, calls for a fresh national
debate on the strategies for the development of
higher education, the AIFUCTO press release has
stated.

While both NKC and UGC swear by the triple
objectives of expansion, inclusion and excellence,
their views diverge on the synergies amony these
objectives. NKC recommendations try to pit one
objective against the other and in the process
privilege the objectives of expansion and excellence
at the expense of the objectives of equity and
inclusion, The stress on a largely unregulated
framework for encouraging private players and
foreign collaboration in higher education and on
maximization of cost recovery from students, as
contained in the NKC recommendations, is a
reflection of the above strategy. The concern for
equity is reduced to a concession for a miniscule
minority of students in the form of scholarships.
The offer of one lakh scholarships by NKC would
cover only 1% of the present student population in
higher education. The UGC has made it clear that
the objectives of expansion, inclusion and
excellence are integral and complementary to one
another. It is in recognition of such
complementarities that the Vice-Chancellors have
recommended that there should be greater focus

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on the establishment of new institutions in smaller
towns, rural and remote areas and backward
regions where Gross Enrolment Ratio (GER) 1= lower
than the national average. The recommendation tor
providing provisions for special assistanve to
institutions located inunder privileged regions and
also to those that have a higher proportion of social
groups such as 5Cs, 5Ts, OBCs, minorities, girls and
physically challenged also underline the need for
operationalising the ideal of inclusive development.
The Vice-Chancellors’ conference has stressed the
need for greater public runding and has virtuaily
ruled out the possibilities for further enhancing
student fees.

The NKC report has made a subtle distinction
between different levels of excellence. It has
recommended the establishment or 50 National
Universities which could function as “exemplars
for the rest of the nation” and a large number of
institutions across the country which could impart
education at a lower level of excellence, ubriuusl}'
inimitation of the 50 national models of excellence.
The national level universities will have the best of
students selected from all over the country by
following a needs-blind admission policy; it will
also have the best of teachers by providing for an
appropriate system of appointments and incentives,
The National Universities will not be burdened with
affiliated colleges and will have the pro per ambience
for experimenting with the latest teaching-learning
models. On the contrary, the rest of the universities
will have only namesake modifications in their
structure and teaching learning practices. The
U.G.C conference has now suggested a totally
different strategy for development. Its emphasis is
not on developing a few islands of excellence, but
onuplifting average universities and colleges with
the objective of reducing the quali ty gap among
higher education institutions.

The Vice-Chancellors’ conference has also
rejected the NKC recommendation for the creation
of a new ' national regulatory framework by
establishing an Independent Regulatory Authority
for Higher Education (IRAHE). The NKC has
conceived IRAHE as a regulatory agency

The simultancous application of paras (i) to (vii) above is causing a lot of hardship ko teachers who
acquire Ph.DD. degree later in their service. The teachers who acquired Ph.1D, degree onor after 11,1996 but
prior to their placement as Lecturer (Selection Grade)/ Reader are the most aggrieved by the implementation
of the Covernment Order cited as reference (2) abowve. Thisca tegory of teachers are eligible for two advance
increments when they move in to Lecturer (Selection Grade) / Reader, as per para 6,18 of the GO vited as
reference (1) above,

But, the clarification issued in the Government Order cited as reference {2) above, that the advance
increments will be sanctioned only in the lower scale for fixing the pay in the higher scale, defeats the very
objective of para 6.18 of the GO referred as (1) above. The two advance increments for P, in the Senior
Scale while moving in to Selection Grade will not yield any benefit to most of the teachers. Their pay is still
fixed at the minimum of the pay scale ear marked for Lecturer (Selection Grade)/ Reader. Alternatively, as
per para 6.19 ot GO referred as (1) above, these category of teachers can earn two advance increments on the

date ofaward of the Ph.D. degree. Unfortunately, they will not getany considerable moncta ry benetit unless
they are at the carly stages of their carcer, Owing to the stipulations in the GO referred as (2) above, their pay
will be fixed at the minimum of the pay scale after they are placed as Selection Grade / Reader. This situation
causes a lot of frustration and heartburn to teachers who acquire Ph.D. degree during their service after
several years of committed research work.

Consider the instance of two teachers of the same de partment who went for doing research. The senior
teacher who is very active in rescarch acquired Ph.D. degree after 1. 1. 1996 while she/he is a Senior
Lecturer. She /he earned two advance increments for Ph.D. on the date of acquiring it. After a few months
she/he was placed as Lecturer (Selection grade) and unfortunately she/he did not get any benefit while
fixing her /his pay in the revised scale and her/his pay is still fixed at the minimum of the pay scale for
Lecturer (Selection Grade)/Reader. The other teacher, who happens to be junior to the former one in terms
of a few maonths, acquired her/his Ph.D.later in the service after she/he was placed as Lecturer (Selection
Grade). She/he got two advance increments at the time of awarding Ph.D. and she /he is still ahead of the
senior teacher in terms of two increments. A number of such instances of this anomaly exist amony the
teachers of the colleges in the state. This anomaly should be rectified.

The UGC in their letter, cited as reference (3) above, made it clear that the UGC with the approval of
Ministry of Human Resource Development had extended the benefit of two advance increments at the Hme
of promotion as Lecturer (Selection Grade)/ Reader to those teachers who have acquired /will acquire
Ph.D. onor after 1.1.1996. As such, the direction for granting two advance increments for Ph.D. in the lower
scale while fixing the pay in the higher scale, as per Guvurm_nunt Order cited as (2) above, goes against the
clarification issued in this regard by the UGC. Hence, two advance increments for teachers for acquiring
Ph.D. on or after 1.1.1996 must be given in the higher scale after fixing the pay as Lecturer (Selection
Grade)/Reader. _ ,

The category of teachers who acquired /will acquire Ph.D. degree on or after |. 1.1996 but on a date
posterior to the date of their placement as Lecturer (Selection Grade) do not face any hardship as they got/
will get two advance increments on the date of acquiring Ph.D. degree.

In view of the above, itis appealed that

1. A chance of exercising option should be given to a teacher who acquired /will acquire Ph.D. degree

on or after 1.1.1996, either to avail the two advance increments for Ph.D. as and when she/he
acquires it, as contemplated in para 6.19 of the GO referred as (1) above, or to defer the bwo advance
increments to the date of placement in the Selection Grade/Reader, as contemplated in para 6.18 of
the GO.

2. The two advance increments for teachers for acquiring Ph.DD. on or after 1,1.1996 must be givenin

the higher scale after fixing the pay as Lecturer (Selection Grade) /Reader, as clarified in the letter of
UGC, cited as reference (3) above.
3.  The Government Order cited as reference (2) should be modified to this extent.
