NKC NOTE ON HIGHER EDUCATION

MISMATCH BETWEEN
DIAGNOSIS AND PRESCRIPTION

Massive Changes in the Offing
The Note on Higher Education submitted by the
National Knowledge Commission (NKC) to the
Prime Minister on the 29" of November 2006 merits
serious discussion, especially because the
recommendations are likely to be accepted and
implemented. The Prime Minister has entrusted the
high profile Commission with the job of leading
India by hand into the Knowledge Century. The
different voices from within the Comumission over
the issue of reservation of seats in professional
colleges and the unsavory form in which it found
its expression through the media has had some
adverse impact on the credibility of the Commission
as a cohesive think tank which could prescribe the
panacea for the problems confronting the country
in the post-industrial world. Yet the Commission
continues to wield tremendous influence with the
PMO where momentous decisions that could make
or break the nation are taken. Against the above
background, it is surprising that the Note on Higher
Education has received only scant media attention,
despite the fact that the Note has put forward
recommendations deeply affecting the entire
spectrum of higher education in the country.
The 19 page Note, now available on the website
of NKC, contains seven chapters, inaddition to an
introduction. While the introduction sets out the
broad concerns about quantity, quality and equity,
all of which are perceived to require urgent
attention, questions relating to Universities,
Undergraduate Colleges, Regulation, Financing,
Quality, National Universities and Access are
taken up separately in the seven cha pters_that
follow. Following are the major recommendations:

1. Create 1500 universities in the next eight years

2. Establish an Independent Regulatory
Authority for Higher Education (IRAHE)
which would take over most of the functions
presently undertaken by UGC and other
regulatory agencies

Minimize the role of UGC to that of a funding
agency, and that of AICTE, MCI and BCl to
that of professional associations

Increase public spending on higher education
and diversify the sources of funding
Establish 50 National Universities, Public or
Private,10 of them in the next three years
Reform Existing Universities by revising the
curricula every three years , introducing
internal evaluation, course credit and semester
systems, promoting research, attracting and
retaining talent in teaching through a system
of differential pay scales across and within
universities and colleges, instituting
incentives and disincentives for teacher
performance /nonperformance ,scrapping the
system of career advancement and introducing
a scheme for promotion of teachers through
open competition , reforming governance
structures by reducing the size and
composition of decision making bodies and
ensuring freedom from political interference

Restructure undergraduate colleges by
granting autonomy to individual colleges/
college clusters, converting some of them into
community colleges, and bringing the majority
of them under the governance of Central Board
of Undergraduate Education /State Boards of
Undergraduate Education.

Improve the system of institutional and social
accountability by compulsory information
disclosure, teacher evaluation by students,
improving infrastructure and training facilities
for teachers, networking colleges, permitting
foreign universities to operate in competition
with Indian Universities and by promoting
diversity and differentiation at every level
Permit individual institutions to fix the fee
structure, subject to the condition that at least
20% of the total expenditure of the institution
shall be recovered in the form of fees.
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10. Ensure access for all deserving students by
following a “needs blind admission policy”,
through a system of National Scholarship
Scheme

11. Evenasreservalions are to continue, develop
a comprehensive “deprivation index” that
would ensure that the benefits of affirmative
action acerue to all that deserve them.

Conceptual Issues

While some of the universally accepted and little
implemented recommendations have been
included, there are also a number controversial
propositions which need to be discussed in detail
at various levels before being accepted for
implementation. Some of these prescriptions
actually run counter to the objectives set forth in
the introductory chapter. This dichoto my between
diagnosis and prescription points to a deep-rooted
failure to properly appreciate the synergies among
the objectives of expansion, excellence and
inclusion. Equity is perceived only as a necessary
concession to marginalized sectionsina democratic
set up rather than as an integral component of
expansion and excellence. While the question of
ameliorating individual deprivation is partially
addressed througha large number of free ships and
scholarships, the larger question of ameliorating
societal deprivation by extending the boundaries
of the universities to include the larger society is
totally ignored. In this respect, the Note marks a
significant break with the recommendationsin the
Report of the Kothari Commission. Way back in
1966, the Kothari Commission had set forth a three
dimensional role for universities and colleges,
namely, teaching, research and extension. Though the
third dimension of extension has not been
implemented with any seriousness, it has always
been accepted as a worthy goal to be pursued. The
NKC Note has given a quite burial to the goal of
extension in higher education. It is not difficult to
see why the Knowledge Commission could cold-
shoulder a goal, which has for long been regarded
as central to higher education in this country. At
the root of the marginalization of the goal of
extension is the internalization of the
individualistic, competitive philosophy of
capitalist globalization, which runs deep through
the NKC Note on Higher Education.

