he debate over the criteria for the award of
minority statusto educational institutions,
which was initially triggered by the Kerala
Professional Colleges Act, 2006, has once again
been fore-grounded, this time, by the judgment of
the Hon. High Court of Kerala in WP(C) No. 17717
of 2007(H). Delivering the judgment on the rights
of the managements in private aided colleges on
the appointment of principals the Hon. High Court
has directed as follows: “Only the management of a
religions minority institution can appoint a candidate
of its choice as Principal of a private aided college. In
the absence of a formal declaration of minority status,
the management is bound to comply with the mandate
contained in Section 59(3) of the M.G. University Act.”
It is not the first time that the judiciary has
insisted on the need for appropriate mechanism
and methodology for the award of minority status.
In the St. Stephen’s case, the Supreme Court had
made it clear that the status should be granted with
care and caution to ensure that it is not misused.
The court observed: “Article 30 (1) is a protective
measure only for the benefit of religious and
linguistic minorities and it is essential to make it
absolutely clear that no ill fit or camouflaged
institution should get away with the constitutional
protection”. Identification of minority institutions
on the basis of appropriate criteria and certification
by proper authority are therefore extremely
important for the proper working of the
constitutional scheme for providing special
protection for the minorities.

The Tangal Kunju Musliar College was
established in 1958, The Government acquired land
for the college to the extent of more than 26 acres
under provisions of the Land Acquisition Act for
the “public purpose” of establishing an
Engineering college by Muslims, mainly for the
purpose of imparting higher education to Muslims.
But admissions were not restricted to Muslims
alone. Shri. Musliar had in facta cosmopolitan view
of education and believed thata college exclusively
for the benefit of Muslims had no place in 2 country
like India. The management had accepted certain
conditions set by the Government for ensuring
excellence and social justice in education, as part
of Grant-in-aid Scheme and the Direct Paymenst
Scheme to which the college was admitted in 153%-
60 and 1972 respectively. The management
contented that the conditions of Direct Pavment
Agreement imposed stringent restrictions on the
admission of Muslim students to such anextent as
would destroy the minority character of the
institution. The management had jurisdiction only
over 15% of the seats. It was argued that the Muslim
architecture of the buildings housing the college
wasitself a proof of its minority character.

In the face of seemingly clinching evidence
supporting the case for minority status of TKM
College, the Secretary, Higher Education applied
the judicial test of piercing the veil of minority
claims and looked at reality in the face. It was found
that the management which had been professing
interest in the welfare of Muslim minority students
and had been protesting against the inadequacy of
15% quota had not cared to fill even the 15%
allotted to it with Muslim students. A majority of
students in the 15% discretionary quota were
admitted from other communities, obviously for
considerations other than the welfare of Muslims.
The practices of the management in the admission
of students would show that there was no “nexus”
between the claim for minority status and benefit
to the minority community .Moreover, the
management had willingly surrendergd i.ts
minority rights as quid pro quo for 5uhfsta1_1taa] aid
from public agencies. The extent of aid since the
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introduction of Direct Payment Agreement (D :
: the

has been so substantial as to make
nomenclature ‘aided institution’ almost an
understatement. The college has effectively been
functioning with public funds since the
introduction of Direct Payment in 1972.The
principle of estoppel would come into play, making
it not only unethical, but even unlawful to Emﬂt
minority status to such publicly funded institutions,
which in practice would only enlarge the area of
discretion of the management without any
corresponding benefit to the community in question.

The Secretary, Higher Education Deparhnunll
therefore concluded as follows: “The question of
infringement of minority rights would arise only
if such a right did exist. In view of the
circumstances regarding the funding amﬂ‘
administration of this college and the absence of
“nexus” between this college and the welfare of
the Muslim community and despite outside
symbols such as architecture of the college, 1 find
that TKM College of Engineering is not a minority
educational institution.”

Implicit Principles

It would be worth analyzing the implicit
principles that influenced the Government’s
decision against granting minority status to M.A.
College, Kothamanagalam and T.K.M. College,
Kollam, despite their being run by Christians and
Muslims respectively. The Secrctary contented that
the mere fact that an institution is established and
administered by members belonging to a minority
community would not by itself qualify it for the
award of minority status.

The minority character of these institutions was
not questioned merely on the ground of their receipt
of aid or on the basis of the constitution of their
governing bodies with nominees of the Government.
The Supreme Court has made it amply clear that
receipt of aid initself would not alter the minority
character of any institution. But the Secretary,
Higher Education did make a distinction between
grant-in-aid given by the Government and public-
private partnership in the establishment and
administration of an educational institution, While
acceptance of grant-in-aid in itself would not alter
thn? minority chara::Fur of the institution, public-
private partnership would, more so if the
partnership is of an equal footing.

Pltalism developed as a part of world capitalism
Umula ting wealth-the assets of top 22 monopoly

houses shot up by 500 times since independence.
However, lack of purchasing power among two
third of population put pressure on domestic market
for Indian capitalists. They switched over to an
alternative to produce for export and for rich
consumption, but technological lag compared to
Japan and other advanced countries still pushed
the Indian producers backward. They are
encouraged and forced to seck IMF for financial
support to borrow technology to increase export and
realize super profit.

