The New Kerala Model

When the Left Democratic Front (LDF)
Government came to office in Kerala in
2006, education was in the doldrums.
More than 2000 Government and aided
schools were on the verge of closure.
Standards had deteriorated so much in
these schools that there was an exodus
of children from public funded
institutions to private schools which
were successful in creating a false
impression of quality through window
dressing and clever advertising. The
plight of higher education was no
different. Government and aided
colleges which had only outdated
curriculum and courses to offer were
becoming redundant. Young boys and
girls were flocking to self-financing
professional colleges, most of which
had only poor infrastructure and
charged hefty fees. Rajani S Anand, the
hapless girl who committed suicide by
jumping off the multi-storied building
which housed the office of the
Commissioner of Entrance
Examinations epitomized the sense of
gloom and despondency that was
characteristic of Kerala’s educational
scenario in 2006. While education was
becoming increasingly inaccessible,
there was all-round deterioration in
quality right from the primary to the
post graduate levels. Kerala’'s
achievements in education were in

danger of being eroded, both in
quantitative and qualitative terms.

The LDF Government not only
attempted to stem the rot by taking
immediate corrective steps but also
initiated structural changes which
would rejuvenate education in the State
on a long term basis. ~ The problems
faced by the State were in some ways
different from those in other States and
the solutions had to be different as well.
The LDF was also convinced of the need
to evolve an alternate strategy of
development that would be truly
inclusive in terms of access, equity and
quality, different from the agenda of
liberalization, privatization and
globalization pursued by the Central
Government. This necessitated a lot
of thinking and planning at various
levels. What emerged in the process
was a participatory mode for conceiving
and implementing reforms, which is
perhaps the most important innovation
of the LDF Government in education
during the last five years.

Tr_uu to its commitment to providing
quality education for all, the
Government introduced a special
scheme for the development of least
F’Ei'fﬂrmil'lg schools in the State. 104
schools with less than 33% pass in the
SSI.C_ examination were identified for
special — quality  enhancement

programme. The -
ameliorative f§
approach was not e
only  novel in [ e
conception but in
Implementation a5 S8
well.

quality. The success of the programme was
reflected in the SSL.C results year after year,
The average pass in these schools was 80% in
the last SSLC examination. The success of
the initiative pPrompted implementation of
similar programmes for SC/ST/Minority
students across the State, Another important
step taken by the Government was to
strengthen the mid-day meal scheme by
adding milk and €g8s twice a week. Apart
from including the excluded, the steps taken
by the Government for improving the quality
of the least performing schools/groups/
individuals also helped evolve an alternative
model for Public-Private-Partnership in
education.  The Government could revive
the dormant tradition of philanthropic Public-
Private-Partnership in education through
thece programmes. The Kerala model where
private resources are made available for
public use is quite different from the model
of Pub]ic-Private-Partnership being
implemented by the Central Government
which would result in private appropriation
of public assets.

The structural reforms undertaken by the
LDF Government at the school level include
curricular reforms that have brought about
revolutionary changes in the content and
pedagogy of school education. Drawing
upon  the  National  Curriculum
Framework(NCF), Kerala developed a
Kerala Curriculum Framework (KCF). Whise
adopting the basic principles of social
constructivism and critical pedagogy
advocated in the NCF, the KCF could localize
its implementation by involving the entire
stakeholders including students, teachers,
parents and experts. This was complemented
by extensive training given to teachers in the

nuances of the new curriculum, Steps were
also taken to revise Kerala Educational Rules
and to frame rules for the implementation of
the Right to Education Act in the State.

The reforms introduced in higher
education also had the twin objectives of
promoting equity and excellence. A number
of scholarships on merit-cum-means basis
were introduced. In the higher secondar
level 10000 scholarships each worth Rs.50007
- were instituted. The State Higher Education
Council introduced a five year scholarship
scheme. 1000 scholarships are awarded each
year to degree and post graduate students.
A scholar will get 1.54 lakh rupees over a
five year period. The funds required for the
scholarships are raised through Public-
Private-Participation. The Council has
received contributions big and small, the
latest being the commitment to contribute
Rs.5 crores over a period of 10 years by Kris
Gopalakrishnan, CEQ of Infosys.  The
Government has also instituted Suvarna
Jubilee Scholarship for BPL category of
students and another scholarship for Muslim
girls, apart from implementing the Central
Sector Scholarshi ps.

