The Planning Commission of
India has published the draft
approach paper for the Twelfth
FYP (2012-2017).In the draft ,the
section under Education and
Skill Development details the
goals and strategies envisaged in
the Plan for education in general
and higher education in
particular. The draft document
highlights the growing youth
aspirations and massive
expansion of schooling which
according to the planners is
creating a huge demand for
higher education. Higher
education is also essential to
build a workforce capable of
underpinning a modern,

competitive economy, As a
consequence, enrollment in higher
education would have to be
significantly increased in a demand
driven manner during the Twelfth
Plan. The process of broadening
access, making higher education
inclusive, and promoting excellence
initiated during the Eleventh Plan
must be consolidated and expanded
further during the Twelfth Plan.

Several reforms in the regulatory
framework are currently underway
such as, a proper accreditation
structure, quick redressal of disputes
through educational tribunals and
prevention of malpractices and
establishment of a national level apex
body, that is, National Commission
on Higher Education and Research
(NCHER) to ensure autonomy of
institutions and enhancement of
standards and provision for entry of
foreign education providers.
However, the crucial issue of making
large investments required in higher
education would have to be
addressed squarely by mobilizing
resources from Government and also
from private sources.

Plan of Action in 12* Five Year Plan
1) Shift of Focus to Quality

The Plan envisages a strategic shift
from mere expansion to improvement
in quality higher education. For this,
the focus is not only on larger
enrollment, but also on the quality of
expansion. During the Twelfth Plan
period, an additional enrollment of
10 million is targeted in higher
education equivalent to 3 million
additional seats for each age group
entering the higher education system.
This will led to an increase the GER
bringing it broadly in line with the
global average,

The Plan speaks of a holistic and
balanced expansion approach to
target under-represented sections of
society. Thrust is on consolidating
and improving the capacity and
quality of the existing institutions.
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New institutions are to be set
up to bridge regional
imbalances and disparities
across disciplines and to
address special economic,
social and technological

needs of the country.
Further, traditional
education should be

supplemented with skill
based studies and
institutional differentiation
are sought to be encouraged
so that institutions grow
along their own growth
trajectories without being
clones of each other. Open
and distance education
methods are envisaged to
augment capacity optimally.
In addition, it also speaks of
the concept of Meta
University aimed  at
collaborative and multi-
disciplinary learning that
redefines knowledge-
creation and knowledge-
sharing in the twenty-first
century.
2) More Resources and
Better Utilization

The urgent need to step
up both public and private
investment in  higher
education (including
technical) and increase in the
efficiency of its utilization is
also emphasized in the Plan.
About 18.0 per cent of all
government  education
spending or about 1.12 per
centage of GDP is spent on
higher education today. This
may have to be raised to 25.0
per cent and 1.5 per cent
respectively. It is also
estimated that an increase of
0.38 per cent of GDP means
an additional allocatios: of
about Rs.25,000 crore to
higher education for the

Centre and the States laken
together.

Stale Universities and
their affiliated colleges thal
accounl for more than 90.0
per cent of the enrollment, it
is argued that suffer from
severe fund constraints and
poor governance leading to
poor quality. Strategic
Central-funding based on
State Higher Education plans
is supposed to stimulate
more state funding linked to
academic and governance
reforms which may include
norm-based funding for
State Universities and
colleges. Allocation of
operating budget henceforth
will be based on objective
norms and new investments
based on competitive grants
and performance contracts.
Institutions are be
encouraged to raise their
own funds through various
legitimate means.
Reasonable tuition fees in
higher education is to be
supplemented with
appropriate publicly-funded
financial aid. The scale and
reach of scholarship schemes
and student loans are to be
enhanced. Government
guarantees for student loans

- is considered under the Plan.

The central principle is that
no student who is eligible to
be admitted is deprived of
higher education for financial
reasons.
3) Enhancing Employability
The Plan calls for a clear
focus on improving the
empioyability of graduates.
It says that Indian higher
education which is organized
into ‘General” and
‘Professional”  streams.

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General education which is
an excellent foundation for
successful knowledge based
careers, often fails to equip

raduates with necessary
work skills due to its poor
quality. On the other hand,
pmfessional education is
often expensive, lengthy and
usually imparted in narrowly
specialized private
institutions, with little
emphasis on liberal arts,
which is essential for the
development of intelligent
able minded citizens. For

both ‘General’ and
‘Professional’ education
streams, integrated

curriculum with greater
flexibility in choice of subjects
and innovative pedagogic
practices are envisaged to
improve the quality and
hence employability.
Graduates, it is argued that,
it require the skills beyond
the basics of reading, writing
and arithmetic (the ‘3Rs’).
Skills such as critical thinking,
communication,
collaboration and creativity
(the 4Cs")are now important
in more and more jobs.
Accordingly, there is need to
focus on the ‘4Cs’. Special
emphasis on verbal and
written communication
skills, especially in English
would go a long way in
improving the employability
of the large and growing
mass of disempowered
youth.

