Concept of Gender equality
in India and Millennium
Development Goals

Gender is closely related to the
roles and behavior assigned to
women and men based on their
sexual differences. Gender
inequality prevailing in our
country is distinct from other
types of all social and economic
inequalities. It stem from pre-
existing gendered social norms
and social perceptions and
differences in economic
endowments between women
and men. Discrimination against
women and girls - including
gender-based violence, economic
discrimination, reproductive
health inequities, and harmful
traditional practices - remains the
most pervasive and persistent
form of inequality

Gender equality is now
universally accepted as being a
prerequisite for sustainable
human development. It has an

impact on development goals as it
influences economic growth and
social development. In India,
although some progress in women's
development has been made, women
continue to lag behind men. The
adverse sex ratio, poor educational
and nutritional status, inequality in
wages and the prevalence of violence
against women are all pointers to the
fact of glaring %ender inequalities in
the key areas of social, economic and
political participation and decision-
making. As a consequence, the
potentials, erspectives and
contributions of women, who are one
half of the population, remain largely
invisible and unacknowledged.
Gender equality cannot come
about only through changes in the
conditions of women'’s lives - it
requires transformation of the
patriarchal structures and systems
that lie at the root of women’s
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subordination and gender
inequality. These structures
cannot be transformed by
external interventions alone -
women must themselves
become active agents of change.
Gender equality, therefore,
demands women'’s
empowerment. Strategies for
women's empowerment must
recognise the fact that gender
oppression and
marginalisation are the
outcome of a web of complex
forces. At every stage in their
lives, beginning from before
birth, women are affected not
only by their present
circumstances, but also by the
cumulative burdens of their
pasts.

Gender equality is, first and
foremost, a human right.
Women are entitled to live in
dignity and in freedom from
want and from fear.
Empowering women is also an
in£spensa le tool for
advancing development and
reducing poverty, Empowered
women contribute to the health
and productivity of whole
families and communities and
to improved prospects for the
next  generation. The
importance of gender equality
is underscored by its inclusion
as one of the eight Millennium
Development Goals. Gender
equality is acknowledged as
being a key to achieving the
other seven goals

The Millennium Develop-
ment Goals are development
goals decided by the
international community. There
are  Eight Millennium
Development Goals adopted by
United Nations:-

1. To eradicate extreme

poverty and hunger

To achieve universal

primary education

To promote gender equality

and empower women

To reduce child mortality

To improve maternal

health

6. To combat HIV/AIDS,
malaria and other diseases

7. To ensure environmental
sustainability

8. To develop a global partner-
ship for development.

In both rich and poor
countries, gender discrimin-
ation persists, and its
consequences are difficult to
ignore. Without at least a
complete primary education,
women face limited
employment options,
discrimination, lower pay, and
less control over their health and
well-being.

The third Millennium
Development Goal aims to
attain gender equality through
education by 2015, However, it
is insufficient to ensure the
emancipation of women from
violence and discrimination.
UN Women calls for a
commitment to achieve gender

equality and women’s rights in
the post-2015 development
framework. Goal 3 calls on
countries to ensure that girls
have equal access to education
by 2015. Doing so will
contribute to overall country
growth and development
advances.

Educated girls have many
more choices and opportunities
for employment, and they have
the knowledge and capabilities
to access information that
positively affects them and their
families. They are more
empowered to shape their
country’s political, social,
economic and environmental
progress. India faces the
challenge of achieving gender
equality, urban sustainability
and improving public health,
while it builds infl:ash“ucture for
its fast-growing
population.

2013 reports a very bad picture
on this front. According to this

report India stood at 132nd

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position out of 187 countries on
the gender inequality index -
performing worse t?mn even
Pakistan (123). The condition
is such that India is far behind
than all nations in South Asia.
Except Afghanistan, all
performed better than India,
with Sri Lanka (75) topping
themall. Nepal is at rank 11]2115
and Banglnéu&h stood at 111th
rank. Gender inequality Index
is a very good way of showing
a counties real picture in terms
of gender biasing. Gender
Inequality Index measures the
loss ina country’s progress and
human development because of
gender inequality in three
sectors:

1. Reproductive health
2.Women empowerment
3.Labor market participation.

The key factors which put
India on such a low position
are:

Skewed sex ratio, with only
914 females every 1000 males
due to female feticide,

Only 29% of Indian women
above the age of 15in 2011 were
a part of the country’s labour
force, compared to 80.7% men.

