press, film and cinema, radio and television broadcasting-developed to
supply and cultivate larger scale forms of communication; mediating
news and other forms of culture into the situation. ‘Our’ immediate world
co-exists with the mediated ‘world out there.’

The wvisual media is
significant in shaping the
everyday life of the ordinary. This
makes the policy of higher
education to include popular
media as worthy of serious
academic study. Through the
information technology
dissemination project of the
Government of Kerala named
“Akshaya”, even grownups have
been brought into the virtual
world. The Kerala State Higher
Education Council, in its
workshop on Restructuring
Under-Graduate Curriculum, in

(O’Sullivan et al. 1994, p.13)

2008, had considered adding 'Media’
to the topic of ‘Contemporary Issues.”
Dr. G. Balagopalan Thampi had
argued that “media is an ideal topic
for interdisciplinary and
intercultural studies as it involves
technology, image, language,
ideology,” the focus being on popular
culture, cultural imperialism, print
and electronic media, audience,
alternative media ete. The history and
philosophy of the LT, world demands
analysis in such a context.

Our understanding is facilitated
through “mediated identities”, The
way the mediated world impinges on

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our experiences is through our
consumption of media texts
produced and reproduced
through different fields of visual
productions. It has impacted on
the everyday cultures over the
course of more than a century.
Cultural critiques, an
interdisciplinary field of
knowledge production, have
provided many conceptual
categories to study both popular
culture and the seemingly
ordinary uses of images in our
daily life. It helps create an
understanding of the casteist
patriarchal society we live in
and the power relations
involved init.

British Cultural theorist
Stuart Hall states that culture is
not merely a set of things
(television shows or paintings,
for example) but rather a set of
processes or practices through
which individuals and groups
come to inake sense of those
things. Culture is the
production and exchange of
meanings to people, to objects,
and events. It is a fluid and
interactive process, not a fixed
set of practices or
interpretations, grounded in
social practices, not solely

images, texts, or interpretations.
Popular films, music, art,
newspapers etc. contribute to
the construction of daily lives.

So do sports and

advertisements.

Visual culture is central to
how we communicate. Visual
technologies allow for the local
and global circulation of ideas,
information and politics
constructed through images.
The study of visual media is
truly an interdisciplinary
enterprise that brings together
art history, film, media, and
cultural studies to investigate
how images carry meaning
within and between different

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cultural arenas, from art and
commerce to science and the
law. Images communicate
within a wide spectrum of
cultural and representational
issucs (desire, power, the gaze,

gender studies, postcolonial

theory etc).

Multi-mediations

Living in a multimedia
world, the powerful images and
sounds that it simulates as the
real must be “read” through
media education so as to help
ourselves be less vulnerable to
the influence of media on
attitudes and behavior. Visual
literacy is a major aspect of
being literate, and provides the
various effective strategies,
activities, and resources that
would help one learn the
critical-viewing skills and
media literacy necessary in a
media-oriented world.

For example, the
Japanese video game in wide
circulation now titled "the rape
game’ teaches as well as
provides room for
experimenting as well as
virtually experiencing the rape.

Since the early twentieth
century, the media in India has
catered to the changing
consciousness peculiar to a
casteist middle class.

TV images, on the
other hand, are less abstract
and more direct, They are
representational; they come
coded and to understand them
fully one has to be conversant
with its codes, conventions, and
characteristics. The literate
readers should not stop with
converting printed words into
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ideas. They contemplate those

All media images and
messages are constructions,
Advertisements have been
crafted carctully with the intent
to send a very specitic message.

