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Challenges Facing Higher Education:

Ending Alienation to
Promote Democracy
and Secularism

Hi her education in India
confronts a variety of
challenges that need to be
addressed in order to identify
the complexities involved and
to evolve a democratic model.
The role of education in society
is wider than just providing the
3 Rs. For education to play
such a wider role, there has to
be democratic functioning in
its institutions. It must be such
as to create among people a
preference for democracy over
other forms of social
formations. Education needs
to overcome narrowness and

divisive tendencies. For this
education needs to guide the ever
present politics in life in an
enlightened and  positive
direction.

Education is for life, life in its
entirety and then there has to be
education through life. This is not
happening at all today.The social
system in India today has traits
that are so negative that it has led
to a narrowing of horizons for
citizens in higher education as well
as politics. The absence of a
democratic content of education
and the short-termist approach
has resulted in the alienation of
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individuals. Mahatma
Gandhi’s definition of
education would comprise
everything that can be
conceived under education.
Education for life, education
through life, and education
throughout life. That the
concept of life has been taken
awayv from education is

recisely the reason for its
ﬁecoming dehumanizing and
alienatinge,

Gandhiji's views of
education, as alienating
individuals from the
mainstream of society, has its
roots in the colonial period.
Colonisation over two
centuries resulted in
disruption in society and
narrowing of its social vision.
Now this is further
accentuated by
marketization and growing
illegality in society.

All these negative features
together undermine
generation of new socially
relevant knowledge and
leads to growing alienation
both in society and in the
field of education.
Consequently, Fresen’cl}-’,
educationists lack the
commitment to do what is
needed by society. They are
mostly careerists who are
quaIié,ed, but lacking in a
wider vision of education.

Another long term
feature of Indian society is its
loss of value of ideas. In fact
this predates the colonial
period and that is why India
lost its dynamism and got
colonized. The result is that
on the one hand, society
does not place the onus on
academics to produce
socially relevant knowledge
and instead borrows it from
abroad and mostly the West.
On the other hand, the
educationists do not on their
own take up the challenge of

generating new socially
relevant knowledge.

Academics today
mechanically follow an alien
path of social development
based on copying weslern
modernily. The hegemony of
the West has  been
overwhelming in the world in
the last couple of centuries
because they have been
generating knowledge on a
large scale. Consequently,
ideas are dictated/copied from
the West and Indian
intellectuals have been
reduced to being ‘derived’
intellectuals.

Society’'s perspective is
intertwined with its vision of
education. Society’s lack of
dynamism is reflected in

ersisting backwardness and
inability to solve problems
linked which in turn is linked
to difficulties in generating
socially relevant knowledge.
Society’'s narrow vision of
Higher Education explains
the challenges faced by it -
its views regarding Access,
Equity and Accountability.

In a capitalist system
equality and equity are
immaterial. Not so in a
democratic one. Indian
education is largely
segmented and feudal in
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outlook. This reflects in the
uneven quality of school
education for the different
classes. Tigher education is
getting more segmented
wilh growing privatization
its democratizing influence is
waning rapidly. There is a
historical continuity with
Macaulay’s policy -education
meant to produce clerks.
Macualay’s education
policies (1835) played a
crucial role in this state of
affairs by separating
research from teaching. The
result has been that Indian
teaching-learning is

Tote
learning with = little
understanding by the
students. So, teaching,
learning and research are
largely mechanically done
with little creativity.
Another matter of
concern is that higher
education in India is
dominated by
bureaucratized academics;
typically svcophants of those
in power. They weaken
educational institutions
because are expected to do
the bidding of those in
power, Failure and non-
implementation of
educational policies occur

characterised bv
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because the decision makers
are mostly those who have
no real sense of the concept
of education. Privatization
has added another layer of
complexity to this already
complicated situation. It has
reduced the democratizing
role of education and
segmented education. This
was already true for schools
but it is now also the case in
higher education. Setting up
educational institutions for
profit has stemmed from the
narrowness of vision of the
managements. Their lack of
commitment has resulted in
the narrowing of democratic
spaces in institutions. All this

results in asymmetric
information and growing
corruption.

Education is now
increasingly for career alone
and not for broader
purposes. The framework of
parents, students and
teachers has narrowed. API
has eroded teachers’ dignity.
Students are being made
apolitical. Degree, for
students, is just a passport to
a good job and cheating in
exams 1s an easy way
towards it. Teacher-student
relationship has weakened
because it has become
mechanical and devoid of
commitment.

Values created by our
‘good’ institutions like I1Ts

and [IMs, are mostly
individualistic, elitist,
undemocratic and

consumerist. Elitism is best
served by privatization.
Much of current research is
within an elitist framework;
even the study of poverty.
Content of education is being
reduced and sanitized since
critique of ideas is sought to
be curbed to reinforce status
quo. Consequently,
autonomy at various levels in

institutions of higher
education is being curtailed
by steps like, common model
syllabus and appointing
heads of institutions on
grounds  other  than
academic. Dissent in
institutions is being treated
as malaise to be curbed
rather than celebrated, not
recognizing that this is the
fountain of new knowledge.