Despite the rhetoric of inclusion, the Note
pursues the logic of exclusion, both at the
conceptual and operational levels. Apart from
marginalizing the goal of extension, the Note has
indirectly posited a distinction between average
excellence and superior excellence, by arguing that
we have to ensure "average quality of higher
education in every sphere” and at the same time

create institutions that are “exemplars of excellence
at par with the bestin the world”, This is old wine
innew bottles, a repetition of the concept of islands
of excellence flourishing in a vast ocean of
mediovrity that was put forward through the New
Education Policy (NEP) of 1986, The moot question
is not whether all institutions can register the same
level of excellence, but whether it isappropriate to
setdifferential institutional excellence as a goal to
be pursued. Such differential goals are often set to
justify the inequitable practice of preferential
treatment meted out to select institutions, select
faculty and sclect students in funding and status,
which is not quite often justified by the output by
such institutions/ faculty /students. Preferential
practices pursued in the past needs to be reviewed
in the light of the performance of institutions which
have been given such treatment. The question
whether the most pampered institutions, which
have squandered scarce national resources leaving
the majority of the institutions high and dry, have
produced commensurate output in the form of
national wealth and national leadership needs to
be answered through an objective assessment of
their performance. Itis also necessary to interrogate
the usefulness of the yardstick of global standards,
as a measure of excellence in Indian higher
education. Application of uniform measuring scales
across institutions all over the world may fail to
give due credit to diversity, which is an essential
ingredient of creativity.

Operational Issues

The operational strategy of the divisive agenda
proposed by the Knowledge Commission is to pit
one set of institutions, level of education, subjects,
teachers and students against another. A
distinction is sought to be drawn between
universities and colleges, between undergraduate
and post graduate education, between those who
teach commercially viable disciplines and others
who teach traditional disciplines and between
National and Provincial Universities. The rationale
of segregating undergraduate from post graduate
educationis not clear ,more so when integration of
undergraduate and post graduate studies is
recommended in the proposed National
Universities. The need for ensuring the services of
the most accomplished faculty members  in
National Universitiesisalso recognized in the Note.
But the services of such teachers would be denied
lo large majority of undergraduate students, once
undergraduate education is de-linked from post
graduate and research education. That would run
counter to the recommendation for greater
integration of research and teaching which the
INKC Note advocates. Undergraduate education is
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the foundation upon which the whole edifice of
higher education is built up. Strengthening
undergraduate education is essential for
strengthening postgraduate education and
research, This is possible only through greater
integration of undergraduate education with post
graduate education and research. While the
Commission recognizes the need for integrating
different levels of higher education, it reserves such
opportunities for a small coterie who will be
fortunate enough to gain admission to National
Universities and Autonomous colleges. The large
majority will be condemned to join mediocre
institutions affiliated to Central Board of
Undergraduate Education or State Board of
Undergraduate Education which would set the
curricula and conduct examinations for them.
Though diversity is recognized as an essential
condition for excellence, the opportunities for
diversity and excellence are available only for the
elect few. The large majority is condemned to
uniformity and mediocrity. Even the existing
facilities for limited diversity will be lost by the
establishment of National/State Boards of
Undergraduate Education. A better and more viable
alternative would be to encourage existing
undergraduate colleges to start postgraduate and
research studies. A scheme for the separationof a
large number of institutions from the stream of
higher education is part of a clever strategy to
introduce differential scales of pay for college and
university teachers. A move in this direction has
already been set in motion by Prof. Mungekar
Committee through its recommendation for
differential qualification for undergraduate and
postgraduate teachers and its implementation by
the UGC. The agenda of differential salary is sought
to be justified in the Note as part of a scheme of
incentives and disincentives for ensuring quality.
The argument is that better teacher performance can
be ensured through a system of reward an_ld
punishment. But this comes with a rider that big
salary differences between faculty members would
threaten the identity of the professoriate and that
universities will never be able to compete with
salaries being paid elsewhere. Unfortunately, the
train of thought is not pursued to its logical
conclusion. The blind faith in competition and
monetary rewards has given little room for thinking
better alternatives. An aggressive teacher who
jumps to the top overtaking his seniors would still
be doing only his part of the teaching. At the same
time, he could cause severe heartburn among others
he had overtaken for a pittance. The greater
commitment of one teacher comes at the price of
Jesser commitment of many he has overtaken. The
net impact of a scheme of promotion through open