The IMF extends support with certain
conditionalities as this is the right right time to really
make use of the opportunity to their favour. The
conditionalitiesn include reduction in fiscal deficit,
reducing government expenditure, giving the govt.
capacity to pay interest, reduction in subsidies- say
food security, health, education -affecting millions
of poor population. The total liability increased to
61% of GDP and India is returning more resources
than borrowing in recent years, which is the sorry
state of affairs.

All these developments were made solely with
the aim of profit making but not addressing the
structural inequalities and poverty. The benefits of
development have not been equally distributed to
the poor and other disadvantages group and hence
the development s lop sided.

Issues in the Labour Market:
Informalisation:

Ever since the global policies are implemented,
there has been a tendency towards Informalization
of labour market operations either in the form of
contract labour or other forms. Absolutely no
recruitment for permanent positions was done in
both production and service sectors. Even in the
education institutions, daily wage or hourly
payment in college teachers became the order of the
day, losing the dignity of being a professor. As a
resultitis observed that the formal sector fast turning
into informal, followed by migration from rural to
unbanareas, rural non-farm employment being on
the increase, the scope for marginal and small
farmersin thedry land farming declined and hence
the men migrate outside and face crisis, hardly earn
for their own and womenand daughter strugglein
the native place challenging and struggling for their
livelihood needs.

Causalisation:

Another important pattern develuping in the
labour market followed by the informalisation is the
causalisation. Casual labour and dismantling of all
social security measures, safety nets in the labour
market, and emergence of contract labour, contract
farming system in agriculture and exclusion of
hitherto contributed skilled workers who may be
old but experienced, ultimately ended in lack of

Education
and Health are very much in reach and accessible
but become commerce and unaffordable in the
globalization context. No recruitment for more than
aplan period and campus interview and placement
cells in each educational institutions are able to
supply human resource to meet the needs of hardly
25% of the requirement of the private and MNCs, IT
sector etc, again resulting in exclusion of poor, less
average, or even intelligent but not fitting to the
corporate culture, The kind of inputs given and
curriculum followed in the self-financing and
autonomous colleges hardly match to the
requirements of being employed immediately. These
forces the students to further do a course to make
them employable and safeguard themselves from
bring excluded. Unemployability of the students in
the changing recruitment practices by MNCs, IT,
Telecommunication and exclusion of large majority,
lack of fitting to corporate culture and frequent staff
turnover negative dynamism being experienced by
the Indian labour market.

Feminisation of Labour:

Another important feature of globalization is
feminisation of labour. There are number of sectors
which employ more women than men. In India, next
toagriculture, textile is the largest employer followed
by construction sector. Textile sector attracts
considerable number of women labourers in order
to address the competition, as the quota system is
lifted and it is now open to supply any amount
required at a competitive price. Given that India
textile sector hasaned ge over other in terms of cheg
labour, it becomes necessary to identify the source
which will still contribute to lower cost of
production. This is being done through increasing
fermalelabour force participation in textile sector, hi

Kudumbashree provides ample scope for micro
credit programmes by setting up thrift and credit
societies at NHG level to provide easy and timely
help to the poor and unreached women. Thrift
and credit societies, attached to local bodies,
mobiles small savings to promote saving habits so
as to with in the resource base of the group. The
small savings so collected is used for lending to
members for productive and consumption
purposes. A member can avail loan up to a
maximum of 4 times of her savings. The amount of
loan and priority of disbursements are decided by
NHGs. The repayment is collected weekly during
the NHG meetings. The income towards interest is
generally used for reloaning. The repayment rate
Inthe kudumbashree groups is almost 100 percent.

Role of NHGs and Micro

enterprises in poverty alleviation

The poor women of Kerala have accepted
Kudumbashree as their own movement
Kudumbashree now covers 991 panchayats as well
as 58 municipalities across Kerala. Currently
1,63,426 NHGS, 15,288 ADS and 999 CDS are
functioning in Kerala by covering 31 83,529 families
mobilising Rs.719.23 crores as thrift and provided
credit to the extent of Rs.1,975.4 crores (Economic
Review 2006). Thrift and credit societies organised
by Kudumbashree have grown as informal banks
of the women below poverty line at their doorsteps.

During the eight year period from 1999 — 2000
to 2005-2006, the amount of thrift and credit were
increased by 80 times and 353 times respectively.
Velocity of lending has also increased from 0.64 in
1999 -2000 to 2.75 in 2005 - 2006.

Kudumbashree launched Bank Linkage
Programme by linking NHGs and NABARD. Once
it is linked, NHGs are eligible to get financial
assistance in the ratio of 1:1 to 1:9. The assistance
can be utilized for internal lending and for taking
up income generating activities.

Tremendous progress has been achieved by
NHGs since its launching of linkage banking. As
on 01-04-2007, 66,362 NHGs were linked. The
amount of loan availed by NHGs during 2002-2003
to 2006-2007 has increased from Rs, 44 4 crores to
Rs.285.43 crores.

Income Generating Activities - Kudumbashree
believes that efficiency in the management of micro
finance is fruitful only if it is properly invested. This
is possible only through micro enterprise
development, Micro enterprises under
Kudumbashree aim to promiote innovative business
ideas. Financial assistance and subsidics are
provided to the beneficiaries of micro enterprises,
Kudumbashree provides funds ranging from one
lakh to nine lakhs as special assistance to various
Grama Panchayats for financing micro enterprises,
Challenge fund, matching grant, revolving fund etc,
are other forms of assistance given to NHQs
through Kudumbashree.