The Government constituted the State
Council for Higher Education to mnovate
reforms  and to co-ordinate  their
implementation. One of the important
reforms initiated by the Council was to
rejuvenate the Government and alded sector
and traditional disciplines. Steps were taken
to restructure  the undergraduate
programmes by introducing Choice-based-
Course-Credit-Semester System (CBCCSS)
and Grading.  Kerala is perhaps the only
State which has faithfully implemented the
UGC vision on restructuring undergraduate
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It was possible to implement this
complex reform without any hassles due to
meticulous planning and implementation
under the leadership of the State Higher
Education Council. The implementation of
the CBCCSS has opened up the opportunities
for quality education for all, which is a
remarkable departure from the prevniling

cactice of setting up exclusive islands of
excellence. The object of the reform is to
democratize quality in higher education.
Kerala is the first state in the entire country
to seriously take up the recommendations for
setting up Clusters of Colleges. All
Education Commissions in free India, starting
with Kothari Commission and including
National Knowledge Commission have
commended the system of clusters of colleges,
with a view to extending excellence from the
centre to the periphery by pooling intellectual
and physical resources available among
neighboring colleges. The scheme has now
been implemented on an experimental basis
in Thiruvananthapuram, Kochi and
Kozhikode. The Higher Education Council
is also engaged in setting up a comprehensive
Data Bank on higher education in the State,
the first effort of its kind in the whole country.
The reports brought out by the Council on
the State Policy on Higher Education,
Restructuring Undergraduate Education,
Scheme of Cluster of Colleges, Examination

universities in the State and reputed foreign
universities. The scheme 1s quahtatwel}'
different from that pmnmted by the Cen!ml
Government which has piloted the ’Enrmgn
Universities Bill’ to facilitate the setting up
of off campus centres of foreign u1_1i'trc_r51t_1e5
in the country. The Central initiative
facilitates academic re-colonization of India.
Kerala's experiment would promote academic
regeneration through collaborative
engagements on a global scale.

The efforts of the Government to
improve the quality of education in the
technical education sector have borne fruits.
Smart classes with internet connectivity have
been set up in all Government Engineering
Colleges. Regular training programmes are
conducted for teachers. A Centre for
Research in Engineering has been started.
For content development, schemes such as K-
base, The Scholar, Gurusmarana etc are being
implemented. Quality improvement
programme was implemented in Polytechnics.
Seventeen Finishing Schools were also set up
to improve the employability of the

Polytechnic pass outs.
Despite abstructionist interventions from

the vested interests and unhelpful judicial
verdicts, the Government could still ensure
a modicum of social justice in the self-
financing sector. A majority of the self-
financing institutions which were started
under the previous UDF regime with no

have evoked unprecedented o
popular interest in higher ¥&
education.

The Scholar-in-Residence
Programme (ERUDITE) is a
novel scheme implemented
by the Government for
collaborating with
internationally renowned
universities and their faculty.
The scheme provides for
extended visits by well
known scholars to the
universities in the State. A
number of scholars including
eight Nobel Laureates have
taken part in the programme
so far. Apart from its
inspirational value, the visits
of such scholars have also led
to sustained academic
collaboration between the
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regulatory control could be l‘*t‘nughl under
an arrangement for seat sharing with the
Government and socially sensitive fees
structure.  The total commitment of the
Government to social justice and its
determination to ensure it helped it overcome
successive challenges in the self-financing
sector.  The achievements of the LDF
Government in Kerala in the self-financing
sector acquire more sheen if pitted against
the retrograde steps being taken by the
Central Government in this sector during the
last five years. The Common Minimum
Programme (CMP) of UPA-I had promised
that nobody would be denied access to
higher professional education for want of
financial resources. But the promise has not
been redeemed so far. The draft Bill
prepared by MHRD in 2005 and the drat
Regulations prepared by UGC in 2007 which
contained several provisions for ensuring,
social justice have now been set aside. In
their place, Kapil Sibal has introduced the bill
on ‘Prevention of Unfair Practices in
Technical and Medical Educational
Institutions’ which is intended to legalize
corporatisation and commercialization of
Technical and Medical Education. There is
no provision in the bill for a Common
Entrance Test (CET) or a Single Window
System (SWS) of admission. 'I'hen; is no
provision for implementing constitutionally
mandated reservation. There is also no legal
sanction for an inclusive fees structure. The
bill only seeks to ensure transparescy in the
business of education. With the enactment
of the bill in the Parliament, even the existing
admission and fees regulatory committees in
the State will have to be disbanded.
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Even as Kerala was implementing its own
unique programmes in higher education it
was also trying to make the best use of
enhanced central assistance for higher
cducation. A number of new institutions
mcluding Indian Institute of Space Science and
Technology (1IST), Indian Institute of Science
Education and Research (IISER), a Central
University and a Centre of Aligharh Muslim
University have been set up in the State
during the last five years with central
assistance. A number of Inter-University
Centres have been set up in the State on the
model of such centres set up by the UGC
which would hopefully develop into
advanced centres doing study and research
in frontier inter-disciplinary areas. In
addition to these, new colleges and courses
were started in Government, Aided and
Unaided sectors. The 12 year ban on
appointment of teachers was lifted by the
Government.  More than 2500 teachers were
appointed in colleges and universities during
the last five years. Of this 1700 were
appointed to new posts created during the
period.