The Vocational Education
and Training sector in the
country, it is small and this
limited capacity is under-
utilised due to poor quality
and lack of social status. The
need to develop a larg®
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sector offering short-cycle
qualifications in the form of
associate degrees catering to
intermediate skills in the

higher education space
within the Mational
Vocational Education

Qualifications Framework is
emphasized in the Plan.
Emergence of this sector it is
argued that would ensure
vertical mobility for the pass-
outs from the vocational
sector and integrate them
with the mainstream higher
education.
4)  Encouraging Private
Participation

Private sector growth in
higher education (including
technical) are to be facilitated
and innovative Public-Private

Partnerships (PPP) are to be |

explored and developed in
the Twelfth Plan. Private
higher education accounts
for about four-fifths f
enrollment in professional
higher education and one-
third overall. This growth
trend is likely to continue in
the Twelfth Plan. Currently,
this growth is restricted to
specific areas and there are
concerns about quality and
use of unfair practices. The
need for a clear policy to
manage private education
and a statutory and
transparent framework . The
‘not-for-profit’ tag in higher
education sector is going to
be, perhaps, be re-examined
in a more pragmatic manner
so as to ensure quality
without losing focus on
expansion and equity. It is
argued that deserving
private institutions are to be
benefitted with access to
public funds in the form of
loans, financial aid for

students and competitive
funding for research.

The PPP Mode of financing
The 11" Plan is a blue print
for the implementation of
divisive practices through
inclusive slogans. “Towards
Faster and More Inclusive
Growth”, is the motto of he
XI Plan. The objective of the
Plan, as per the Planning
Commission, is twofold. It
seeks to put the economy on
a sustainable growth
trajectory with a growth rate
of approximately 10% by the
end of the Plan period. It
also seeks to reduce
disparities across regions and
communities. This is sought
to be achieved by ensuring
access to basic physical
infrastructure as well as
health and education services
to all. The Plan document
recognizes that better health
and education are necessary
preconditions for sustained
long-term growth. The
strategy for the realization of
the goal would involve

greater public investment in
health and education on the
one hand and pursuing the
reforms agenda with greater
vigor on the other.

The XI Plan in higher and
technical education provides
the most telling illustration of
the new strategy. The Prime
Minister has repeatedly
called the Eleventh Plan a
National Education Plan. The
plan proposes to make the
highest ever  public
investment in education,
including higher education.
The Prime Minister has put
it on record that the Plan
allocation for education
would be stepped up from
7.7% of Gross Budgetary
Support (GBS) for the Plan in
the 10" Plan, to over 19% in
the 11" Plan. In nominal,
terms, there would be a five-
fold increase in spending on
education in the 11* Plan as
compared with the 10* Plan.
This would be an
unprecedented increase in
financial support for
education in India, if it
actually materializes. The
allocation for Higher and
Technical Education (HTE)
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has been raised 9 fold from
Rs.0600 crore in the 10 Plan
to Rs.84963.  Of this,
[s.30,682 crores has been set
apart for new initiatives
which include the following
. 16 Central Universities, 14
world class central
universities, 370 colleges in
lower GER districts, 8 IITs,
7 1IMs, 10 NITs, 20 IliTs, 5
1ISER, 2 SPAs and 50 centres
for training and research in
frontier areas. The Planning
Commission has estimated
that a total of Rs.2,52,260
crores would be required for
the implementation of the
above schemes, indicating a
resource gap of 2.22 lakh
crores. In addition to the
above, the Planning
Commission has further
estimated that an investment
of 1 lakh crore would be
required for setting up 200
more universities during the
11" plan, which would raise
the resource gap to 3.22 lakh
crore. In other words, of the
total requirements for new
initiatives in THE, only 8%
would be contributed by the
public sector. The remaining
92% will have to be
contributed by the private
sector.

Against the background,
the Planning Commission
wants to provide ‘necessary
enabling framework to
attract private investment
and Public Private
Partnership (PPP) in THE
sector’, The Planning
Commission apparently
seeks to reconcile business
with charity. PPP is touted
as the appropriate strategy
for its implementation.