In Parliament, only 10.9% of
lawmakers are women, while in
Pakistan 21.1% are women.

According to the report
education ang health status of
women in India are as folows:

Only 26.6% women above 25
years received a secondary
education in 2010, compared to
50.4% of men.

In maternal mortality ratio
the condition is very pathetic,
in India, 200 women died in
every 100,000 childbirths.
Again, every second young
child in India is malnourished,
Jess than % of rural population
use toilets, only 4 out of 10 girls
who enroll complete eight years
of schooling. Because of all these
factors and many more, on the
human development index,
India ranks 136th out of 187
countries as mentioned in the
study. In India huge income
disparities, gender inequality,

anerl}r, educational
rackwardness of women,
violence and the caste divide
remain major issues.

The Constitution of India
ensures gender equality in its
preamble as a fundamental
right. By ways of a number of
legislation and policies
government adopted many
measures of  positive
discrimination in favour of
women. India has also ratified
various international
conventions and human rights
forums to secure equal rights of
women, such as ratification of
Convention on elimination of all
forms of discrimination against
women in 1993. Women have
been finding place in local
governance structures,
overcoming gender biases. Over
one million women have been
elected to local panchayats as a
result of 1993 amendment to the
Indian Constitution requiring
that 1/3 rd of the elected seats
to the local governing bodies be
reserved for women.

The passing of Pre-natal
Diagnostic Tech Act in 1994
alsois a step in removing gender
discrimination. This Act seeks
to end sex-determination tests
and female foeticide and
prohibits doctors from
conducting such procedures for
the specific purpose of
determining the sex of the fetus.
Since the inception of the
ambitious 10th Five Year Plan
in 2003, current rates of
progress on many indicators
are not sufficient to meet many
of the child-related National
Development Targets by 2007,
or the Millennium Development
Goals (MDGs) by 2015,

Gender equality is achieved
when women and menenjoy the
same rights and opportunities
across all sectors of society,
including economic
participation and decision-
making, and when the different
behaviours, aspirations and
needs of women and men are
equally valued and favoured.

The MDG on gender equality
and women’s empowerment
demonstrated the impact thata
dedicated gender goal can have
_ as a mechanism to hold
rovernments accountable for
!ﬁmir responsibilities to women.
It can act as an advocacy tool
for organisations concerned
with gender equality and
human rights. The MDGs
taught us that, without
addressing the underlying
structural causes of gender
inequality, social progress and
national growth will not be
possible. With the influence of
MDG, India Government also
announced the National policy
for empowerment of women in
2001 to bring out advancement,
development and
empowerment of women. As
persistent gender inequalities
continue we need to rethink
concepts and strategies for
promoting women’s dignity
and rights. Greater effort and
focus must be directed to
enrolling all children in
education and ensure that,
women are in the right path, are
participating in the
development process through
inproved management and
provision of quality basic social
services, promoting women
friendly and child-related
behaviour change within
households, and creating a
better environment for women
and children at home and at
workplace and institutions
related to themand it will surely
bring gender equality and social
and national development.

Women in the

Epics

I\/Ian}F scholars have thrown
lights on the position of
women in the Vedic, Buddhist
and later periods of ancient
Indian History, and have also
made a study of their status
in the legal literature of the
times so far the only not able
to attempt in the epic field,
however has been that of
Meyer but it is restricted in its
scope as it mainly deals with
sexual life in the Epics. There
have been other minor
attempts in the form of articles,

which naturally cannot give and
are not intended to give any
comprehensive idea of this vast
subject. It is indeed strange that
the study of women as depicted
in the Epics has so long escaped
separate treatment and has not
been given the attention it
deserves. 1t is all the more
essential to pursue this subject as
the two great Epic still exert a
great influence on the life and
mind of India in particular and the
whole of South - East Asia in
general. In fact Post - Epic -

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Literature mostly borrows
from or improves and
reconstruct rules on the
themes taken from the Epics.
More over the women
characters of the Epics have
been held as ideals by Indian
women. Deep-rooted-
nations about such characters
have stood in the way of a
scientific and objective study
of the various customs,
manners and status of
women as gleaned from the
Epics. There is need today
for a dispassionate and
impartial study of the
background of the position of
the women in India since this
is an age of reform, when the
position and status of Indian
women in society is
undergoing a vast change.
While Ramayana on the one
hand,  mirrors ideal
characters for people to look
up to and follow, the
Mahabharata on the other
with its variety of situations
and characters through

generations gives a truer
insight into the character and
position of women in Ancient
India.