There is a predominance of
the visual media since the
1990s. Images and pictures that
become popular and frequently
appear in print and visual
media are part of a dominant
ideology. Understanding the
concepts related to image, text,
setting, content, theme,
technique, style, design,
composition, and layout helps
one discern pictorial
communication in social
media, advertising, television,
and motion pictures. John
Berger criticizes traditional
Western cultural aesthetics by
raising questions about hidden
ideologies in visual images.
Based on Walter Benjamin's
essay “The Work of Art in the
Age of Mechanical
Reproduction,” Berger argues
that the essential way of seeing,
the essential use to which
images are put, has not changed
(64).
Media literacy is required to
enable one to locate, identify,
and interpret iconic
information contained in visual
representations like TV, films,
pictures, internet ete. and its
appropriation in the everyday
lived world, The increasing
merging of the virlual world and
the lived everyday world
demands a close analysis of the

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politics of image production in
and through the virtual media.
It does not merely mediate our
thinking, but increasingly
determines our thoughts and

practices. The dominant
ideology is articulated through
such images and through its
reappearance in different fields
of cultural production.

The role of media in the
sweeping victory of Modi in the
recent held parliamentary
elections, for instance, is
significant. In the context of
talking about patriarchal
masculinity, Bourdieu had
referred to how the male
domination was so rooted inour
collective unconscious that we
no longer even see it. Similarly,
the media had become an
exclusive medium for the right
wing campaign, or rather got
modified, so much so that the
casteist, patriarchal
masculinity embodied by the
BJP prime ministerial candidate
assumed democratic and
secular dimensions. A need for
critical visual literacy and its
incorporation in the curriculum
of schools and colleges, in such
acontext, is the need of the hour.
This would enable a better and
critical understanding  of
‘cultural” phenomena and its
casteist patriarchal ideology
that media caters to.

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Mr. Arun Jaitely while presenting the budget said
“ A journey to sustained 7-8 percent growth, it
would not be wise to expect everything thal can
be done or must be done to be in the first budget
presented with in 45 days of the formation of
this government.”

The Finance minister
quoted the Prime Ministers slogan of
inclusiveness (“Sab ka sath sab ka vikas”) but
fresh allocations for the minorities were limited
tojust 100 Crores for madrasa modernization and
nothing for the down trodden millions of
minorities.

How ever, It is a welcome decision that over
28 lakh beneficiaries drawing pension are set to
benefit from the Finance Minister. Arun Jaitely in
his budget announced fixing the minimum
pension under the Employees Provident Fund
Scheme(EPF) as Rs.1000. The income ceiling
under the EPF scheme has been raised from Rs.
6500 to Rs. 15000, which will increase the number
of employees who will be eligible for PF
contributions from employer. It is a welcome
decision that the Finance minister has increased
the’ sintax’ of the excise duty of cigarettes in the
range of 11 percent to 72 percent. However thisis
a welcome move to force people to quit smoking.
Each year one million Indians reportedly die due
to smoking related diseases.

For tax payers in the Rs5 lakh annual income
slab, the savings income will be Rs.10300 while
some in in the Rs10 lakh slab the tax out go will
be lower by Rs.21579. If the Finance Minister
could have been a little more generous,, the section

[ITs and equal number of [IMs. The real fact is
that the eight IITs set up in the eleventh plan
period continue to function out of temporary
premises and the [T system all over India facesa
faculty shortage of 30 to 35%. A sum of Rs 450
Crores  has been set aside from the higher
Education Department. It is very interesting that
the current cost of setting one IIT is close to
Rs.1800 Crores!!
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The budget very much emphasized the need
for Dis-Investment and the new target set for the
financial year 2014-15 isRS 58,000 C rores, very
much more than that of the previous budget. In
order to raise revenue to trim India’s 4.5 percent
fiscal deficit, one of the main solution is dis -
investment. Public Sector Undertakings (PSU)
and Public Sector Banks (PSB) are already set for
the dis -investment meaning liqufdnting
government holdings to private hands. When
the BJP was in Power in the year 2003, there was
aminister (Arun Shourie) who was in charge of
dis-investment.The BJP is following the policy of
UPA and Congress so that every thing is
provided to the corporates. ]

INFLATION

The budget presented by Arun Jaitely failed
miserably to cop up with the spiraling Inflation
and rocketing prices of food grains and essential
commodities. The de - regulation of Fuel prices
especially Petrol and diesel and the fiscal and
monetary policies of the BJP government are
accelerating inflation and price rise beyond limit.