So the problem is basic.
What is required is an
overall and fundamental
rethinking in a historical
context. Content of education
is important. Mere tinkering
will not help. Task of higher
education is to create a
vision of a holistic society
peopled by holistic beings.
To accomplish this goal,
equal access to all and
equality of opportunity
should be our aim. Higher
education institutions should
foster and generate new
knowledge for social
advancement, New social
knowledge is needed to face
globalization - how to
socially cope with the rapid
changes in technology due to
jumping its various stages of,
spanning perhaps 500 years
in the coming decades, Now
scientific and technical
knowledge is needed to face
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growing problems confr-
onting mankind. The aim of
higher education is to make
people forward looking, to
give them hope for their
uture. In its absence they
will hark back to the
imagined glorious past and
become conservative.
To conclude, academics
need to regain control over
olicies from non-academics,
])ike, politicians  and
bureaucrats. Institutions
need autonomy from both
state and money power but
that is only possible if the
question of leadership in
institutions of higher
education is resolved. There
is a need to recognise market
failure and that education is
not best served by markets
alone. Alienation needs to be
addressed <o as to reconnect
teachers with research and
rebuild their strong links
with students, The problem
of learning by rote needs to
be addressed. Copving
originality is a contradiction
in terms. Dissent must be the
essence in institutions of
higher learning. The voke of
western modernity needs to
be overthrown and our
intellectuals have to stop

Pope meets with Fidel Castro, urges

Pope Francis met Cuba'’s
revolutionary leader Fidel
Castro on Sunday hours
after warning Cubans to
beware the dangers of
ideology and the lure of
selfishness as their country
enters a new era of closer
ties with the United
States.Latin America’s first
pope and Castro, the
region’s last surviving leftist
icon of the 20th century,
discussed religion and
world affairs at the home of
the 89-year-old retired
president for about 40

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minutes.Vatican spokesman Father
Federico Lombardi said the meeting, which
included Castro’s wife and other family
members, was “very relaxed, fraternal and
friendly.”Francis gave Castro several of his
official papal writings, two books on
spirituality and a book and CD on the
writings of Father Armando Llorente, a
priest who taught Castro in Jesuit prep
school more than 70 years ago.

Castro, who wore a blue-and-white
track suit, gave him a copy of “Fidel and

Religion,” a 1985 book of interviews with
a Brazilian priest which lifted a taboo on
speaking about religion in Cuba, then
officially atheist.

Francis later went to the Palace of the
Revolution, where he held private talks for
about an hour with President Raul Castro,
Fidel's 84-year-old younger brother.

Raul Castro, an atheist like his brother,
surprised the pope by giving him a sculpture
of a life-sized crucified Jesus Christ against
a backdrop of fishing nets and oars

Shocking image of drowned Sy

rian

boy shows tragic plight of refugees

The full horror of the human
tragedy unfolding on the shores
of Europe was brought home on
Wednesday as images of the
lifeless body of a young boy -

one of at least 12 Syrians who -

drowned attempting to reach the
Greek island of Kos -
encapsulated the extraordinary
risks refugees are taking to reach
the west. Justin Forsyth, CEO of
Save the Children, said: “This
tragic image of a little boy who's
lost his life fleeing Syria is
shocking and is a reminder of the
dangers children and families are

taking in search of a better life. This child’s plight should
concentrate minds and force the EU to come together and
agree to a plan to tackle the refugee crisis.
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Strike the studies

The indefinite strike launched
by the student community of Film
and Television Institute of India
(FT11), Pune, followed by the
appointment of BJP member
Gajendra Chauhan — who
played Yudhisthir in BR
Chopra’s ‘Mahabharata’ serial
— as the chairman , has reached
a new height as the strike hit 33
days by now.

This is one of the many
appointments made by the
Ministry of Information and
Broadcasting recently that
elicited angry responses from
stakeholders who believe the
government was rewarding those
who campaigned for BJP.
Recently, the povernment
appointed Mukesh Khanna, who
played Bhishma in Mahabharata

and later, Shaktimaan, as the head of
Children’s Film Society.

Many people, from the intellectual
circle to academic bodies and film
fraternity, believe that the recent
appointinent of Chauhan and similar
BJP activists in the governing body of
FTII is a move to saffronize the
country’s premier institute and to
de-politicize it.

“FTII stands for plurality of
expression, secular thought, equal

| opportunity and utmost dedication

to the art and eraft of making cinema.
Here the medium of film and
television is explored with both an
academic rigor and an artistic zeal.
Therefore, only mainstream
popularity is not enough a criteria to
lead an institute of this repute. FTII
deserves persons with extensive
experience in both pedagogy and
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practice of all forms of art in India and abroad;
including writers, poets, painters and theatre
personalities. But, not Chauhan!,” says a student
activistin FTIJ. F

Itis indeed sad that after 33 davs of continuous
strike, deliberate attempts are made to target and
restrict students” protest, just to the appointment
of Mr.Gajendra Chauhan.