competition on the student community is likely to
be less edifying than the present scheme of carcer
advancement, Obviously, the rules of the market
and the rules of the campus have to be different.
The one thrives on competition, the other on
cooperation, What we need today is greater
cooperation between institutions, between teachers
and students, both at the State, National
International levels. While physical goods and
services shrink while sharing, intellectual goods
and services grow while sharing. It appears that
this simple truth has been lost on the Knowledge
Commission.

The logic of the market is pursued with single
minded devotion in the Note. It refuses to see any
distinction between Public and Private Universities,
Indian and foreign Universities, Indian and foreign
students, Indian Universities operating in India
and abroad. In fact, the Note recommends that itis
necessary to formulate appropriate policies for the
entry of foreign institutions into India arud
promotion of Indian institutions abroad, while
ensuring a level playing field for foreign and
domestic institutions with in the country. The same
rules that apply to domestic institutions should also
be applicable to foreign institutions. The rules will
be the same for Government and private institutions.
The rule of the market will apply equally to all.

The Commission’s recommendation to permit

individual institutions to fix the fee would render
education unaffordable to the majority. While
Punnayya Committee set up by the UGC and the
CABE Committee on the Financing of Higher
Education have recommended a ceiling on the
maximum fees that can be levied from students, the
NKC Note has proposed a ceiling on the minimum
fees tobelevied. The recommendation isintended
to create the policy frame work for a legislation that
would nullify the Supreme Court order which gives
the Government the right to fix non-exploitative fee
even in private professional colleges. Under the
new arrangement, the sky is the limit for private
entrepreneurs in education. The proposal to
encourage philanthropic contributions and
institution of 100,000 Government scholarships
will have only marginal impact in ensuring access
for the marginalized groups. The Knowledge
Commission has traversed long distances from the
constitutional scheme of imparting educationasa
charitable activity to arrive at its market philosophy
of imparting education as an untrcpruncurial
activity. Charity, under the new dispensation, is
not an obligation, but only benevolence. The net
result of the reforms proposed by the National
Knowledge Commission in Higher Education
would be the opposite of the projected goals of
expansion, excellence and inclusion,

Council

Thu Higher Education Council has been
constituted in accordance with the policy
formulations in the New Education Policy of 1986.
It is conceived as a collective of the Government,
Universities and other institutions of higher
learning. The structure and responsibilities of the
Council have been designed in such a way as to
promote a synergic relationship between the
Council and the Universities. The Council and the
Universities will mutually exchange representatives
in their respective bodies. Various bodies of the
Council constituted through nomination and
election are so structured as to make available to
the Council the services of the leadership in
different walks of life.

The Governor who is the Chancellor of all
Universities in the State will be the “Patron” of the
Council.