Education is the key to development in a
knowledge socicty. It'is necessary to ensure
the continuance of the policies initiated by
the LDF Government for consolidating the
gains made and making it more inclusive by
expanding its base. In the context of the
coming clections, it is not enough to assess
the reforms  already implemented. The
impending, reforms are as important as the
reforms already implemented. The agenda
of reforms  presented  at  the  third
International ~ Congress  on Kerala
Development assumes eritical importance in
this context,

Kerala’s distinctive
higher education
system is undergoing
reform with some
success,but there are
problems it shares
with the rest of India
that will take much
effort to overcome, say
Philip G.Altbach and
Eldho Mathews

Kerala is one of India’s smaller states,

lying on the southernmost western side
of the subcontinent. Its 579km of

Malabar coastline, network of rivers,
lakes and canals, and verdant tropical
fauna and flora make it a popular tourist
destination and worthy of its self-
proclaimed title of “God’s own
country”.

Historically an important spice
centre trading with Greeks, Romans
and Arabs, Kerala’s charms are not
restricted to its natural delights. It
boasts India’s highest life expec-tancy
and lowest infant mortality rate and has
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the country’s highest Human
Development Index score, with literacy
rates well above 90 per cent.

The state’s distinctive social and
political circumstances also offer some
interesting lessons concerning higher
education and its role in development.

With a population of 31 million,
Kerala has an unusual religious mix by
Indian standards — a fifth Christian, a
quarter Muslim and more than half
Hindu. And although not wealthy - it
ranked ninth in gross domestic product
among India’s 28 states in 2008-09 — it
is, by many measures, the most
advanced state in India in terms of
education.

Ninety-eight per cent of its
population have a primary school
within 2km of their home, and primary
and secondary education is free.
Eighteen per cent of school-leavers go
on to further education, double India’s
average and almost on a par with
rapidly developing China, and women
constitute more than 60 per cent of the
higher education enrolment - the
highest in India.

Politically, Kerala is also distinctive.
It was one of the first states in the world
to elect communists to power, and its
current government is a coalition
dominated by the Communist Party of
India (Marxist). The communists, who
have been in power off and on since the
state was formed in 1956, have played
a key role in shaping its society. Early
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on, they were able to push through meaning ful
land reform and  their policies  have
pmph.nsismi I social services, education and
mcome redistribution,

An active mediag with
newspapers keeps debate live
promaote transparency and a high degree (by
lnd‘mn ﬁmm‘ldrds? of probity in government,
Union membership is widespread - including
among university and college teachers,
students and campus workore, One vice-
chancellor said that a large part of her Jjob was
to heep track of s and consult with unions,
The vast chasm between rich and poor, so
evident in India and much of {he developing
world, scems less obvious in Kerala,
corrup-tion less endemic and society more
stable.

While the state missed out on India’s
“industrial revolution”, with entrepreneurs
perhaps wary of well-entrenched unions, this
has meant that Kerala has been spared the
pollution that normally follows in the wake
of industry, all to the benefit of tourism.