Despite repeated
protestations about the need
for the enlightened not-for-

profit private participation in |

THE, what the Planning
Commission actually seeks to
facilitate is not only de-facto

| commercialization of THE

institutions, but also

| privatization of public assets

in existing as well as new
institutions. ~ The new
initiatives has special
significance against the
background of the increased
allocation for HTE under the
11™ Plan. It is becoming
increasingly clear now that
the nine fold increase in
allocation for HTE is only
intended to attract private
entrepreneurs into HTE by
placing before them the lure
of public funds. The fact
that only a small portion of
the projected investment
would come from public
sources makes it clear that
the public control over the
private investment under
PPP would be minimal. It is
quite likely that the small
public share will be
swallowed up by the private
sector provider who would
bring in an overwhelmingly
large portion of the total
investment.  The myth
around not-for-profit PPP is
being deliberately created to
create a policy frame that will
distinguish PPP mode from
self-financing mode, so that
the legal embargo against
profiteering through self-
financing institutions will

not be applicable to
commercial educational
activities undertaken

through PPP mode,

Resource availability in
the Twelfth FYP
A pmvis.iunal assessment

' of resource availability for

the Centre has been made by
the Working Group on
Centers Resources, [t
envisages a Gross Budgetary
Support (GBS) for the Plan
increasing from 4.92% of
GDP in 2011-12 to 5.75% of
GDP by the end of Twelfth
Plan period. The increase in
GBS as a percentage of GDP
over a five year period is
only 0.83 percent of GDP.
The limited increase
projected in the Central GBS
implies strict prioritization of
expenditure and dependence
on the private sector for
financing of plan.

The reasons for the limited
scope to increase GBS are

. the following.

a) The net Tax Revenue
for the Centre is expected to
increase from 7.40 % of GDP
in 2011-12 to 8.91% in 2016-
17, an increase of 1.51%
points.

b) Non-Tax Revenues are
expected to fall from 1.40 %
of GDP in 2011.12 to 0.88 %
of GDP in 2016-17(largely
because of the absence of
prospects of large revenues
as from spectrum proceeds)

c) The contribution of
Non Debt Capital Receipts
(mainly  disinvestment
proceeds) as a ratio of GDP
is also expected to fall, partly
because the scope for
disinvestment is now limited
if the govt. equity cannot be
diluted below 519%.

The rationale of PPP mode
of financing is built into the
pattern of Twelfth Plan from
its very inception.

Indian women play a major

role in family circle. If the basic |

unit is strong, healthy and intact,
society will have a sustainable
development. India as nation can
realize its full potential only when
women can realize their full
potential. When we look back we
find that in ancient India there
were eminent women
philosophers like Gargi and
Maitreyi who were given
respectable position and who
participated in many discussions
at par with men. In our freedom
movement also, the contribution
of women is no less than that of
men. It all happened at a time
when the educated women
constituted less than two percent
of the total. After Independence
also women as members of the
Constituent Assembly
participated in the task of
drafting a constitution for India.

Women in India-Past and Present

According to various studies,
women in ancient India enjoyed more
or less equal status and rights with
men. They were married at the mature
age and also free to choose their
husbands. On the other hand during
the medieval period, the Indian
woman'’s position in the society

deteriorated. Traditions such as Sati,
Jauhar and the Devadasis were
followed which were later banned.
During the British rule many reformers
like Raja Ram Mohan Roy, Ishwar
Chandra Vidyasagar fought for the
social and economic upliftment of
women.

Constitution of republic India
included universal franchise, guarantees
of equality, justice and non-
discrimination. It was expected that
guaranteed fundamental, social and
economic rights will be accessed by
everyone who wanted. It was also
expected that the state would take
leadership in promoting social and
economic rights. In First Five Year
plan there were many social welfare
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programmes for
especially addressing the low
literacy rate. In successive Five
Year plans education of girl
child and maternal health
received special atlention.
Apart from the constitutional
requirenments, a large number
of laws have been enacled to
protect her. The women
specitic legislations include:
Immoral Traffic
i{Prevention)Act 1956, The
Dowry  Prohibition  Act
1961, The Commission of Sati
(prevention) Act
2005.Besides these there are
more than forty women-
related legislations.
However the existence of
gemder based discrimination
in the society which was
enforced by religious, social
and cultural norms created a
dark age for Indian women.
Gender discrimination is the
violation of the right to life
of women and deprives them
of the civil, political and
economic liberty both within
the family and in the society
around her. Violence against
her adversely affected her
personality by making her
insecure, male depended and
in many cases having no
identity of herself.
Emerging Indian women
has made notable
contributions to the
development of our country.
They have achieved great
laurels for the nation in
various fields like sports, art,
literature e.t.c. Personalities
like Sonia Gandhi, Arundhati
Roy, Sushama Swaraj and
Prathibha Patil,P.T Usha,M.S
Subbulakshmi,Aishwarya
Rai,Sania Mirza Karnam
Malleshwari, Kiran Desai are
some of the living icons in the

country who have excelled in
various fields. Efforts have

been  taken by both
government and non
povernment  seclors i

imlmtlinh education  to
women, giving them better
health care, providing them
with  various means of
livelihood and opportunities
to participate in decision
making at home and in
society. The Women
Reservation bill 2010,is
another major step ,aimed at
giving more political space to
women and also to ensure
their active participation in
the development process.