The original sources
drawn upon are the two
great Epics, the Mahabharata
as cribbed to Vyasa and the
Ramayana of Valmiki. The
secondary sources are
Commentaries, translations
and dissertations written on
those works.

In tracing the status of
women in the Epics we have
strictly endeavored to draw
conclusions from the
credentials gathered from
these two great Epics. The
Pre-Vedic and Vedic
traditions provide the social
back ground of the epic
society. The characters of the
epics particularly those of the
Mahabharata belong to the
Brahmana and Upanishad
period. The customs traced
in the narrative parts of the
Epics are those found in the
sutras the didactic portions

prove that the age of the
Dharmas’astras particularly
to the age of the Manusmriti.
Wherever possibleattempts
have been made to collect,
collate and scrutinize parallel
evidences of customs and
conditions from the above
mentioned literature on the
one hand and Epics on the
other. This method has also
helped in reconstructing the
chronology and the sequence
of many customs.

It is easier to understand
the position of women in the
different stages of her life as
related to man and society.
But in order to estimate the
position and character
assigned to her asregards the
sex, it is necessary to
interpret the data with
sociological and

anthropological approach.
The attitude of society
towards her which affected
her religious position as well
as property rights is assigned
a separate position.

Level being observed on June 5th,

Raise your voice, not the sea
level-this catchy phrase is being
used a lot this vear for World
Environment Day. Dating back
to the first World Environment
Day in 1972, the UN has been
using this event as the principle
vehicle to encourage people
across the world to take on
positive environmental action.
In support of the UN
designation of 2014 as the
International year of Small
Island Developing States (SIDS),
WED is adopting SIDS in the
broader context of Climate
Change as its theme. The
purpose is to encourage greater
understanding around the
urgency to protect the islands
in the face of growing risks and
vulnerabilities due to climate
change.

SIDS:

The Intergovernmental
Panel on Climate Change notes
that global sea levels are raising
atanincreased rate, which may
have effects such as increased
global temperatures,
expansions on sea water and
sea level rise when polar ice
melts. Small islands are the
most vulnerable to sea level rise
and the effects of climate
change- they are also places
that have been successful at
implementing environmental
initiatives that increase
resilience and show real
innovation- for example, by
transitioning to renewable
sources of energy by restoring
mangrove eco system, which
protect against severe floods
and storms and growing corals
in nurseries to rehabilitate
degraded marine environments
that also provide protection
against weather effects and a
source of food and livelihood.

The International Panel on
Climate Change (1IPCC) in 1990
and 1992 published  best
available evidence aboul past
climate change, the green hoase
elffect and recent changes in
plobal temperature. It is
observed  that  earth’s
temperature get changed
considerably  during the
geological times, It has
experienced several glacier and
interglacial periods, However,
during the past 10,000 years of
the current interglacial period
the mean average temperature
has fluctuated by 0.5-1"C over
100 to 200 year period. We have
relatively stable climate for
thousands of years due to
which we have practiced
agriculture and increased in
population. Even small change
in climatic conditions may
disturb agriculture that would
lead to migration of animals
including humans.

The climate change has been
in the news for years. But what
is it? And how will it affect us?
Climate change is the average
weather of an area. It is the
general weather conditions,
seasonal variations and
extremes of weather in a region.
Such conditions which average
over a long period-at least 30
years called climate.

To understand climate
change, first of all we need to
know about the greenhouse
effect. The earth gets heat from
the sun. In the atmosphere,
green house gases like CO, trap
this heat and keep it from
escaping back to outer space.
Trapping some heat in the
atmosphere is a good :hing,
because it keeps the planet
warm enough for us to live. But
the people all over the world are
adding extra CO, to the
atmosphere, That is because
today we burn fossil fuel like
coal, oil, gas to so many our
everyday activities like driving
our cars, using our computers