More over Rs 2lakh Crores of worth of black
money is roughly in circulation. The new
government is not putting any brake on
speculation, banning private trade in food articles
or curbing as well as uncarthing black money.
The Swiss government has prepared a list of
Indians suspected to have slashed unaccounted
money in Swiss Bank and the details of which
are yel to be shared with the new government. In
the budget The F'M passively said that there a
Special Team of Investigation (SIT) was
constituted. About black money Arun Jaitely said
on the budget that ‘SIT" will take steps to share
the details of black money in Swiss bank.

The price rise in food gains and essential
commeodities are exorbitant. As per the second
advance estimate released by the Ministry of
agriculture in mid February , this vear ,
production of food grains has touched a record
production of 263.20 Million Metric Tons as
compared to 257.13 MMT in the year 2012-13. A
very surprising feature of the Indian economy in
recent years has been a high level price rise
inspite of reasonable good production. The price
rise is due to large scale hoarding by black
marketers and price manipulators. The
government of India has a buffer stock of food
grains in excess of 80 MMT. This implies that the
government is the biggest hoarder of food grains
without distributing it timely. By purchasing huge
quantity of food grains and refusing to distribute
through the Public Distribution System (PDS). The
budget is keeping mum about effective
functioning of PDS and the market intervention.
But the Government is protecting the future
trading on food grains and essential
commodities. The new budget is an utter failure
in curbing the future trade. Anapt example is the
price level of sugar . Sugar price jumped by Rs.10
per KG in the open market, but the government
decided to increase the import duty on sugar and
continue with export subsidy.

Budget is  the most
comprehensive report of the
government'’s finances in which
revenues from all sources and
outlays to all heads are
consolidated. It contains the
estimates of government's
accounts for the next financial
year. Budget is not a meager
statement of account, but it is a
policy statement. Therefore, the
people are having great
expectation upon a budget in
accomplishing their needs and
aspirations. The Union finance
minister Arun Jaitley’s maiden
budget has addressed some
critical issues like tax
administration and expenditure
management broadly, with some
unresolved fundamental issues.

The total plan expenditure in
this budget is estimated al Rs.5.75
lakh crore, an increase of 26.9 per
cent over actuals of 2013-14 and
non-plan  expenditure of
Rs.12,19,892 crore wilh
additional provision for fertilizer,
subsidy and capital expenditure
for armed forces. Total

expenditure of Rs.17, 94,892 crore
and gross tax receipts of Rs.13, 64,524
crore are expected to be recieved. The
real GDP is expected to grow between
5.4% and 5.9% per annum.Allocation
of Rs.50, 548 crore under Special
Component Plan for scheduled caste,
Rs.32, 387 crores under Tribal Sub
Plan, Rs.98, 030 crore for women and
Rs.81, 075 crore for children were
proposed. Plan allocation was
increased mainly towards the
development of agriculture, capacity
creation in health and education,
rural roads and national highways
infrastructure, railways network
expansion, clean energy initiatives,
development of water resources and
river conservation plans. A separate
plan statement and allocation was
made for North Eastern region
incorporating NarendraModi's
slogan sab kasath sab kavikas’ (with
every one, for every one).

The main message from the
budget is the commitment of fiscal
consolidation. Fiscal and revenue
deficits are estimated as 4.1 and 2.9
percent respectively in the coming
year. A sustained high level of fiscal
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deficit leads to growing debt
and interest payments. Since
interest payment constitutes the
largest item of expenditure
(45.5% of net tax revenue and
20% of every one rupee), the
reduction of fiscal deficit from
the present 4.1% to 3% in 2016-
17 is a welcome step. This task
can be achieved by raising the
Tax/GDP ratio from 10.2% in
2013-14 to 11.2% in 2016-17. But
there are certain apprehensions

about tax revenue mobilization.
With the tax concessions
announced in this budget, there
i5 a reduction in the tax revenue
of Rs.9000 crore. However, the
additional new sources of tax
give a fill up to this.
Expenditures contemplated
show an increase of Rs.31, 000
crore. Thus the short fall
increases by Rs.40, 000 crore
and this deficit has been offset
by substantial increase in non-

these actions are not workin
with national interest ¢ the
former downsizes government
and fasten privatization and
latter induces inflation. Takin
all these factors into account,
achieving the fiscal deficit of
4.1% is going to be a difficult
task.