“This is not the only issue,” adds another
student activist on strike. “The dubious selection
criteria and process, through which the entire FT11
Society has been appointed is the real concern.
Appointees particularly in question are Ms.
Anagha Ghaisas, Mr. Narendra Pathak and Mr.
Rahul Solapurkar in the category of people with
eminence in the field of art & cinema. And Mr.
Sailesh Gupta, an FTII alumnus credited with
making propaganda videos for Prime Minister
MNarendra Modi."”

The Students’ Association, FT1I, pin points the
following reasons for opposing the appointments
of new society members:

1. Ms. Anagha Ashok Ghaisas is a
documentary film maker, but none of her films
have received any critical acclaim or a mention at
any national or international film festival.
She was also found guilty by court, for defaulting
on remunerations promised to film-makers
working in her projects. Reputed film maker
Mr.Nandan Kudhyadi, an FTIl alumnus, who
worked in her production named “My Flag, My
Life” was denied fees and abruptly dropped from
the project. It left him no option but to go to court.
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Although the judgment went in the plaintiff's
favour, Ms. Ghaisas is yet to pay him his dues.

How can a person whose credibility as a film
maker, proved false in a court of India, be
considered a “Person of Eminence” in the field of
cinema. This is highly contradictory. Her films
include a documentary on Nanaji Deshmukh,
Ram Mandir - Adalat aur Aastha (A film on the
Avodhya Temple), Shri Narendra Modi - Gata
Asamanya Netrutvaka (A tale of extraordinary
leadership).

To quote her, she says,” Films are not just
entertainment. A new thought process should
start at FTI1. Students should have nationalistic
feelings.”

2.Dr. Narendra Pathak is a writer and
columnist for a Marathi magazine and has been
associated as an academician with district and
city colleges. However this is not adequate
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qualification to head an
institute of national repute.

He was also the
incumbent ABVP
Maharashtra State President
when FTII students were
attacked by ABVP members
outside National Film
Archive of India for screening
a film by eminent film maker,
Anand Patwardhan.

After his appointment to
the FTII society he has gone
on record saying,” There . f
shouldn’t be any anti- | o)
national activity at the '
institute. If there are mischief
makers who work against the
government, toh unko sabak sikhana zaroori hain
(they should be taught a lesson).” The court case
regarding the ABVP violence is still going on. His
presence in the council greatly jeopardizes the
physical safety of the students both within and
outside the campus.

3. Mr. Rahul Solapurkar is known for acting
in Marathi films and television serials. However,
he holds no academic experience or an association
with FTIl in any capacity in the past. Mr.
Solapurkar has admitted that he was in
contention for a BJP ticket in last year's State
Assembly elections.

The students oppose this granting of positions
in the FTII society based solely on political
affiliation. Mr. Solapurkar’s comments include,”
There is nothing wrong in introducing a new line
of thought that is beneficial to the nation and
students.”

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Whereas a man follows his
subjectivity, a woman narrows
herself down to the four walls
of domesticity and a career
without compromising her
essential domestic duties.
When will woman gain
subjectivity? When will she be
free from her multitasking
divinity? Free from her
collective existence and become
an individual like man? Sex is
a biological categorization
primarily based on
reproductive capabilities and
gender is something that is
socially constructed by defining
specific gender roles to the male
and the female, i.e., the waysin
which a male or a female is
supposed to perform her
biological sex. People believe, as
woman and man essentially
differ in their physiology, there
should be essential differences
in psychology and so they
naturally need to live, perform
and act differently. The
conviction is rendered to and
absorbed by each individual
from a very early stage in life
from home and from one’s
spaces of everyday
interaction. When we give toy
balls, trucks and guns to boys
and ask them to ‘be brave’ and
‘not to cry’ and give dolls and
cooking set to girls and ask them
‘not to laugh’ aloud and be soft
spoken we are in fact nurturing
role models supposed to enact
as a male and a female. This
difference is very obvious in
western cultures where the
binary begins much before the
birth of a child. The celebration
called ‘baby shower’, the
‘would be’ parents celebrate
with their near and dear, has
distinct variations of colours
used according to the sex of the
expected baby. Quite unlike in
India, they are capable of
knowing the sex of the child
much before birth. Baby
showers are usually lavished by
the colour pink if the expected

baby is a girl and blue if it's a
boy. This colour differentiation
has come to our baby shops too.
One could see selections of pink
and blue from carry bags to
cradles,
Gender gets constructed
and established through
everyday interaction between
people. Each sex performs,
taking for granted, the gender
that is expected from him or her
by the family or larger social
structures and ideological
institutions of power like
family, state, education, media
and so on. People are not aware
of the nuances of everyday
power plays that assert gender
roles. The gender roles assigned
to females are biased in the sense
that it further subordinates the
representative position of
women in all spheres. She
becomes the week, docile,
emotional, passive, ignorant
person lacking reason. The use
of the word ‘ungendering’ in the
title is deliberate so as to convey
the need to do away with the
very idea of word gender as it's
a socially biased and unjust
lexical form. Even when one
talks about gender justice there
is an underlying
acknowledgemnt of the word
‘gender’ which has evolved as
a category to read
representations of patriarchy.
The readings and writings on
‘gender’ is a constant process
of dismantling the word and an
attempt of negating the
constructed representations of
the gender binary- the
‘masculine’ and the ‘feminine’-
which is very different from the
biological variation of the male,
female or varied sexualities.
The difference of male-
female role plays which brought
about gender notions can be
traced back to carly days of
human settlement. As women
nurtured babies they remained
indoors and they caced tor
matters relating to home and