The Council consists of three bodies namely:
(1) Advisory Council: This is a 32 member body

consisting of the Chief Minister, Minister for
Education, Minister for Health, Minister for
Law, Minister for Agriculture, Leader of
Opposition in the Assembly, representatives
of the members of the Parliament from the State,
members of the State legislature (with
reservation for SC /ST, and woman) , members
of three tier Panchayaths, members of
Municipalities, members of Corporations and
eminent personalities from different walks of
life. The Advisory Council will be responsible
for giving guidance to the Couneil and to
evaluate and suggest corrective measures Lo
ensure the proper functioning of the Council.
(2) Governing Council: Thisisa 35 member high
power body chaired by the Minister for
Education with all Vice-Chancellors of the

State Universities, five educationalists (with

reservation for SC/ST and woman) elected

representatives of the Academic Councils of
State Universities, nominated representatives
of student unions (with reservation for woman)
higher officials of the State in the ranks of
Secretaries and Directors of various
departments, as members. This body 1s
responsible for taking final decision on all
policy matters. The representatives of the
Government and the Universities will come
together in the Governing Council and take
decisions on issues in higher education
pertaining to the entire State.

(3) Executive Council: This is a 9 member body
chaired by the Vice Chairman of the Council.
Apart from the Vice Chairman, this body will
include a full time member secretary, tive part-
time members, one Vice Chancellor and the
Secretary to Government, Higher Education.
The Executive Council will be responsible for
the day to day functioning of the Coundil. The
Council will send one of its members to the
Syndicate of each University.

The Higher Education Council will act like a
Planning Board of Higher Education. The major
objectives of the proposed Council are to advise the
Government on policy formulation in respect of
higher education, to assist the Universities and other
institutions of higher learning in the formulation
and implementation of their academic
programmes, to co-ordinate the functioning of the
Government, Universities and other institutions in
the field of higher education, to provide common
services for the entire State in the higher education
sector and to facilitate the implementation of
academic autonomy and accountability in all
institutions of higher learning in a mutually
complementary manner.

THE KERALA STATE HIGHER EDUCATION
COUNCIL ORDINANCE 200/

Promulgated by the Governor of Kerala
in the fifty-seventh year of the Republic of India

An
ORDINANCE
to provide for the setting up of the
Kerala State Higher Education Council

Preamble.- WHEREAS it is necessary to establish a
State Higher Education Council as a collective of
the Government, Universities and other institutions
of higher learning in order to forge a synergic
relationship among them, for ensuring the
autonomy and accountability of all institutions of
higher learning in the State, for the promotion of
academic excellence and social justice by providing
academic input to the State Government for policy
formulation and perspective planning, for directing
the growth of higher education in accordance with
the socio-economic requirements of the State, by
monitoring and coordinating the implementation
of such policies in all higher education institutions
in the State including Universities, research
institutions and colleges, by networking various
programmes in higher education undertaken and
promoted by the Central and State Governments
and by national level regulatory bodies including
the University Grants Commission, All India
Council for Technical Education, National Council
for Teacher Education, Medical Council of India,
Bar Council of India and other similar statutory
bodies, by undertaking independent work for the
generation and dissemination of new ideas in
higher education, by providing common facilities
for all Universities, rescarch institutions, colleges
and other centres of higher learning by providing
for the generation and optimum utilization of funds
for the expansion and development of higher
education and by undertaking such other
programmes for promoting the ubjectives of sodial
justice and excellence in education ;

AND WIHEREAS, the Legislative Assembly of the
State of Kerala is not in session and the Governor of

Kerala is satisfied that dircurnstances exist which
render it necessary for him to take immediate action;
NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers
conferred by clause (1) of Article 213 of the
Constitution of India, the Governor of Kerala is
pleased to promulgate the following Ordinance: -
1.  Short title, Extent and Commencement. -

Removal from Membership of the Council.- If, at
any time, it appears to the Government that
an appointed or nominated member has
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proved himself to be unfit to hold such office
or has been guilty of misconduct or neglect
which in the opinion of the Government
renders his removal from the membership
of the Coundl, 2s expedient, the Government
may, after giving such member, a reasonable
opportunity of showing cause as to why he
shall not be removed from the Council and
after examining the same deade whether to
continue or remove such member, as the case
may be, in or from his membership and in
case of such removal from the membership
of the Coundil itshall be made by notification.
Filling up of Casual Vacanc: If a casual
vacancy arises in the office of a nominated or
appointed Member either by reason of his
death, resignation, removal or otherwise, such
vacancy shall be filled up by the Government
by nomination or appointment and such
Member shall hold office only for the
remainder of the term of the Member in
whose place he was nominated or appointed,
as the case may be.