There is not much of an economic base —
predominantly agriculture and fishing - to
balance the large service sector and the state
is reliant on remittances sent home by workers
in the Gulf states, particularly the United Arab
Emirates and Saudi Arabia. These remittances
account for nearly a quarter of the state’s gross
domestic product.

To redress the economic imbalance,
policv-makers are looking to higher education
to increase Kerala’s attractiveness to India’s
burgeoning information-technology sector,

The state was quick off the ground in 1990
when India’s first technology park was
established in its capital,
Thiruvananthapuram, but since then
Bangalore has leaped ahead to become the
country’s Silicon Valley, and Kerala has been
struggfing to catch up. o

Kerala’s approach to higher education is
distinctive in the Indian context. Most of its
higher education institutions were at one time
supervised and funded by the state
government, but resource and budget
constraints during the past decade have
Sparked significant changes. -

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One exception is the Cochin University of
Science and Technology. At one point, the
central Ministry of Human Resource
Develop-ment recognised the university’s
excellence and supported upgrading it to
become one of the Indian Institutes of
Technology - a group of 16 engineering and
technology institutes declared to be Institutes
of National Impor-tance by India’s Parliament.
However, the plan eventually was shelved
because of opposition from within the state.

Othér prominent institutions include the
Indian Institute of Space Science and
Tech-nology, established recently by the
central government in the Kerala capital. The
Sree Chitra Tirunal Institute for Medical
Sciences and  Technology, offering
postdoctoral and postgraduate medical
courses, and the Indian Institute of Science
Education and Research, both in
Thiruvananthapuram, are also nationally
renowned institutions,

Kerala would be well served if these high-
quality institutions were closely linked or
merged Lo produce a world-class scientific
institution in the state.

India’s central government, meanwhile,
has made a commitment to sponsor at least
one central university in cach of its states, It
is proposing to build an institudon in a rather
isolated location in northern Kerala, a move
that has balfled higher education experts in
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the state because it seems unlikely that an
institution so far from academic or urban
centres will succeed.

India has a well-established “affiliating”
svstem that ties undergraduate colleges to
central universitics, which impose and
monitor a variety of regulations and are
responsible for examinations.

The University of Kerala, established in
1937, has 198 affiliated colleges with a total
enrolment of about 100,000 students.

The colleges are widely dispersed and the
majority are private, managed by a variety of
religious, social and other non-profit
orgamisa-tions, Some are partially funded by
state government, and these tend to have
better facilities. :

But recent years have seen the appearance
of a number of private colleges eschewing
government funding and offering more
vocationally oriented courses.

Nearly half the affiliated colleges in Kerala
are controlled by private management, mainly
sponsored by Christian or Muslim minority
communities. Facilities in most of these are
well below international standards, often with
outdated laboratories, rudimentary IT
facilities and inadequate libraries.

While several arts and science
under-graduate colleges — such as University
College in the state capital or Maharaja’s
College in Kochi — are able to attract bright
students, facilities are far from world class.

Most high-flying students opt for
professional courses in engineering, medicine
and business. Currently there are 96
engineering colleges in Kerala. Almost 90 per
cent of them started operating in the past
decade, and only 11 are government
sponsored.

This trend has left university authorities
with the headache of having to provide
affiliation for colleges that may be of
questionable quality.

To raise the quality of higher education
being offered in the state, Kerala has recently
initiated some of the reforms recommended
by national authorities. Significant changes
aimed at improving learning involved
introducing a semester system, reorganising
curricula and revamping course teaching and
assessment. Undergraduate examinations
were overhauled to provide better assessment
through more frequent testing and
evaluations tied more closely to course

content.
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In parallel with these changes, Kerala sct
up a Higher Education Council to advise the
nt, conduct rescarch into

higher education issues and serve
for discussion. It does not have the power to

implement  reforms  bul o can make
recommendations to government and
universities,

The rapid and largely unregulated
expan-sion of new private colleges and
specialist post-secondary institutions has
been a mixed blessing for Kerala. Although
they satisfy demand for greater access, many
are of dubious quality, operate on the edges
of quality control and are largely run with
profit in mind. They serve high-demand areas
such as management, [T and related technical

peptmos s sm
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field A few are medical colleges. Despite a
good deal of grumbling, little action has been
taken to control these institutions.