Empowerment of Rural
Women

India is an agrarian
country and  women
constitute more than 65% of
the agricultural work force.
Around 45% self-employed
farmers are women and about
60% of informal sector work
force  depending on
agriculture is women. Rural
women have been putting in
unfathomable, intolerable
and inadequately paid
drudgery to earn for their
families and to provide food
security to the country’s 1.14
billion people. The plight of
most rural women has been
pathetic since they have to
work on their skimpy land to
raise crops, take care of their
children and family and also
work as labourers on other
farms since the income from
their own farm is very less.
Formulated agricultural
policies also failed to build
capacity among small farmers
to grow more and respond to
market needs, in which
ultimate sufferers were

women farmers and their |
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children. It was only after mid
of 1990s that most rural
women slowly  found
opportunity to access credit
through the efforts of various
NGOs and the concept of Self-
Help-Groups (SHGs). Today
more than 90% of SHGs
constitute women borrowers
and the repayment rate is
almost 95% among these
women clients inspite of their
hardships and commitments to
their children for food,
health and education. Still,
they face difficulty in
receiving long term loans.
Rural development of the
country depends to greater
extend on the empowerment
of rural women. Women-
farmers should be enabled to
have hassle-free access to
credit, healthcare, sanitation,
education, technology and
public distribution system.
Planned mechanization and
assistance for marketing
rural products can bring
about a drastic change in the
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lives of rural women.
Growing Financial
Independence of Urban
Women

In a recent survey
conducted by market research
firm IMRB, it was found that
income level of Urban Indian
working women has doubled
in the last decade. This
increase has also led to
doubling of average urban
household income. As per the
survey, the urban Indian
woman who earned Rs 4,492
per month in 2001 was taking
home as much as Rs 9457 as
of 2010. The rise in her
income is directly reflected in
the average monthly
household income of urban
going up from Rs 8,242 to Rs
16,509 in 2010.

On the other hand labour
ministry of India is grappling
with a surprising fact. As per
arecent survey unemployment
levels are the highest for
young educated women in
Indian urban area. Young

— women with secondary or

| opportunities

| developing

higher secondary education in
urban India have an
unemployment rate of more
than 70% compared to 51% for
young males with similar
education levels. These figures
are based on the survey
conducted using most
conservative yardstick and
indicates employment over
the last one year.

Gender equity and social
development in a country are
inseparably  interlinked.
Reducing the disparity in
nutritional, literacy,
educational levels and job
available
between the sexes is essential
for realisation of the
country’s full potentials.

Another question which

{ needs to be answered is “Why

are Urban Women So Stressed
out”? In a recent survey
conducted by a global
research firm  Nielsen,
covering 6,500 women across
21 developed and
countries
revealed that women in India
are more stressed out ,Of the
respondents in India, 87% said
they felt stressed most of the
time, while U.S it is only
53%.Can we quote the
reason as Juggling roles
given to her at home and at
work? Or Is it because,
traditional expectations of
women are still conveyed in
subtle but consistent ways?
According to Hema
Ravichandar, human resources
advisor and formerly the
global head of HR at IT firm
Infosys: “Regressive mindsets
in society and the workplace;
a culture that rewards
performance based on effort,
with the number of hours
spent rather than result;

rigid work policies which do
not factor in the need to spend
extra time at home during
critical phases like childbirth,
adoption, etc., are unique to

| India."This also could explain

why the role of women at top
management levels is very
minimal even today.

Our social mores, especially
in the Jower middle class give
superior status to households
where women don’t work.
In.many cases family with
rising income decides to k
women at home. In short, if
the attitude towards women,
both in work place and in
society at large is not
changing, women will either
opt out of the work force or
faced with endless stress.
This will result in a sharp
blow to the country’s
demographic dividend.
Participation and
Representation of
women in politics and
administration

If we look at the current
position of women in Indian
democracy from an outsider’s
perspective, it is the most
politically empowered
country of the world for
women. President of India,
president of the ruling
coalition of the Central
Government, Speaker of Lok
Sabha and chief ministers of
National Capital Territory and
the most populous Indian
states are women. But in
reality there is only 10.8 %
of women representation in
the Lok Sabha and 10.3 % in
Rajya Sabha, India ranks 98
in the world, according to the
data releases by the Inter-
Parliamentary Union. The
world’s largest democracy
has now only 59 women
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representatives out of 545
members in Lok Sabha.