and heating our homes. -‘h‘]
these create oxtra CO, and it 15
trapping more heat in the
atmosphere, making the earth
warmer and causing other
climate change too, The signs
of climate change are all around
us. Temperatures are getting
warmer, giant ice sheets are
melting and the oceans are
rising. In many places, flowers
are blooming earlier, snow is
melting sooner and birds aren’t
flying as far south for winter, So
why does this matter? Well if
the planet keeps getting
warmer, we can expect more
powerful storms and flooding,
droughts and heat waves. And
these changes could cause
additional problems like the
spread of certain diseases, more
wild fires, and food and water
shortages. Climate change put
entire ecological systems like
coral reefs, in danger, and many
plants and animals could
become extinct. The good news
is that we can take action. We
can put less CO, in to the
atmosphere, if we generate
electricity clean sources like
solar and wind power instead
of burning coal, oil or gas. We
can also drive less, use public
transportation and choose cars
that go further using less gas.
And you can do your part.
Reduce your energy use by
turning off the light, the
computer and television when
you aren’t using them and walk
or ride your bicycle to work or
school. By making smart choice
and working together we can
make a difference.
Anthropogenic activities are
upsetting the delicate balance
that has established between
various components of the
environment. Green house
gases are increasing in the
atmosphere resulting in
increase in the average global
temperature. This may upset
the hydrological cycle; resultin
floods and droughts in different
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regions of the world, cause sea
level rise, changes in agriculture
productivity, famines and death
of humans as well as livestock.

The global changes in
temperature will not be uniform
everywhere and will fluctuate
in different regions. The places
at higher latitudes will be
warmed up more during late
autumn and winter than the
places in tropics. Poles may
experience 20 to 3 times more
warming than the global
average, while warming in the
tropics may be only 50 to 100%
on an average. The increased
warming at the poles will
reduce the thermal gradient
between the equator and high
latitude regions decreasing the
energy available to the heat
engine that drives the global
weather machine. This will
disturb the global pattern on
winds and ocean currents as
well as the timing and
distribution of rainfall. Shifting
of ocean currents may change
the climate of Ice lands and
Britain and may result in
cooling at a time when the rest
of the world warms, by a
temperature increase of 1. 5 to
4.5° C the global hydrological
cycle is expected to intensify by
5t010%. Disturbed rainfall will
result in some areas becoming
wetter and the others drier.
Although rainfall may increase,
higher temperature will result
in more evapo-transpiration
leading to annual water deficit
in crop fields.

The Climate Change will
affect the global ecosystems.
Many people are interested in
Climate change and how a
changing climate will affect the
oceans? Rising water levels can
have potentially large impacts.
Scientists have determined that
global sea level has been
steadily rising since 1900 at the
rate at least0.04 to 0.1 inches per
year.

Sea level can rise by two
different mechanisms with
respect Lo Climate Change. I'irst,
as the ocean warms due o an
increasing global temperature,
seawater expands lake up more
space in ocean basis and
causing a rise in waler level.
The second mechanism is the
melting of ice cover land, which
then adds water to the ocean.

Reducing greenhouse
gas emissions is the key to
solving global Climate Change.
A major way these gases get into
the atmosphere is when people
burn coal, oil and natural gas
for energy. Everyone uses
energy and everyone can be part
of the solution.

The Methodology adopted
in this paper is, by using
secondary data sources
obtained from different articles,
books and websites relating to
climate change and trying to
find out solutions to this every
growing problem.

Reducing greenhouse gas
emission is the key to solving
global climate change. A major
way these gases reach into the
atmosphere is when people
burn coal, oil and natural gas
for energy. Everyone use this
energy, and everyone can be the
part of the solution.

To successfully combat
climate change, people will
have to switch from getting most

of their energy from burning
fossil fuels to getting most of
their energy from a wide variety
of clean energy sources.
Technologies that reduce the
amount of greenhouse gases
being added to the atmosphere.
Many of these technologies are
already available today, while
others are still being developed
and tested. Clean energy
technology like wind and solar
power produce energy without
burning fossil fuels. Other
technologies reduce green
house gas emissions through
energy efficiency or by
capturing these gases before
they can enter the atmosphere.

1. Solar energy:-

Why day time is brighter
and warmer than night? The
answer is simple. Solar energy,
ig; light and heat comes from the
sun. People can harness the
sun’s energy in a few different
ways such as;

a) Photovoltaic Cells:-This
cell absorbs light and converts
it directly into electricity. A
group of photovoltaic cell is
known as solar panel.

b) Solar thermal
technology: - In which heat from
the sun is used to make water
or steam.

¢) Passive solar heating; -
which can be simple as letting
sunshine through windows to
heat inside of a building.

2. Wind energy:-

The wind can blow your hat
off, rustle the trees, and even
power your television. For
1000s of years, people have
used windmills to grind grains
and pump water. Today
modern machines called wind
turbines can be placed together
on wind farms. Good sites for
wind farms are often found a
windy hilltops, open Plaines
and shorelines.