Expenditure announcement
of the budget include many ne
projects such as ‘Protein
Revolution’, ‘Price Stabilization
Fund’, “Blue Revolution ip
inland fisheries’, ‘Bhoomi Heen
Kisan'etc.in agriculture, But the
fund allocation was not only
insufficient but also lack future
vision. For instance, the total
allocation for price stabilization
fund was Rs.500crore to
mitigate the risk of price
volatility in the agriculture

For the large scale
sectors, the major proposals
include central government
departments and ministries to
integrate their services with the
eBiz this year itself and Rs.100
crore was provided for setting
up a National Industrial
Corridor Authority, Other
proposals include Master
planning of three new smart
cities in the Chennai-Bengaluru
Industrial Corridor region to be
completed, viz., Ponneri in
Tamil Nadu, Krishnapatnam in
Andhra Pradesh and Tumkur
in Karnataka, perspective plan
for the Bengaluru Mumbai
Economic corridor (BMEC) and
Vizag-Chennai corridor to be
completed with the provision
for twenty new industrial
clusters and it is also proposed
to establish an export
promotion mission to bring all
stakeholders under one
umbrella. For the Micro Small
and Medium Enterprises
(MSME) Sector, major
programunes include Skill India
to be launched to skill the youth
with  an emphasis on

employability and entreprencur
sKills, commiltee o examine the
linancial architecture for MSMIE
SECLon, remove boltleneeks and
create new vules and stractires
to he set up and pive concrete
sugpestions in three months, o
nationwide “District level
Incubation and Accelerator
Programme” to be taken up for
incubation of new ideas and
necessary  support  for
accelerating entreprencurship
ete, [tean be concluded from the
above examples that attention
was highly in favour of large
scale industries than small and
medium scale industries. From
the output point of view, it may
be good inlong run, but it seems
to have low vision in
employment generation as it has
not given good attention to
small scale industries.

On the infrastructure front
especially on road sector, it is
good that an investment of an
amount of Rs.37, 880 crores in
National Highway Authority of
India and state roads is
proposed which includes
Rs.3000 crores for the North
East. The budget targeted the
construction of 8500 kms roads
in the current financial year. But
the achievement of this target
will be very difficult because the
sector needs huge amount of
investment requirement along
with speedy clearance of land
acquisition.On the energy front,
no new big initiatives were
taken except some remarks like
Rs.100 crore is allocated for a
new scheme “Ultra-Modern
Super Critical Coal Based
Thermal Power Technology,”
and a Green Energy Corridor
Project is being implemented to
facilitate  evavuation  of
renewable energy across the
country.But the policies relating
to coal mines and their
exploitation  need  new

orientation which the new
budget lacks.

Apart  from  several
stimulative measures taken by
the budget a lot of areas were
not taken care of or even
neglected, An allocation of
Ka.500 crore for higher
education was insignificant
capecially for the establishrment
of new job oriented training
institutions as propesed in the
budget itself. Foreign Direct
Investment limit of insurance
sector with the aim of deepening
health insurance penetration
will do only if it paves the way
for innovation and better
quality health care. The budget
also proposed to up the FDI in
the defense sector to 49% which
may lead to a reduction of
current account deficit of
balance of payment butshould
be done in more cautioned and
transparent manner to avoid
apprehensions of the people.

In short, great expectations
of the people upon Modi
government are not maintained
in the budget. Instead of finding
new ways to explore revenue
mobilization the finance
minister targeted
disinvestment.No new
measures are taken to contain
price rice especiallv food
inflation. The budget proposes
to reduce subsidies from the
current 2% of GDP to 1.6% of
GDP in coming vears which
add fuel to price spiral. The
country is heading towards
draught in coming months
hence it is very much
disappointing to  reduce
allocation for MNREGS as it will
moot poverty and starvation
anmony agricultural
laboures. Thus the new budget
is a continuation of UPA budget
in numbers as well as in
philosophy.