personal lives. She became the
center of a personal collective.
Whereas men who went out to
work gradually gained
individuality in public domain.
This personal- public duality
later on came to be related to two
different kinds of capability
which further defined the role
plays of male-female
respectively. Though in some
communitics carly agrarian life
saw equal participation of men
and woman, it changed
gradually with the coming of
industrialization and the use of
machines which required more
physical strength and regular
work which was quite
impossible for women due to
child birth and related issues.
Slowly men earned and
controlled the economy. The
increasing economic inequality
furthered the cause of female
subordination and females
became passive receptors of the
patriarchal worldviews and
modes of representation.

Coming to gender and
higher education it would be
revealing if we ask a few
questions to ourselves. Do men
and women have different
kinds of career dreams? Is
career and marriage inter-
related for both men and women
in a similar way? Why do
women quit their jobs to marry?
Why do we have more NRI
grooms than brides? Do men
and women differ in their
choice of instruction? Do they
have different kinds of
conversations, dreams,
responsibilities and worries in
their everyday life? If the
answer to all these questions
are in the affirmative then we
live in a gendered society.

As o teacher who needs to
interact with the students about
this invisible presence of social
pender conditionings 1 often feel
like an investigative officer
cager to communicate but who
needs to pick up very sharp
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clues from daily life that would
directly communicate with the
routineness of the students. |
often begin by asking them
simple questions relating to
their everyday life. The one
question often asked is, whether
their mother would scold them
in public.

I!.'_
can become a closed arca ol
hegemonic essentialism, The
ideologies  formed and
perpetuated through higher
education has far ruaching
consequences in shaping the
perception of a socicty. The age
at which a boy or a girl joins
higher education is also crucial.
It's a time when they eagerly
gaze out to the wider world and
form new ideas, convictions and
perceptions. As higher
education is a platform where
ideologies are formed what one
needs to do from within is to
keep the field open capable of
absorbing the pluralities of
perceptions and experiences
and to nurture a deep sense of
critique against the different
kinds of authoritarian and
majoritarian power plays or
hierarchies that is present
within the system.

This paper looks into some
specific gendered limitations in
the arena of higher education
that we experience every day,
most of the time blissful]
unaware of it. [t also shares
some possible interventions that
could be made into the realm of
higher education with regard to
making the entire experience of
higher education more gender
sensitive. Though debates on
gender and constructs of the
feminine gets represented
variedly through essentialist
and anti-essentialist schools of
feminist thought, my concern
hereis to read in to the nuances
of —everyday  practical
experiences and manifestations
of gender demarcations in
higher education,

difference in the temperament
attributed to both the sexes in
turn link it with the
enlightenment  idea  of
rationality getting attributed to
the ‘reasonable’ man and
sentimentality to the ‘emotional’
woman, This fixity of belief led
to the wider notion favoring
men for technical of science
subjects which needed a
scientific and reasonable
temperament and woman ever
suitable for humanities and arts
which was viewed as a more
leisurely subjects (that could
fetch sufficient time for
domestic commitments) not in
need of a scientific
temperament. The disparity in
the choice of instruction that is
very prevalent in our society is
the result of such beliefs that
have been carried out down
generations.

This line of thought led me
to an interesting observation.
Whether east and west or any
other part of the world for that
matter, be it first world, second
world or third world, the one
and only similarity they share
1s in the manifestations of
gender insensitivity. Science for
men and fine arts for women is
an oft quoted life situation one
comes across books on gender
and education irrespective of
region. Though a reverse claim
Is possible about the rising
number of girl students in
technological institutions much
more remains to be acquired in
freating  them as equal
individuals  within the
academic society, To pinpoint
a clear case of distinction is the
hostel rules applicable to girls
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alone. At a time when the
campus and libraries are live up
to late hours, girl students are
directed to enter hostels by 6 or
7pm. When the boys from the
same stream enjoy limitless
freedom of movement, girls are
asked to move around a circle
that has long been drawn. An
argument that can come up is
that of the question of “safety” of
girls. But then, the rhetoric of
safety is yvetagain problematic,
Constantly checking safety from
fellow humans on patriarchal
crimes as forms of sexuality and
power is not the primary
everyday activity of a female, but
something that needs to be
manifested naturally and taken
for granted by the entire society.
A simultaneous look in the
gender disparity in arts and
science colleges would show
the dwindling number of boy
students. Currently girls
outnumber boys in every arts
and science colleges of the state.
And when it comes to PG
courses the situation is worse
with the numbers getting to bare
minimum of one or two in
humanities courses. The picture
would attain more clarity if one
observes the disparity in the
number of newly appointed
professors across the country or
the gender ratio in each