Protection of acts done in the good faith.- No
suit, prosecution or other legal proceeding
shall lie against the Coundl or any member or
officer or emplovee of the Council for anything
whichisdone orintended to be done in good
faith in pursuance of the provisions of this
Ordinance or any rules or regulations made
thereunder.

Staff of the Council.- The Council shall, with
prior approval of the Government appoint
such officers and staff, as it deems necessary
for the discharge of its functions under this
Ordinance. The terms and conditions of
service of the officers and staff of the Council
shall be such as may be specified in the
regulations to be framed by the Council.
Funds of the Council.- (1) The funds of the
Council shall indude all sums which may,
from time to time, be paid to it by the
Government and all other receipts including
any sum from the Central Government, any
State Government, the Universily Grants
Commission or any other authority,
institutions or person.

(2) The Government may pay to the Council
every financial year such sums as may be
considered necessary for the functioning of the
Council and for the discharge of its
responsibilities and duties.

99%, of the distance to reach the level of state with
the best, infrastructure.

BIMSTEC isa newly formed economic co-operation
region between Bangladesh, India, Myanmar,
Srilanka, Thailand, Bhutan and Nepal is BIMSTEC.

The initiative for this economic co-
operation was taken in the year 1997. BIMSTEC was
formed with the idea of imparting greater socio-
economic co-operation among the member nations
in the areas of technology, transport and
communication, energy, tourism, agriculture,
fisheries and human resource development. The
BIMSTEC members have agreed to setup a free trade
area (FTA) by July 2007. Negotiations under
BIMSTEC umbrella will be easier than under
SAFTA because all the BIMSTEC members are
purely guided by economic interests rather than by
political interests.

Two Day Seminar organized by
the Academic Committee of AKPCTA
on 18 and 19 November 2006

We submit the following long pending grievances for your kind consideration and necessary favorable
action,

1. Advanceincrements as incentives for Ph. D holders- our representation, 632/05 dated B-11-05

Ref:- (i) AICTE order, F.No. 1-65/CD/NEC/98-99 dt. 15-3-2000
(i) GO (P) NO.171/99/H. Edn dt. 21-12-1999
(iii) Lr. From AICTE, F. No. FD/PSSC /Clarif /2003 /1dt. 10-9-2003
Advance increments are incentives for higher qualification incorporated in the AICTE scheme witha
view to retain the best talents in the teaching field. As per the original AICTE order, paper cited as ref.
(i) above, a teacher will be eligible for two advance increments as and when he acquiresa Ph. D degree
in his service career (Para 6.0.d). Further, as per GO cited as ref. (vi) above, the government order for
implementation of UGC scheme including revision of pay scales of teachers of Universities and Col-
leges in Kerala, “A teacher will be eligible for two advance increments as and when he/she acquires a
Ph. Din his/her service career”(para6.19).
It has been clarified by AICTE that in matters such as incentives for higher qualifications are con-
cerned, it will follow the same rules and regulations, which are being followed by UGC-ref (iii).
Under these circumstances, we find no justification for the denial of this incentive to the eligible
teachers of engineering colleges covered by the AICTE scheme. Hence, we request you to take urgent
steps for granting two advance increments to all eligible teachers irrespective of whether he/she being
a lecturer/ Asst Professor/Professor as when he/she acquires a Ph. D degree in his/ her service
career.