In common with all regions of India, the
many colleges affiliated to universities need
to be appropriately supervised but at the same
time permitted leeway to start innovative
pro-grammes and achieve a degree of
autonomy.

Perhaps an effective accrediting system,
supervised by the Higher Education Council
o some other governmental body, could
enforce a basic standard of quality, removing
some of the burden from the universities.

Al the same time, a creeping inequality has
arisen in the system because of the variable
quality of primary and secondary schooling,
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Admission to the medical
and engineering colleges in
Kerala is based largely on an
entrance examination,

Students from schools
affiliated to the Central
Board ~ of  Sccondary
Education or the Council (or
the Indian School Certificale
Examinations - which are
predominantly those in the
unaided, for-profit sector -
have a better chance of achieving high scores
in this examination.

These schools account for only 20 per cent
of pupils. Of those who excel in the entrance
examination for professional courses, most
come from the middle and upper strata of
society, children of parents with the means
to send them to entrance-coaching centres.

At the same time, choice has become an
important feature of Kerala's higher
education system. Students and parents are
acutely conscious of the seemingly
inseparable link between academic choice and
career. The emergence of this aspirational
middle class has resulted in a growing number
of students from the state going abroad to
study.

Kerala has quietly provided acceptable-
quality higher education, by Indian standards,
to a remarkably large proportion of its
population. While it has implemented several
meaningful reforms in recent years, higher
education remains an issue of concern for the
state government and the public. A few policy
initiatives may be useful to further improve
the system.

The state’s higher education institutions are
largely similar in quality, focus and funding,.
With the few exceptions noted here, none
stands out either within the state or
nationally.

A mass higher education system needs to
be differentiated: it requires a variety of
funding patterns supporting institutiqnﬁ with
different strengths focused on different
missions.

Kerala needs at least one world-class
university — an institution that can attract the
best students in the state, be recognised as
one of the top universities in India, and build
an international profile, .

Achieving this will not be easy, given
Kerala’s strong tradition of egalitarianism, but
it is necessary. The Universily of Kerala,
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perhaps merged with high-profile scientific
institutions based in the capital, would be the
natural choice, along with the Cochin
University of Science and Technology, to
become the state’s key focus,

This does nol mean that the other
univer-sities would be neglected, Some would
focus on teaching and serving their specific
regions, while a few, perhaps those
specialising in science and technology, would
retain some research mission,

Kerala’s universities have the potential to
jump-start the state’s move into the
knowledge era. They can provide the training
needed for a new generation of professionals
ready to work in IT and other knowledge
industries.

However, Kerala is making a late start.
Bangalore, for example, is far ahead, but
Kerala has the advantages of a well-educated
workforce with a tradition of hard work and
anability to collaborate. Improving the quality
of engineering education would be an
important step.

IT companies estimate that only a fifth of
engineering graduates in India can be put to
work immediately; the rest need additional
training. If Kerala can educate engineers who
do not need expensive further education, it
will improve its ability to lure high-
technology firms to the state. These graduates
will also be competitive on the international
job market.

Expansion of Kerala's higher education
sys-tem will continue, although the pressures
may be somewhat less than in other parts of
India because of Kerala's impressive access
rates.

Carcful attention needs to be given to the
organisation of the system, Additional funds
are required to transform at least one
univer-sity into a research-intensive
mstilution, while at the same time supporting
a better-defined, differentiated higher
education system,
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Corporate socialism’s

2G orgy

The Union budget writes off Rs.240 crore in
corporate income tax every single day on
average — the same amount leaves India each
day in illicit fund flows to foreign banks.

In six years from 2005-06, the Government of
India wrote off corporate income tax worth
Rs.3,74,937 crore — maore than twice the 2G
fraud — in successive Union budgets. The
figure has grown every single year for which
data are available. Corporate income tax
written off in 2005-06 was Rs.34,618 crore. In
the current budget, it is Rs.88,263 crore — an
increase of 155 per cent. That is, the nation
presently writes off over Rs.240 crore a day on
average in corporate income tax. Oddly, that
is also the daily average of illicit fund flows
from India to foreign banks, according to a
report of the Washington-based think tank,
Global Financial Integrity.

The Rs.88,263 crore covers only corporate
income tax write-offs. The figure does not
include revenue foregone from higher
exemption limits for wider sections of the
public. Nor higher exemptions for senior
citizens or (as in past budgets) for women. Just
income tax for the big boys of the corporate
world.