Women in India constitute
nearly half the population of
the country but they are
poorly represented in the
various governance and
decision making bodies. The
position depicted through
the 14 general elections reflects
a low representation of
women in Parliament, State
legislatures, in political parties
and other decision-making
bodies. Women's
participation in mainstream
political activity has important
implications for the broader
arena of governance in any
country.

Administration and
politics which originated
with the formation of
organised societies are
generally dominated by men
folk. Women, even in the
matriarchal societies could
hardly play a dominant role
in it. But that does not indicate
that women had no interest in
his field. The fact is that
organised society being a
patriarchal one, did not
encourage women’s
participation in that sphere.
However, there are instances
of intelligent and courageous
women, who formally took
the reins of government to
their own hands or acted as
good administrators. Among
them there are few names
like Kiran Bedi,Vandana
Siva,Medha Patkar,Brinda
Karat who could make a
mark  through their
outstanding performance
and who needs special
reference. Kiran Bedi, has
been India’s first and highest
woman ranking officer who
joined the Indian Police

| Service in 1972. Her expertise

includes more than 35 years
of creative and reformative
policing and prison
management. Vandana Shiva
has devoted her life for
fighting for the rights of
ordinary people in India. Her
fierce intelligence and her
disarmingly friendly,
accessible manner have made
her a valuable advocate for
people all over the developing
world.

The role played by Medha
Patkar as a social activist in
India brought lights in to the
life of many. Narmada
Bachao Andolan (NBA)
initiated by Medha Patkar
can be quoted as a
remarkable move by her as a
social activist. NBA has been
effective in its multiple
strategy at the executive,
legislative and judicial level,
campaigning against the
destruction and displacement
caused by large dams and for
the rights of the affected
people like farmers, labourers,
fishermen and others.

Towards Progress,
Prosperity and Inclusive
Growth

Indian women play a
major role in a family, which
is the basic unit of the society.
If the basic unit is strong,
healthy and intact, the society
will have sustainable
development. The status of
modern women in India is
definitely a sort of paradox. In
one part she might be at the
peak of ladder of success but
on the other hand she may not
receive any support from her
own family members.

At present the CCSS/CBCSS
regulations of the
universities in Kerala
prescribe different criteria
for qualifying a course. In
Calicut University minimum_
C grade is needed for a pass
(internal & external put
together) whereas in other
universities obtaihing D
grade is enough to pass a
course. " Minimum
requirement for passing a
course has to be made
uniform. Itissuggested that
a minimum Grade Point
Average (GPA) 1.5 may be
insisted on qualifying a
course in all  the

1

universities. Further, the GPA
scored by a candidate in all the
courses should be retained and
carried over lo the subsequent
semesters for calculating the
semester Grade Point Average
(SGPA) and Cumulative Grade
Point Average (CGPA).
Necessary changes have to be
made in the regulations of the
universities.

Minimum SGPA/CGPA for
successfully completing a
semester / programme has to be
fixed at 1.5. In the final grade
card separate CGPA for
common, core, complementary
and open courses have to be
shown separately. This would
avoid confusion at the time of
P. G. Admission.

As for the course evaluation, the
present system of assessment on
a 5 point scale has to be
continued. Any attempt to
switch over to a larger scale (7
point or 10 point) would create
further problems in setting
question papers and evaluating
answer scripts.

The quality of internal evaluation
suffers on account of the
unwieldy student strength in the
undergraduate classes,
especially for the common
courses. Student strength in UG
classes has to be reduced in
accordance with the UGC
norms.

Barcoding and Online tabulation
should be implemented in all
universities.

A uniform semester break
pattern has to be introduced in
all universities. The annual
vacation system militates against
the very spirit of the CCSS/
CBCSS.

The nature of the complaints
regarding the volume and
content of the syllabi of the
under graduate courses vary .
from subject to subject. In some

subjects, it has been
pointed out, there has
been a mechanical
division of the syllabi in
the annual pattern into
two. These shortcomings
have to be addressed.
The boards of Studies are
empowered to frame/
modify the syllabi in
accordance with the
guidelines  of  the
Universities. Subject
wise review of the
current syllabi has to be
undertaken and model
syllabi have to be framed
for all the subjects.

Examination reform is,
infact, a prerequisite for
realizing the goal of
undergraduate
restructuring. The new
system calls for a change
in the type of questions
which very often test
only the memory of the
students.