3. Water Energy:-

If vou have ever stood in fast
moving stream, under a
waterfall or on the ocean shore,
as waves come crashing in, then
felt the power of the water. The
energy frommoving water can
be used to create electricity in
several wavs. Eg:- 1)a hydro
electric dam, it capture energy
from the movement of a river
Dam operation control the flow
of water and the amount of
electricity produced. Dams
create reservoiries behind them,
which can be used for
recreation, wild life sanctuaries
and sources of drinking
water.,2)waver power: Capture
energy from waves on the
surface of the ocean using a
special floating device, 3) Tidal
power: it captures the energy of
flowing waters with the help of
turbines as tides rush inand out
of coastal areas.

4, Nuclear Energy:-

Atoms are tiny particles that
make up every object in the
universe. The bonds that hold
atoms together contain a huge
amount of energy. When atoms
are split apart, this energy can
be used to make electricity. This
process is called nuclear fission.

Most of the nuclear plants

use uranium as fuel because; its
atoms are easily split apart.
Nuclear power plants don't
burn fossil fuel, they don’t
produce greenhouse gases. But
mining and refining uranium
requires large amounts of
energy. In addition, nuclear
power plants produce waste
that is radioactive. This waste
has to be handled and disposed
of according special regulations
designed to protect the
environment.

5. Geothermal energy:-
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If you were to dig a big whole
straight down into the earth,
you would notice the
temperature getting warmer the
deeper you go. That is because
inside the earth is full of heat.
This heat is called geothermal
energy. People can capture
geothermal energy through;

1) Geothermal power
plants:-which use heat from
deep inside of the earth to
generate steam to make
electricity.

2) Geothermal heat pumps:-
which tap into heat close to the
earth’s surface to heat water to
provide heat from buildings.
That is, hot water is pumped
from deep underground
through a well under high
pressure, when the water
reaches the surface, the pressure
is dropped, which causes the
water to turn into steam, the
steam spins a turbine which is
connected a generator that
produce electricity. The steam
cools off in a cooling lower and
condenses back Lo water, This
cooled water is pumped back
into the earth to begin the
process again,

6. Biomass energy:-

Biomass is a fancy name fort
material from plants and
animals. Some kinds of
biomass can be burned to
produce electricity. Eg: wood.
Biomass contains stored
energy. That is, plants absorb
energy from the sun through the
process of photosynthesis.
When this biomass is burned,
the stored energy is released as
heat. Burning biomass releases
carbon dioxide. Different kinds
of biomass such as woodchips,
corn and some type of garbage,
are used to produce electricity.
Some type of biomass can be
converted into liquid fuels
called bio fuels that power cars,
trucks and tractors.

7. Green Vehicles:-

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c) Alternative fuel vehicle
run on fuel other than gasoline
Burning natural gas produces
less carbon dioxide than
gasoline or diesel and burning
hydrogen produces no CO, at
all.

d) Electric vehicle are
powered by an electric motor
instead of gasoline.

8. Energy
buildings:

Everyday people flip on
light switches, turn on their
computers, and use energy in
many other ways in their homes,
offices and schools. Using all
that power leads to green house
gas emission, especially if the
energy is generated from fossil
fuels. It is estimated that
around 30% of all green house
gas emissions are from the
buildings. Techniques such as
more energy heating, air
conditioning and lighting
enable building to use less
energy which helps to reduce
green house gas emissions.

9. Methane capture and
use:

Methane is very powerful
green house gas. One pound of

efficient

methane traps 25 more heat in
the atmosphere than a pound
of CO, Methane is also an
ingredient of natural gas.
Because methane can be
captured from landfills, it can
be burned to produce electricity,
heat buildings or power garbage
tracks. Capturing methane
beforeit get into the atmosphere
also helps to reduce the effects
of climate change. Methane can
also be captured from farm
digesters, which are big tanks
that contain manure and other
waste from house of livestock
such as pig and cows.

10.Carbon capture and
underground storage:

Currently many of our
electricity are generated at large
power plants that burn coal and
other fossil fuels that add lot of
CO, to the atmosphere, In the
mean time scientists are
developing ways to capture CO,
from power plants, and factories
and  safely stored it
underground so that it cannot
go into the atmosphere.

Conclusion:-

Climate change is real

and has begun to take a series

rising toll on economic well
being and human lives. Over
the last decade, erratic weather
patterns and extreme weather
events have destroyed
infrastructure, disrupted
business activity, destroyed jobs
and livelihoods and killed
many people around the world
on an unprecedented scale.