humanities department.
Another very important
arena that creates and

propagates gender notions in
higher education is curriculum
and syllabus. Though modern
education unified the syllabus
for male and female there are
inherent gender biases which
get represented through the
content prescribed. When the
entire history of knowledge is
prominently male history what
gets propagated to the students
also naturally follow the same
course of action. Whether it be
studies in technology, science,
arts or humanities the major

schemata of the courses
designed take up the history
that has come down to us and
not the histories that has been
hidden or wiped off. Naturally,
what has come down to us has
little pender justice in content
and ideology communicated.,
Though the gendered constructs
won't be as clear as in preschool
and school text books where
yvou have fixed images of
females labelled as wholesale
distributors of domesticity, love,
patience and nurture, College
text books too carry on this
tradition when they talk about
male histories of personal and
political success rather than
female attempts of patriarchal
resistances.

Being a teacher of literatures
in English I can seldom find an
equal representation of male
and female writers or gender
sensitive literary histories
within the UG and PG syllabus.
This particular manifestation of
insensitivity is the direct
outcome of the knowledge

formations regarding
literariness and literary
canonization which

undoubtedly is elitist and
patriarchal. The texts books
selected for study, like
Richardson’s Pamela subtitled
Virtue Rewarded or Shaw's
Pygmalion or Ibsen’s Doll's
House unless provided with
sharp and careful critique can
very easily slide to convey and
sustain dominant patriarchal
ideology to which one is familiar
with in his or her everyday life.
Pamela was often considered the
first modern novel in English
language ignoring the works of
Aphra Behn who wrote fiction
in the previous century. Special
care need to be taken not just in
checking gender sensitivity in

content  and  ideology
propagated but also in
including new  modules,
interdisciplinary in nature, to

introduce gender sensitiveness
among students as well as
teachers.

Creation of gender
constructs and the sustenance
of gendered prejudices happen
and are performed through
language. Language has
always been a patriarchal tool
in asserting gender roles, One
consciously and unconsciously
speaks what one has acquired
from his or her immediate
surroundings. The way
language is structured, used
and created has lot to do with
patriarchal dominance. This
structuring of language gets in
to the text content and ways of
expression in academics too. A
very common example often
found in school and college text
books is the use of male
pronoun when the gender of the
subject is not clear. Such
careless and taken for granted
biased expressions recurring in
arenas of higher learning
blocks chances of corrections. A
very interesting observation
that is often discussed in
relation to gender and language
is that women tend to use more
question tags in their everyday
conversation. They are
uncertain of themselves to
express an assertive position.
The uncertainty can very well
be connected to the insecurity
and the lack of intellectual
acceptance attributed to the
females from a very early age.
Such beliefs which shape our
everyday lives and
understanding almost always
remain as general facts
approved by the society. We fail
to check the subtle reasons for
the formation of such ideologies
which undoubtedly lead us to
the politics of patriarchy.

Institutions of higher
education need to become a
space where students should be
made aware of the insensitivities
and hierarchies that rule our
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mind and’society. A sense of
critique need to be developed
among students who are fast
becoming silent consumersina
capitalist world. Critical
Pedagogy as a tool of constant
realizations and resistance
need to be inculcated within the
entire field of education as a
process of  knowledge
formation. Critical Pedagogy is
a theoretical position inspired
by radical philosophies that
question power centeredness of
various forms within and
outside classrooms. The basic
idea upon which Critical
Pedagogy functions is an
awareness of the imbalanced
social stratification based on
class, caste and gender. It
instills in the student
community a zeal to question
the dominant power positions
and hierarchies that seek to
control them and make them
aware of a need for the practice
of freedom, constant struggle
against all kinds of
authoritarianism and personal
sociopolitical domination.
Critical pedagogic educator Ira
Shor defines critical pedagogy
in her work Empowering
Education as,

Habits of thought, reading,
writing, and speaking which go
beneath surface meaning, first
impressions, dominant myths,
official pronouncements,
traditional clichés, received
wisdom, and mere opinions, to
understand the deep meaning,
root causes, social context,
ideology, and personal
consequences of any action,
event, object, process,
organization, experience, text,
subject matter, policy, mass
media, or discourse. (129)

Paulo Freire, one of the
prominent theorists of critical
pedagogy who wrote The
Pedagogy of the Oppressed talks
about his disparagement of
what he calls the “banking”
system of education “where a

student is seen as an empty
account waiting to be filled by
the teacher”. A similar idea is
shared by the lines of a very
popular song by Pink Floyd
which says, “We don’t need no
education, We don’t need no
thought-control. No dark sarcasm
in the classroom - Teacher, leave
those kids alone! All in all, you're
just another brick in the wall.”
Critical pedagogy branches
out to feminist pedagogy and
LGBT pedagogy when
addressing issues of gender and
power. Discussions about
gender concerns in higher
education definitely need to
configure to the modus
operandi of the feminist
pedagogy or LGBT pedagogy
not just theoretically but in the
practical everyday interaction
within and outside the

classroom. This concern takes
us directly to the question of
gender sensitivity among
teachers and the dismantling of
the power structures with the
campus and classroom. Only a
gender sensitive teacher can
lead the students to such a
broader awareness. He needs to
check herself constantly to undo
the deep structures of
patriarchy that functions within
inone’s own self. The classroom
situation in form, structure and
content has very much to do
with the substance of
hierarchical structures of power
in the teacher-student binary.