Itemn no. (iv) of section | of the GO cited as ref. (viii) says, “The period of deputationincluding the time
taken for toand fro journey for QIP of teachers will be treated as duty”. The government has so far not
amended this rule. An examination of the various senior scale/ selection grade placements granted in
early 1990s as per GO ref (ix) cited above will reveal the fact that the period of Quality Improvement
Programme for higher studies(M. Tech/Ph. D) was counted as part of duty. But, now, the Director of
Technical Education has denied this benefit to some of the teachers of the TKM. College of Engg,
Kollam (ref. vii, viii & ix). According to the DTE, GO cited asref. (ix) does not permit the QIP period to
be counted as part of duty and hence this benefit can be granted only w.e.f 1-1-96.
This argument of the DTE is not correct since the GO cited as ref. (ix) do not say that the period of
deputation for higher studies under QIP has to be excluded from the service for senior scale/ selection
grade placements. According to GO cited as ref. (viii), QIP period has to be counted as part of duty.
Moreover, the period of deputation for higher studies (M. Tech/Ph. D) under the Quality Improvement
Programme is being counted for cadre promotions such as Asst. Professor/ Professor. It had never
been a matter of dispute for cadre promotions. Senior scale placements/ Selection grade placements
are in effect consolation for those qualified teachers who have no chance for cadre promotions to the
post of Asst. professors. For promotion to the post of Asst. Professor, 5 years service as lecturer is the
experience requirement and, for this, the QIP period is being treated as part of duty whereas for senior
scale/ selection grade placements, QII’ period prior to 1-1-96 is not being considered, This is discrimi-
natory and misinterpretationof the rules.
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3. Revised Career Advancement Scheme for Teachers Under AICTE Scheme:
Ref: - (x) F. No. FD/PSSC/ Clarif/2003/1 dt. 10-9-2003 _ m
The AICTE has issucd fresh guidelines for the career Advancement Scheme in th"j,‘ ase of teachers
covered by the AICTE scheme (Appendix-1, Ref. (x)). The main recommend ationsare: .

(i) Selection grade lecturers having Master's degree and Jor [ulfilling 0 ther requirem ents for Pmm_]?r:m“
as Assistant Professor, if found suitable, could be given the designation of Assistant Professor. There
is no financial commitment for doing so since the pay scales of selection grade lecturers and Assistant
Professors are the same. This is similar to the provision in UGC scheme of piving the designation of
Reader for those Selection grade lecturers who have Ph. 1 (section 6. 26, Ref. (ii)). o

(ii) An Assistant Professor with a minimum of § years of service in that grade will be cligible to I?e
considered for appointment as a Professor. For this, the AICTE has further recom mended that in
addition to the sanctioned position of Professors, promotion may be made from the post of Assistant
Professor after 8 years of service as Assistant Professor.

We roquest to take necessary steps at the earliest for incorporating the above guidelines in the Career
Advancement Scheme. Universities may be directed to incorporate these guidelines in the relevant
Statutes/regulations.

4  Sanctioning of M. Tech courses in Aided Engineering Colleges
The number of seats for Post graduate courses in engineering is not commensurate with the number of
B. Tech graduates passing out from the different colleges of the state. Hence a dearth of post graduates
inengineering is widely felt in the technical education field of Kerala.

The situation will be much improved if facilities for post graduate education in the engineering fieldin
the state are widened. This can be accomplished by providing more M. Tech seats in the different govt.
/aided colleges of the state.
The private aided engineering colleges (TKM. College of Engg, Kollam, MA. College of Engg,
Kothamangalam and NSS. College of Engg, Palakkad) are quite old and well equi pped to run M. Tech
courses in the different disciplines. Hence we request for necessary stepsin this regard.