Pranab Mukherjee's latest budget, while
writing off this gigantic sum for corporates,
slashes thousands of crores from agriculture.
As R. Ramakumar of the Tata Institute of Social
Sciences (TISS) points out, the revenue
expenditure on that sector “is to fall in absolute
terms by Rs.5,568 crore. Within agriculture,
the largest fall is to be in crop husbandry, with
an absolute cut of Rs.4,477 crore.” Which
probably signals the death of extension

services, amongst other things, in the sector.

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In fact, “within economic services, the
largest cuts are to be in Agriculture and
Allied Services.”

Even Kapil Sibal cannot defend the
revenue losses as notional. For the simple
reason that each budget sums up these
numbers clearly in tables within a section
called ‘Statement of Revenue Foregone.” If
we add to this corporate karza maafi,
revenue foregone in customs and excise
duty — also very largely benefiting the
corporate world and better off sections of
society — the amounts are stunning. What,
for instance, are some of the major items on
which revenue is foregone in customs
duty? Try diamonds and gold. Not quite
aam aadmi or aurat items. This accounts
for the largest chunk of all customs revenue
foregone in the current budget. That is, for
Rs.48,798 crore. Or well over half of what it
takes to run a universal PDS system each
year. In three years preceding this one, the
customs write-off on gold, diamonds and
jewellery totalled Rs.95,675 crore.

Of course, this being India, every
rlunder of public money for private profit
1s a pro-poor measure, You can hear the
argument already: the huge bonanza for the
gold and diamond crowd was only to save
the jobs of poor workers in the midst of a
global economic erisis. Touching. Only it
didn’t save a single job in Surat or
elsewhere. Many Oriya workers in that
industry returned home jobless to Ganjam
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from Surat as the sector
tanked. A few other

Socialism. Yet, in three
years before the 2008
crisis, workers in the State lost their jobs at an
average of 1,800 a day.

Returning to the budget: There's also the head
of ‘machinery’ with its own huge customs duty
concessions. That includes surely, the crores of
rupees of sophisticated*medical equipment
imported by large corporate hospitals with almost
no duty levied on it. The claim of providing 30
per cent of their beds free of charge to the poor —
something that has never once happened —isan
excuse to dole out these ‘benefits’ (amongst others)
to that multi-billion rupee industry. Total revenue
foregone on customs duty in the present budget:
Rs.1,74,418 crore. (Which does not include export
credit-related numbers).

With excise, of course, comes the standard

claim that revenues foregone on excise duty
translate into lower prices for consumers. There
is no evidence provided at all that this has actually
happened. Not in the budget, not elsewhere.
(Sounds more like the argument now making the
rounds in some Tamil Nadu villages that nothing
was looted in the 2G scam — that’s the money
translating into cheaper calls for the public). What
is clearly visible is that the write-offs on excise
directly benefit industry and business. Any
indirect ‘passing on’ to consumers is a speculative
claim, not proven. Revenue foregone on account
of excise duty in this budget: Rs.1,98,291 crore.
Clearly more than the highest estimate of the 2G
scam losses. (The preceding year: Rs.1,69,121
crore).

Also fascinating is that the same classes benefit
in multiple ways from all three write-offs. But how
much does revenue foregone under corporate
income tax, excise and customs duty add up to
across the years? We have baldly stated budget
figures for six years starting 2005-06, when the
total was Rs.2,29,108 crore. To the current budget
where it is more than double that sum at
Rs.4,60,972 crore. Add up the figures since 2005-
06 and the grand total is Rs.21,25,023 crore. Or

close to half a trillion U.S. dollars. That is not
merely 12 times the 2G scam losses. It is equal to
or bigger than the Rs.21 lakh crore sum that Global
Financial Integrity tells us has been siphoned out
of this country and illegally stashed away in
foreign banks since 1948 ($ 462 billion). Only, this
loot has happened in six years starting 2005-06.
The current budget figure for these three heads is
101 per cent higher than it was in 2005-06 (see
Table).