The present day teacher needs
to shift his or her role from an

omniscient instructor to a

participatory facilitator. The

very structure of classroom need

to be changed, from the
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dictating teacher on the one side
and the students seated as a
group or crowd on the other as
passive listeners, to a space of
regular give and take (ree of
power positions. The bench and
desk on which the students
crowd together is a big
hindrance from seeing them as
individuals, The teacher tend to
view them as a collective.
Especially girl students who
always stick to one another. A
girl student moving all alone
participating in the everyday
activities of the college isa very
rare scene. Doing away with the
benches and bringing in
individual chairs is a very
important first step to be taken
within a degree classroom to
ensure initiation of subjectivity,
even though most of us may fail
torealize the very subtleness of
its necessity. And the seating
pattern need to be changed for
good from vertical-horizontal
hierarchy to a circular pattern
with the students and teacher
shifting the seating pattern
every dav. The teacher needn’t
stand apart but be one with the
students. This has lot to do with
bringing to open girl/lgbt
students who tend to group
together to left or right or
corners within a classroom.

Class works, Choice of
extracurricular activities,
leisure time activities, the
infrastructure of the college,
accessibility of open and
interactive spaces outside the
four walls of the classroom,
gendered variations in
uniforms are some of the
concrete as well as abstract
concerns which form part of the
built environment that need a
fresh thought in the realm of
higher education. The workings
of Women's Studies Unit, anti-
sexual harassment and
antiragging cells need to find
productive ways of interacting
with the students, In most of the
colleges, functions and talks

organized by similar clubs are
attended only by the glr!
students and female teachers
It's conveniently ignored as
women’s program. However,
the major concerns shared in
such gatherings are about socio
cultural  life  and  the
conditionings and harassments
vetted out to the females which
need to be equally or more
urgently communicated to male
of the species as well.

All discussions on gender
sensitivity in higher education
still lingers around the claims
of justice for the girl students.
The presence of transgender
and their basic rights as human
beings are still ignored or
invisible to a larger extant.
Though Supreme Court issued
a verdict in April 2014
recognizing transgender as
“third gender’ with
constitutional rights much
remain to be attained in
connection with the everyday
performance of these rights.
Within the state of Kerala no
inventiveness has been done
officially as a follow up of the
Supreme Court judgment with
regard to their special right to
higher education like those
initiated by the Mumbai
University. All discussions
about gender justice should be
naturally made inclusive of
LGBT concerns as well, which
is yet to gain a prominent
presence in the social and
psychic mindset of the general
public or even academicians.

There is yet another one
sidedness when one sees girls
or women as a homogenous
entity. Within our hierarchical
social system there are
divisions based on class and
caste in addition to gender.
Class and caste variations
trigger gender insensitivity
adding woes to the already
subdued sexual categories. The
word | would like to use is,
double demarcation or multiple

demarcations to point out the
margins to which females and
LGBT are sidelined or even
rendered invisible in a wider
societal everydayness. In an
online article “Academic
Untouchability: the Dalit
Woman Experience” Praveena
Taali observes,

The academic sphere is
generally seen as a space for
knowledge creation. However,
it can be argued that there is
Brahminical hegemony over
knowledge which is knowingly
or unknowingly reflected in the
academia. What kind of
knowledge is being produced
and by whom? This issue has
to be debated seriously. There
are few studies that talk about
issues of caste discrimination in
higher education that focus
only on the human rights
perspective. Unfortunately,
these studies hardly talk about
the deliberate exclusion of
Dalits from the realm of
knowledge production.
Certainly, it is a question of
human rights, but there are
deeper yet-to-be discussed
problems underneath.

She further comments that,
“The studies on Dalits and other
subalterns have received huge
academic attention in recent
times. In fact ‘Dalits’ remain the
subjects for study while the
academic contributions by Dalit
students are often considered
non-academic”. Her major
concern in the above mentioned
article is the exclusions and
hardships a female Dalit
student had to face in one of the
science teaching departments of
the Mahatma  Gandhi
University, Kerala. Praveena
Taali brings out the prejudiced
notions of caste hegemony
when she comments about the
elite concepts on the one to one
correspondence of caste and
knowledge. She says,

The question of merit is very
complex. Connecting Dalit

women scholars to their
ancestral caste-based
occupation (of belonging to
labouring castes) is the reason
why casteist academia suspects
their ability to read, write, and
understand. In  personal
conversations, many Dalil
women  {from  various
universities shared the same
experience of supervisors and
fellow students ‘suspecting’
their knowledge. If a Dalit
student stands first in a class, it
would be commented upon as
an unusual situation, where
people mightsay: “she/heis the
firstin the class despite beinga
Dalit”