5 Promotion as per 1:2:4 Patterns.
Ref: () GO (P) 68/2000/H. Edn dt. 18-5-2000

(xii) GO (P) 81 /90/H. Edn dt 27-3-1990

As per Para 3.10.2 of the order, GO (P) 68 /2000,/H.Edn. dt 18.5.2000, the desirable ratio for Professor;
Asst. Professor: Lecturer will be fixed as 1:2:4 as per the norms of AICTE. Before the introduction of the
AICTE Scheme of 1986, implemented vide order, GO (P) No. 81/90/ H. Edn dt, 27-3-1990, non cadre
Asst. Professorship and Professorship were in vogue for teachers completing 10 years and 20 years.
This system of non cadre promotions was dispensed with when the AICTE scheme of 1986 was
implemented in 1990. Even many unqualified teachers who became non cadre Asst. Professors before
the arbitrary cut off date of 28-2-1989 were protected. This gave rise to a lot of dissatisfaction to teachers
who were left out by a small period to become eligible for noncadre Asst Professorship/ Professorship.
Non cadre asst. Professorship/ Professorship was allowed to avoid stagnation and thereby help
improve motivation.
In the AICTE scheme, there is no provision for non cadre Asst. Professorship/ Professorship. But as
per order cited above, the order by which the revised AICTE scheme was implemented, the desirable
ratio for Professor: Asst. Professor: Lectureris 1:2:4. The AICTE scheme was implemented to improve
the quality of technical education by attracting and retaining the best talents in the teaching field of
engineering education. As per the order, GO (I’) 68/ 2000/H. Edn dt. 18.5.2000, teachers can be pro-
moted as Professors/ Asst. Professors in accordance with the pattern 1:2:4. Our representation dated
8-9-2004 to the Hon'ble minister for education is pending with the higher education department File
no. is 26905/]3/2004/H .Edn.

6  Placement to Selection grade after 11 years.
Ref: - (xiii) GO (P) No. 59/2004 /H. Edn (C) dt. 7-6-2004
The Govt. have issued orders vide ref. (xiii) enabling those college teachers coming under the UGC
scheme who have been placed in the senior scale after 8 years of service to get the placement in the
selection grade as and when they complete 11 years of service Despite many representations and
follow ups, this facility is still not extended to teachers of engincering colleges covered under the
AICTE scheme. As per letter from the AICTE (ref.(iii)), it had been clarified that the AICTE will follow
the same rules and regulations which are being followed by UGC in similar type of cases as far as
career advancement scheme is concerned. The file is pending in the Higher education department, file
no. 20029/G1/2004 /H. Edn dt. 20-10-2005. ’

ORDER
As per the G.O. read above as 1st, scales of pay of State Government employees have been revised with
effect from 1-7-2004. The Teachers ete. on UGC/ AICTE scales of pay in the State Service, who are on Central
pattern of scales of pay, are not covered by the pay revision of State Government employees. As per Office
Memorandum of Government of India read as 2nd, Deamess Allowance equal to 50% of the existing basic
pay of Central Government employees has been merged with the basic pay and shown it distinctly as
Dearness Pay, with effect from 1-4-2004. The DA in excess of 50% so merged, is applied to both basic pay
and deamess pay. As per the letter read as 3 , the University Grants Commission has requested all State
Governments to take appropriate action in line with the Office Memorandum. The Organisations of the
Teachersetc. have demanded extension of the benefits allowed in the Office Memorandum, to the Teachers
ete. on UGC/ AICTE in State Government service,
2. After having examined the matter in detail, Government are pleased to order that 50% Deamess
Allowance of Teachers etc. on UGC/AICTE scales of pay (including Medical Education Service) in the
State service will be merged with the basic pay with effect from 1-7-2004 as indicated below:
(i) DA equal to 50% of the basic pay so merged as on 1-7-2004 will be shown distinctly as Dearness
Pay (DP).

(ii) The rate of DA in excess of 50% so merged, will be applied to the Basic Pay + Dearness Pay.
Thus, after merger, DA as on 1-7-2004 will he 14%.( 64% - 50%)

(iii) Paymentin cash onaccountof the merger of DA will be granted from 1-1-2007 only.

(iv) Arrearsonaccountof the merger of DA payable from 1-7-2004 to 31-12-2006 will be credited to the
PF account of the employee. The arrears will not be withdrawn from PF account till 31-3-2010,
except in the case of those who are retiring before 31-3-2010, in which case the arrears will be
released on their retirement. Arrears may be claimed with a Provident Fund Schedule attached for
crediting the amount to the PF account of the employee. Interest on the arrears credited to the PF
account will accrue from the first date of the month inwhich the bill is passed by the Treasury. In
the case of employees who have opted not to subscribe to PF account during the last one year of
service and in those cases where it is not obligatory to maintain PF account, arrears will be paid in
cash, in the ease of ihose employees who have not started subscription to I'F, the drawal of arrears
will be deferred, which shall be drawn and deposited as and when the PF account is opened.