Unlike the illicit fund flows, this plunder has
a fig leaf of legality. Unlike those flows, it is not
the sum of many individual crimes. It is
government policy. It is in the Union budget. And
itis the largest conceivable transfer of wealth and
resources to the wealthy and the corporate world
that the media never look at. Oddly, the budget
itself recognises how regressive this trend is. Last
year's budget noted: “The amount of revenue
foregone continues to increase year after vear. As
a percentage of aggregate tax collection, revenue
foregone remains high and shows an increasing
trend as far as corporate income tax is considered
for the financial year 2008-09. In case of indirect
taxes, the trend shows a significant increase for
the financial years 2009-10 due to a reduction in
customs and excise duties. Therefore, to reverse
this trend, an expansion in the tax base is called
for.” Rewind a year further. The 2009-10 budget
says the same thing in almost identical words.
Only the last line is different: “Therefore it is
necessary to reverse this trend to sustain the high
tax buoyancy.” In the current budget, the
paragraph is absent.

This is the government that has no money for
a universal PDS or even an enhanced one. That
cuts anyway meagre food subsidies from the
largest hungry population in the planet. That, at
a time of rising prices and a great food crisis. Ina
period when its own economic survey shows us
that the daily average net per capita availability
of foodgrain for the five vear period 2005-09 is
actually lower than it was in 1955-59 — half-a-

Pay bonanza for state University
and College teachers: Polls take toll

on B

Over 4.5 lakh teachers across India’s
state universities and affiliated colleges are
set to finally receive a long overdue pay
bonanza with the Centre preparing to drop
a controversial norm preventing it from
financing fund-strapped state
governments. The human resource
development ministry will move the
Cabinet toallow it to pay state governments
80% of the additional financial burden
imposed by hiked University Grants
Commission teacher salaries, top
government sources have told HT.

The HRD ministry is seeking Cabinet
sanction to dump a controversial norm in
the UGC pay package, which was notified
on December 31, 2008, and has been
implemented across India’s central
universities but eludes state varsity
teachers.

The norm the ministry wants to junk
allowed the Centre to financially assist only
those states that raise the retirement age of
their college and university to 65 years.
Different states at present have different
retirement ages.

Paying all states up to 80% of the
additional cost for salary hikes could run
up a Central bill of up to R8,000 crore a
year, officials said. “But this is the same
amount we were earlier too preparing to
pay —except that now we are not insisting
on raising the retirement age,” an official
said.

Education ministers from most states —
both those ruled by the Congress and those
ruled by Opposition parties — had asked
HRD minister Kapil Sibal at their meeting

on June 18, 2010 to retract the norm
insisting on hiking the retirement age to 65
years to entitle them to Central funds.

The HRD ministry has also received
several petitions from state university
teacher groups pleading the Centre to aid
states financially to facilitate their salary
hikes.

The sounding of poll bugle in four states
and a UT has forced the government to
shelve a slew of projects which were to be
considered by the Cabinet.

Once the model code of conduct is
announced, the government cannot offer
any new policies that can help sway voters.
The government now plans to approach the
Election Commission to seek its advice.
The HRD ministry proposal will benefit 4.5
lakh teachers and aims to dump a rule from
the University Grants Commission’s (UGC)
pay regime that bars the Centre from aiding
states in implementing salary hikes, which
the UGC notified on December 31, 2008.
The UGC pay hikes are not mandatory for
state universities, but the Centre
encouraged states to implement the raised
salaries, offering them the incentive that the
HRD ministry would bear 80% of the
additional financial burden.

States, however, need to adopt the new UGC
pay regime completely - including raising
the retirement age of teachers to 65 — in
order to obtain central assistance. State
governments opposed this rule, effectively
blocking salary hikes in many cases, The
HRD ministry plan allows the Centre to aid
states even if they do not raise the retirement
age to 65,

UGC REGULATIONS 2010

REPRESENTATION GIVEN TO
EDUCATION MINISTER

The Government of Kerala, in their order GO (I’) N0.392/2010/H.Edn dated 10.12.2010,
approved and decided to implement the UGC Regulations 2010 as such, published in
the Gazette of India, Part IIl Section 4, September18, 2010. However, the state
government, in their order GO (P) N0.398/2010 H.Edn dated 17.12.2010 temporarily
stayed the implementation of the provisions in the Regulation regarding the composition
of the Selection Committee for the appointment of Assistant Professors. Some
Universities in the state have shown undue haste in implementing the provisions of
these Regulations even before the publication of these Regulations in the official Gazette
of India and subsequent acceptance of the Regulations by the state Government. The
publication of the Regulations in the official Gazette of India is mandatory as per
clause 26(1) of the UGC Act, 1956.