Higher Education is seen as
a step to employment. In this
21* century when the concept
of employment is fast
transforming from white collar
jobs to a much broader levels of
conceptual and technological
development the practice of
education should also need to
undergo transformation. Even
now astudent’s methodology of
learning and scholarship is
analyzed by his/her theoretical
and textual knowledge, that too
based on outdated systems of
knowledge formations. The
educators of the current
generation need to focus on
various kinds of skill
development instead of limiting
knowledge formations between
the outer covers of text books.
Each course should be designed
so as to make it employable. In-
house training should be given
to students to cope with the new
age computing/copy editing/
printing/ mechanical
technologies of production and
sustenance so as to make them
self employable. Higher
education need to be different
from primary education in the
sense that it should function as
if to bring out life skills in
students which could be
developed as a way of living.

More over Employment and sell-
sufficiency need to be seenasa
necessily not only for the male,
but to other sexes as well, for
whom vm]ﬂm,rlm nt is casily
replaced by marriage or other
oplions (sex work and bepging
for the transgender). Living
Smile  Vidya in  her
ﬂutnhinhmplw I am Vidya A
Traugender’s Journey shares her
disapproval of NGO for
Tirunangais (Transgender)
when she says, “No Indian
NGO had fought to liberate
tirunangais from begging and
sex work. What kind of
rehabilitation was it to tell them,
‘Go on being sex workers, but
doitsafely?’ (123). Vidya shares
the trials she had to face to geta
job as a means of living even
though she had a MA degree in
Linguistics. On many instances
within her text she shares her
woes of finding an equal ground
with others at home,
educational institution and in
her job hunt. She observes,
“There is a government
order (Order No: 377) that treats
transgenders as disease-
afflicted sex workers alone. This
must be removed, and sex
reassignment surgery must be
allowed for those medically and
psychologically tested and
certified transgender.
Reservation  could  be
considered too [...] at schools
[...] tirunangais can be
introduced to students as part
of their lessons, so that they
learn to treat difference with
compassion and dignity (138)"'
The gender concerns that
rule the realm of higher
education ranges from gender
justice in the selection of
deciding bodies to gender
sensitization ina conlemporary
everyday classroom situation,
Any attempt to homogenize the
causes of different class / caste/
sexualities and their rights for
visibility, acceptance and

wellbeing  can  further
problematize the call for gender
justice.  One needs to
deliberately dismantle all
existing and ever evolving
binaries to have a pluralistic
vision to bring in democratic
spaces in the process of higher
education. The most recent
news of the first transgender
principal, Manobi
Bandopadhyay joining Krishna
Nagar Women's College in
Nadia district of West Bengal on
9 June 2015, can be viewed as
a beginning of a radical shift
that shall make higher
education think aloud the
possibilities of alternative
pedagogies. Though working
things out on a broader canvas
like constitutional amendments,
policies or legislations would
serve as initial step, what is
more essential is to make do/
bring about pluralistic vision in
to the everyday life of the
general public. Only an open
and democratic societal
mindset can function as the
ground on which rules and
regulations can be fruitful. The
nuances of the patriarchal
politics dominating all spheres
of everyday life can only be
decentered with a regular
resistance for which the field of
higher education should be
made a tactical tool.

People with disabilities play
an integral part in our modern
society. As the population of
people with disabilities continues
to grow so does the need for
knowledgeable professionals
and informed citizens . In 1992
the UN General Assembly
passed a resolution declaring
that 3rd December each year will
be the International day of
Disabled Persons. This day is
unique among community
awareness days as it unites
educational institutes, hospitals,
research centres ,organisations,
business, state and local
governments and the community
with disability. The day is a
collaborative effort to bring out
more resources and celebrate and
acknowledge the experience and
expertise with people with
disability. The term Differently
Abled was coined by the US
Democratic National Committee
in the early 1980 ‘s as a more
acceptable term than
handicapped or disabled. The
motivation seems to have been
both a genuine attempt to view
the people previously called
handicapped in a more posilive
light and also a need 1o be seen
as politically right. Each year the
UN announces a theme for
International Day of Persons

Disability studies is relatively new interdisciplinary academic field focusing on the roles of people
with disabilities in history, literature, social policy, law, architecture, and other disciplines.

Revenue Resources
and Fiscal Problems

in Kerala

Though the Kerala economy
recorded appreciable growth in
Gross State Domestic Product
(GSDP) in the decade 2000; it was
not accompanied by
commensurate growth inrevenue
realization. However, this
situation slightly improved from
2006-07 onwards thanks to the
compensation provided by the
center for the loss of revenue
incurred by the states as a result
of the introduction of Value
Added Tax (VAT). Similarly,
better tax administration
measures pursued by the
previous LDE  govi. also
contributed to this improvement,
Such measures included (1)
“check post lakeover” of major
check posts such as Operation
Palakkad between 21.09.2000
and 24.09.2006, (2) introduction

of e-governance in the check posts,
computerization of taxation
department, etc. But the current state
government has failed to continue the
momentum initiated by the left
government.