The state government could not implement the Regulations as such, as contemplated in
GO (P) No.392/2010/H.Edn dated 10.12.2010, as the they have already violated some
important provisions in the Regulations by not raising the age of superannuation to 65
and not releasing the arrear salary from 1.1.2006 to 28.2.2010 as stipulated in clause
2.3.1 of the Annexure of the UGC Regulations 2010. In this connection, we demand
that the Universities in the state shall be instructed to make the following changes
while incorporating the provisions of these Regulations in their Rules, Regulations,
Statutes and Ordinances. The government may consider these changes while

incorporating the provisions of the Regulations in the University Laws by amendment
of the University Acts.

Selection Committee for the Appointment of Assistant Professor

The UGC Regulations 2010 have been framed, as its title indicates, for prescribing
minimum qualifications for the appointment of teachers in universities and colleges
and for maintaining standards in higher education. The special provisions in the
composition of the selection committee, as prescribed in clause 5.1.4 of the Regulation,
for the appointment of Assistant Professors in minority institutions will lead to
deterioration in the quality of teachers appointed in those institutions, thereby
contradicting its purported objective. As such there shall be a uniform composition of
selection committee for the appointment of Assistant Professors in minority and non
minority institutions

Qualification for the Appointment of Assistant Professor

The minimum qualification for the post of Assistant Professor is 55% marks at the
master’s level and qualifying in the National Eligibility Test (NET). But, as per clause
3.3.1 of the Regulations, the candidates who are awarded 'h.D. degree in accordance
with UGC Regulation 2009 alone will be exempted from NET for the appointment of
Assistant Professor. This provision will keep all other Ph.D. holders out of the purview

An eminent scholar with Ph.D. and published work of high quality

A minimum ten vears of teaching experience

Contribution to educational innovation, design of new curricula and courses etc
Minimum score in API based PBAS prescribed in the Regulations

OR

An outstanding professional who has made significant contribution in the relevant
discipline Teachers who entered the service prior to the introduction of the UGC scheme
in the state shall not be denied the chance of becoming Professor. Such teachers may
not have the qualifications of Ph.D. and published work of high standard. As such,
those teachers who joined service prior to 13.3.90, the date of implementation of the
UGC Scheme in the state, shall be exempted from the conditions of Ph.D. and published
work of high standard for appointment as Professor in colleges.
The of post Professor shall be filled up by promotion only
All eligible teachers in a subject in all colleges under a corporate management within a
University area shall be taken as a single unit tor filling up of the post of Professor.
To avoid complexities arising from the filling up of the post of Professor, all Readers/
Lecturers (Selection Grade) promoted as such as per the old Regulations shall be
promoted automatically as Associate Professor and Professor on completion of 3 and
6 years respectively from the date of placement as Reader/ Lecturer (Selection Grade).
Selection of Associate Professor by Promotion
The Regulations envisage a selection committee for the promotion of Assistant Professors
to the post of Associate Professor. The selection committee is the same as that for the
initial appointment of Assistant Professor. In this context, it is necessary to appreciate
the difference between the selection and screening processes. Selection is required
when the number of posts is less than the number of candidates. But, in promotion
under career advancement scheme, all candidates satisfving the minimum eligibility
criteria are promoted. Employing the same selection committee for the initial
appointment of Assistant Professor and for promotion of Assistant Professor to Associate
Professor may be misused by unscrupulous managements to deny the award of Associate
Prﬂl"&ssnrship to eligible teachers. As such, the Screening-cum- Evaluation Committee
envisaged for the promotion of Assistant Professor from stage [ to 11 and tfrom 11 to 11
shall be utilized for the promotion of Assistant Professor to the post of Associate
Professor.

An Associate Professor who acquires Ph.D. on or after 1.1.2006 will get 3 advance
increments more than those who were awarded Ph.D. prior to 1.1.2006. This anomaly
was rectified in the earlier scheme by providing 2 advance increments to a Ph.[D. holder
while moving in to the selection grade. The UGC Regulations 2010 shall provide for

the sanction of 3 advance increments as when a Ph.D. holder is placed as Associate