The fiscal performance of Kerala
since 2009-10 is extremely poor due
to unwise economic policy of UDF
government. The tinance department
often resorts overdraft facilities as
well as issuing debentures for meeting
day today expenses. It is also
concerned with the issues such as
large tax evasion, low  tax
compliance, inordinate delay in
settling dispute cases and the
growing lethargy in collection of
arrears, cte. The trend of revenue
receipts (RR) and its components
showing high deceleration of growth
in recent years. Following table

Inference from Table-1 is that present fiscal
crisis of the state is mainly because of the declining
growth of own tax revenue (OTR), the major
source of revenue of the state’s exchequer. When
the rate of growth of non-tax revenue is reviewed,
performance in the short run (2013) is slightly
better than the medium-term (2009-13) which is
still better than the long run (2002-13). This is
because until 2011-12 non-tax revenue (NTR) was
less than one percent of Gross State Domestic
Product (GSDP) after which it is above one
percent. There are states in India where NTR as
percentage of GSDP is around 3.5 percent. Unlike
them, with highly developed general and social
services, Kerala should have collected at least 3.5
% of GSDP. But the record of our tax effort is not
even one-third of other states in India. “Collect
more NTR and provide services at international

standard is the dictum” followed by other
developed and developing countries. But Kerala
miserably failed in the collection of NTR. As far
as central transfers, there is drastic cut in central
transfers, Decline in central transfers from 3.2
percentof GSDPto 2.8 and 2.9 percent respectively
of GSDPin 2012-13 and 2013-14 is a Major reason
for the fiscal erises of Kerala and for placing Kerala
among the ‘revenue stressed ea legory states” by
the Fourteenth Finance Commission,

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The table-2 examines the avera gerate of growth
of major components of own tax revenue by term.
Whensales tax/ VAT grow betterat 17.1 percent
in the medium-term, short-term performances are
poor (14.7%). This may be attributed to factors
such as. rubber price crash, the recessionary
situation in the state, nexus between politicians,
bureaucrats and dealers resulting in rampant tax
evasion and avoidance, etc. Growth rate of excise
duty is higher at 7.6 percent in the medium-term
while it is only less than half of that (3.4%) in the
short-term. Major reasons behind this mayv be
attributed to the current excise policy particularly
liquor policy of the govt. - '
Non-Tax Revenue

In Kerala, Non-Tax Revenue is collected under
three major heads, viz; General Services, Social
Services and Economic Services. The three major
heads have minor heads within. In addition to
the dividends and profits, and interest receipts
are also included under non-tax revenue.

Following table gives growth rate of non-tax
revenue of the state.

non-tax revenue. It is mainly because of the
progress of lottery revenue, penalty income from
motor vehicles and police and steep rise in the
prices of service delivery of govt. services.
Dearness in service delivery put more burdens
on the shoulders of the people, especially poor.
Poor growth of economic service especially in the
short-run reflects the declining rate of growth of
revenue from forestry, mining, quarrying, etc. This
trend is alarming because economic services are
the components which contribute more to NTR
than others in most other states of India. It is also
important to notice that income from interest
receipt and dividend is decelerating, indicates
unsoundness of the economy.

Mobilization of Central Plan Grants

The state is criticized for the poor
acquisition of central plan grants even at the time
where both center and state are ruled by UDF.
Govt. departments are lethargic and show a great
amount of apathy in preparing schemes and
projects so that central plan grant mobilization is

Following chart examine
the position of proportional
share of plan grants to Kerala
among other Southern States.
Among the four components
of plan grants examined, Kerala
avails the lowest share among
southern states. This finding
needs to be evaluated with share
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of population. When one look at these shares
through the lens of the size of population of each
state, situation becomes a little more comfortable.
However, it goes without saying that Kerala still
ranks the lowest in getting the Central Plan grants.

The UDF government's vested interests,
competitive populism, pet projects and sheer
mncompetence as factors that have contributed to
Kerala's perennial fiscal crisis. Vested interests
in Kerala contribute in two ways. There are
commercial vested interests in agriculture, trade,
real estate and education directly represented by
Spf:‘cfﬁc political parties and a corporatised media.
This ensures the higher concessions and low
taxes, which ultimately ruin the robustness of
treasury. The other block of vested interests are
the public sector employees, both managers and
workers, extending to the general administration.

This section happens to be paid without any
reference to either their productivity or the
financial condition of the government. To the
extent that the general administration is
overstaffed, it lowers overall productivity by
gelting in the way of efficiency. On the other hand,
the agencies responsible for public services are
understaffed, and to the extent they provide
producer services, this lowers output. When
output is negatively affected it lowers public
revenues as most taxes are levied ad valorem,
Besides this, prudency in the collection of sales
tax is historically low due to high political
pressure from some allies of the front. Thus, in
short, the last four and half years of UDF rule put
the Kerala economy into deep revenue crisis and
alot of things has to be done for the recovery from
the crisis.
